BOARD OF HEALTH

MINUTES OF AUGUST 5, 2008

The Tewksbury Township Board of Health met in regular session at 7:30 P.M. on the above date, in the Mountainville Meeting Hall, 60 Water Street, Mountainville, NJ.  

Chairman Peter Goyer presided.

Other members present were Shirley Czajkowski and alternate Richard Mahevich.

Anthony Formica, Janet Masterton, Anthony Miele and alternate Zia Shey were not in attendance.

1.      Open Public Meetings Statement

The Open Public Meetings Statement was read by Mr. Goyer.

request to cover well head (Ted Cassera)
The above noted item was discussed with regard to cutting down the well casing and housing same in a concrete manhole.  (The letter from the Engineer and drawings are attached to the minutes)

It was noted that the well was drilled early in the construction process, but its current location (in the proposed driveway) makes it susceptible to traffic on the property, which is an operative horse farm.

Discussion followed regarding the building size, the location of the driveway and the associated costs. 
Mr. Cassera’s letter was directed to the Hunterdon County Department of Health and was reviewed by Mr. Vaccarella.  His concerns are enumerated below.
Can the driveway be realigned so there would be no issue with the well?  A concrete post could be put up so no one would hit the well, similar to the posts used for gas and fuel tanks. If this is explained as not being an option then the manhole can be approved by the Board. In the past we have also asked for a letter from a well driller stating the well can be serviced and how will the pit not become flooded. Even though the engineer has proposed water tight concrete, past experiences have shown pits to still become flooded. Therefore the engineer and well driller shall design a drainage system showing the pit will not become flooded. The Board could conditionally approve the pit concept with the following conditions being met:

1. Letter from the well driller stating well can be serviced and what will be proposed to provide positive drainage of the pit to prevent flooding 

2. Revised diagram showing positive drainage from the pit 

3. Obtaining any electrical or building permits from the Construction official 

4. Recommend the lid of the pit to be cast iron. 

Mr. Mahevich commented on the fact that the proposed manhole would be susceptible to flooding.

Additional questions were raised regarding whether the well would be used for potable or non-potable purposes and how this could be tracked in the future.
Review of the tax map commenced and discussion regarding impervious coverage and setback distances followed.  It was added that the Township Zoning Officer has been in touch with the applicant regarding the need to submit a revised grading plan for the 41+ acre property.
Mrs. Czajkowski noted that the matter has not come to the Land Use Board, although the Construction and Zoning Offices are aware of the work being done. 
Mr. Goyer stated that he did not feel comfortable making a final decision regarding the request, as there too many unanswered questions and the Engineer was not available to answer the questions and concerns of the Board members.
Ms. Brassard noted that Mr. Cassera stated that the he wanted the Board to discuss the matter tonight even though he was unavailable to attend the meeting.

Additional discussion followed regarding the option of moving the proposed driveway in order to avoid the farm vehicles from coming into proximity with the well head.

Mr. Cassera’s e-mail response (noted below) was further discussed regarding storm drain clean outs.

In follow up to our telephone conversation relative to the email below, I can advise as follows regarding our proposed manhole:

1. Due to the location of storm drain cleanouts we must maintain 10 feet of clearance between the south edge of the stone drive and the building. Therefore we unfortunately cannot shift the driveway closer to the building to create more clearance to the well casing. 
2. We have reviewed the below email with our well driller, Summit Drilling, and can advise that we have no problem with the conditions listed below, which require an amended manhole detail to address a feature to preclude and/or to relieve the buildup of water in the manhole, and which require a letter from the Well Driller confirming that the well will be able to be properly serviced. 
3. We also have no problem with the conditions requiring proper building, electrical or other permits for the work to be obtained prior to the work being started, and requiring the manhole lid to be cast iron. 

4. Also, a condition should be added requiring that State approval also be obtained prior to any work, since we cannot do the proposed work until we gain State approval. 

Further discussion followed regarding the allowable distance between a structure and well.   
The review by Summit Drilling and the reference to obtaining State approval was noted.
It was the consensus of the Board members present to table the matter until the upcoming meeting and to contact the absent Board members so that a full quorum was present.

Ms. Brassard noted that she would contact Mr. Cassera noting same.  She would also convey the information discussed at this meeting to the Zoning Officer.
