Tewksbury Township Historic Preservation Commission
Meeting Minutes

November 24, 2008
The meeting of the Tewksbury Township Historic Preservation Commission was called to order at 8:00 pm in the Mountainville Meeting Hall by Vice Chairman Beveridge.  The members of the Commission present were Cyril Beveridge, Janet Clark, Rosemary Hartten, Karen Moriarty (Arrived 8:05) and Mary Elizabeth Young.  Randy Benson, the Secretary, and Dennis Bertland, the Historic Consultant, were also in attendance.  Based on the members present, a quorum was established.  
OPEN PUBLIC MEETINGS ACT

Vice Chairman  Beveridge read the opening statement that the Commission meeting being held that evening was in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act of the State of New Jersey, and indicated where notices for that meeting were posted.
Minutes

The minutes of September 22, 2008 were approved with corrections.  On page 2 under Applications on the fifth line from the bottom change the word “rood” to the word “roof”.  On page 3 under Application 08-11 on line 7 change the words “about if” to whether a”.  Also on page 3 under Application 08-10 on line 1 change from “with an untreated frame” to “on top of an untreated frame”.  On line 3 change the word “to” to the word “until”.   A motion was made by Commissioner Clark seconded by Commissioner Young to approve the minutes with the corrections.  The following Commissioners voted in favor of the motion: Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Hartten, and Commissioner Young.

Application 08-013  Michael Bercik

Michael Bercik the applicant and the property owner was present and sworn in.  Mr. Bercik is seeking approval to replace the existing shingle roof on his house with Timberline brand shingles shakewood in color.  The existing roof is weathered gray in color.  The Commission discussed the age of the house.  The property owner stated he believed the house was built in 1987.  A motion was made by Commissioner Clark seconded by Commissioner Moriarty to approve the application as submitted.
Of the five Commissioners present, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Hartten, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the application.
Application 08-14  Tewksbury Athletic Association
                               Block 44, Lot 12, 29 Old Turnpike Road, Oldwick

Charles Garrett, the applicant representing the Athletic Association, was present and sworn in.  Mr. Garrett is seeking final approval for the new storage building the Commission had previously approved in concept.   The applicant is proposing to use Hardiplank panels and use battens to give the board and batten appearance on the walls.  The color of the walls will match the color of the Romtec bathrooms located on the property. The roof of the building will have the same shingles that are also on the Romtec bathroom. The doors on the building will be solid doors.  The back of the building will be facing the road with the doors facing away from the road.  The trim on the building will also be painted white to match the trim on the Romtec.  After further discussion the Commission agreed the use of wood and/or Hardiplank with battens would be acceptable.    A motion was made by Commissioner Clark seconded by Commissioner Young to approve the application as submitted with the following conditions:
1. The construction will be as described in the application.

2. The building will be painted to match the Romtec bathroom building.

3. The siding on the building will be wood or Hardiplank panels with battens installed for the appearance of board and batten siding.

Of the five Commissioners present, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Hartten, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the motion with the conditions.

Resolutions

The Commission considered Resolution 2008-10 for John & Anne Loughlin.  A motion was made by Commissioner Clark seconded by Commissioner Moriarty to approve the resolution.  The five Commissioners eligible, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Hartten, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young, voted in favor of the resolution. 

The Commission considered resolution 2008-11 for Sandra Roth.  A motion was made by Commissioner Clark seconded by Commissioner Beveridge to approve the resolution with one correction.  Under Resolution in item 1 take out the words “with one revision.  The five Commissioners eligible, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Hartten, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young, voted in favor of the resolution with the correction.
The Commission considered resolution 2008-12 for Tewksbury Athletic Association.  A motion was made by Commissioner Clark seconded by Commissioner Beveridge to approve the application in concept with one correction.  Under item b. under Findings of Fact replace the word “use” with the words “be used”.  Of the five Commissioners present, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Hartten, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the motion with the correction.
The Commission considered resolution 2008-13 for Gerard Cafaro.  A motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge seconded by Commissioner Clark to approve the resolution with one correction.  The beginning paragraph should be amended to say “the Historic Preservation Commission had an on site emergency meeting with the property owner, Gerard Cafaro.  Of the three Commissioners present that were eligible, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Clark and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the resolution with the correction.
Minutes
The minutes of October 31, 2008 emergency meeting were approved with corrections.  In the opening paragraph Dennis Bertland, the Historic Preservation Consultant, should be added as present.  Under Adjournment add a colon in 930 a.m.  A motion was made by Commissioner Clark seconded by Commissioner Beveridge to approve the minutes with the corrections The following Commissioners voted in favor of the motion: Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Clark and Commissioner Young.

 Resolutions
The Commission considered Resolution 2008-09.  A motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge seconded by Commissioner Clark to approve the resolution with one correction. In the third paragraph remove the “d” from the end of the word “determined”.  Of the five Commissioners present, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Hartten, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the motion with the correction.

Miscellaneous 
Commissioner Beveridge stated he had been contacted about a proposed new multiuse building in Pottersville that would replace the existing general store and post office.  The representative for the owner was looking for input on the style of the building.  The proposed building would have the appearance of an old mill.  Commissioner Beveridge stated he did not think the proposed stone exterior was appropriate and it should be possibly have clapboard siding.  Commissioner Beveridge had a pamphlet to show the proposal and stated the owner would be reviewing the recommendations.
Secretary Benson questioned the Commission members about possibly having a site walk at 2 Apple Lane where a door had been added to the house without the Commission’s approval.  The daughter of the owner is seeking input from the Commission on how to possibly screen the door or any suggestions so the door would not have to be removed.  A tentative date for December 5th was set depending on whether Commissioner Scheier would be available.
Adjournment
There being no further business to come before the Commission, a motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge and seconded by Commissioner Clark to adjourn the meeting.  A voice vote was taken and all of the Commission members present voted in favor of adjournment.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:28 pm.
