BOARD OF HEALTH

MINUTES OF JULY 3, 2006

The Tewksbury Township Board of Health met in regular session at 7:30 P.M. on the above date, in the Police Administration Building, 169 Old Turnpike Road.  

Chairperson Peter Goyer presided.

Other members present were Shirley Czajkowski , Anthony Formica and alternates Richard Mahevich and Zia Shey.

Janet Masterton and Anthony Miele were not present.

Debie Vaccarella of the Hunterdon County Department of Health was also present.  

1. Open Public Meetings Statement

The Open Public Meetings Statement was read by Mr. Goyer.

Peder Sarsten, the excavator and agent was present to request a waiver for a reserve field for the 50 acre property noted above.  He stated that the property is located in the Highlands, a stream traverses the middle of the property and a GP 25 has been applied for from the NJDEP.

Discussion followed concerning the topography of the property in addition to the required buffers for constructing a septic system.  Mrs. Vaccarella stated that the GP25 is necessary in order to construct a septic system in the transition area.     
Mr. Formica stated that he found it difficult to believe that an area for reserve testing could not be located on a 50 acre parcel.  Discussion followed concerning the fact that farming is done on the property and that area will not be disturbed by the septic system.

Mrs. Vaccarella stated that it is not unusual for an applicant to appear before the local Board of Health to request a waiver; she added that the system is not an expansion, it is only a replacement for a malfunctioning system.

Dr. Shey noted that a reserve area would not actually be used with the system, it is only there in the event of a failure.  He questioned if reserve fields would have to be dug in environmentally sensitive areas.

Mr. Sarsten noted that the Highlands regulations require a 300 foot buffer from a stream, thus making the usable area on the property less than originally perceived.

The attached correspondence from Amy S. Greene Environmental Consultants outlines the findings with regard to sighting the proposed septic system on the property.

Mr. Mahevich questioned the location of septic systems on adjoining properties.

Mr. Goyer noted that the stream divides the property, making the other side of the property (where the system would not be located) less than acceptable for construction a septic system.  He opined that the property does have tight constraints and that the reasons presented for waiving the need to have a reserve field are valid.

Mr. Goyer made a motion to accept the waiver to have a reserve field for the property located on Block 6.04, Lot 7.02 based on the environmental constraints on the property and the receipts of a GP25 from the NJDEP, seconded by Mrs. Czajkowski.   The motion was approved.  Ayes: Czajkowski ,Goyer, Mahevich, Shey.  Nays: Formica.  Absent:  Masterton, Miele.

Smoke Free Air Act

Rick Brady was present to explain his interpretation of the above noted Act with regard to the Tewksbury Inn.  He explained that he was not asking for any action from the Board, he merely wanted to be clear on where he was allowing smoking at the Inn (outside of the front door and in the exterior section of the restaurant).   

Mr. Goyer explained that the local Board had no power at the present time to impose any rules outside of those set by the State and the State has only approved the actual Act; the rules to enforce the Act will be forthcoming. He further stated that when set rules are enacted, Mr. Brady will have to supply the Board with a full plan of the property denoting areas where smoking will be allowed.  Mr. Brady was in agreement with this proposal.

Mrs. Vaccarella stated that Mr. Brady could contact Jim Gallos, from the Hunterdon County Department of Health who is the person in charge of the Consumer Division
