The meeting of the Tewksbury Township Historic Preservation Commission was called to order at 8:00 pm in the Mountainville Meeting Hall by Vice Chairman Scheier.  The members of the Commission present were Michael Scheier, Janet Clark, Cyril Beveridge, Karen Moriarty and Mary Elizabeth Young.  Randy Benson, the Secretary and Dennis Bertland, the Historic Consultant, were also in attendance.  Based on the members present, a quorum was established.  
OPEN PUBLIC MEETINGS ACT

Vice Chairman Scheier read the opening statement that the Commission meeting being held that evening was in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act of the State of New Jersey, and indicated where notices for that meeting were posted.
Minutes

The minutes of February 26, 2007 were approved with the following corrections.  On page 2 in the last paragraph on the third line the word “had” should be added after the word “who”.  On the last page on line 2 remove the word “on”.  A motion was made by Commissioner Clark and seconded by Commissioner Moriarty to approve the minutes with corrections.  Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the motion.

The Commission considered Resolution 2007-05 for Nicholas and Elizabeth Devlin.  A motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge seconded by Commissioner Clark to approve the resolution as submitted.  The four Commissioners eligible, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young, voted in favor of the resolution.
Applications 
Application 07-04  Mary Grace and Douglas Benson

                               Block 42, Lot 14 - 14 Main Street, Oldwick
The property owner, Mary Grace, was present and sworn in.  The property owner is requesting approval to install a swimming pool, fence and also put in brick walkway in front of the house.  The property owner stated the landscape plan from Garden Associates that had been submitted with the application was not correct.  The plan was too formal and the brick pavers used in front of and on the side of the house would not be used.  Also the stone piers shown in various locations around the driveway would not be built.  In the rear yard a swimming pool is proposed with a stone patio area and an aluminum black picket fence to enclose the pool area.  The property owner stated the stone patio area would not be built.  Only the swimming pool with a minimum deck around the edge of the pool would be built.  The aluminum fence will also be installed closer to the pool then what is shown on the plan.  The pool will be screened from the road on both sides.  A motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge, seconded by Commissioner Clark to approve the plan in concept and the Historic preservation will allow the construction of the swimming pool and the fencing to enclose it.  The landscape plan will be revised to show what will actually be proposed to be constructed for the next meeting and at that time all other aspects of the plan will be addressed.

Application 07-06  Maylen Pierce 

                               Block 41, lot 2 – 17 Williams Street, Oldwick

The property owner, Maylen Pierce, was present and sworn in.  Ms. Pierce was proposing a second floor addition to the existing garage.  The roof and siding would match what is already on the garage.  On the north elevation of the garage a bank of four windows was proposed that would match the windows on the first floor.  On the west elevation a bank of five windows was proposed that would match the existing windows.  On the south elevation there would be a bank of three, four pane windows.  A new flight of stairs was proposed on the south elevation to gain access to the second floor.  Commissioner Scheier questioned whether the building height could be shorter because with the second floor added the building may look out of proportion and look too tall.  Commissioner Beveridge stated the building height was probably to accommodate the new stairs and the head clearance that would be required by building code.  Dennis Bertland commented that a window should be added to the front of the building because it would look like a big blank wall without a window.  The applicant stated she could add a window to the east elevation.  Dennis Bertland also stated a cornice should be added over the stairway to help the building appear symmetrical.  The applicant agreed and also stated the molding around the windows will match the existing and the sill will wrap around the corner where the windows come together.  Commissioner Scheier questioned whether the roof line could be lowered on the north elevation and if the siding could be changed to give the building more of a barn appearance.  The applicant stated she wanted to continue the existing clapboard siding and also did not want to lower the roof because it would cut down the usable area on the interior of the building.  A motion was made by Commissioner Clark and seconded by Commissioner Beveridge to approve the application with the condition that a new six pane window will be added on the gable (east) end of the building, the existing garage door will be reused and the side trim on the building will not have a bump out on the soffit.

Application 07-07  Melick’s Oldwick Farm LLC

                               Block 44, Lot 26 – 19 King Street

John Melick who is part owner of the property was present and sworn in.  Ed O’Brien, the architect for the applicant was also present and sworn in.  Mr. Melick stated they would like to remove an existing mobile home trailer on the property and erect two new structures on the property.  The first building that would be in the approximate location of the trailer would contain two bathrooms on the first floor and an office with a bathroom on the second floor.  The building’s bathrooms would be for visitors to the property for apple picking and other activities.  The second floor would be for an office for conducting the business of the farm.  The second building that is proposed would be an open air pavilion that would have a roof but no sides.  The building would be used for visitors to the farm where they be could under cover during inclement weather and also it would sometimes be used to store equipment under cover.  Commissioner Beveridge stated he would like to see all of the elevations of the proposed buildings on the plans.  Mr. O’Brien stated the Melick’s were only looking for approval in concept only and when they came in for full approval they would provide a complete set of plans.  Commissioner Clark stated she was concerned about the size of the pavilion building because it is proposed to be 56 feet long.  Commissioner Clark asked the Secretary if the neighbors could be notified of this proposal to which the response was no.  Commissioner Clark also asked Mr. Melick what color the roof would be to which he replied the color would white.  Commissioner Clark stated she would rather see it be a different color because the white will make it really visible to the neighbors.  Dennis Bertland stated the applicant should try to make the new buildings uniform with the rest of the buildings in the complex.  A motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge seconded by Commissioner Moriarty to approve the application in concept.

Application  07-09  Sharon Delventhal


        Block 23.03, Lot 7 – 701-703 Lindabury Lane

Sharon Delvanthal, the applicant and the owner, was present and sworn in.  Mrs. Delventhal is requesting approval to replace the siding and roofing on the house.  The house was repainted one and a half years ago and the paint is already peeling off.  A contractor who has looked at the property recommended that the siding on the house be removed and then Tyvec would be wrapped around the house to provide a moisture barrier.  The moisture barrier will help with the moisture getting out of the house and causing the paint to peel.  The proposed new siding that would be put on the house would be Hardiplank brand and the spacing will be the same as what is on the house now.  Commissioner Scheier asked if there was any sheathing under the existing siding.  The concern was if there was no sheathing and they were to add sheathing the molding profiles would be lost because the siding would be built to the level or past the level of the molding.  Mrs. Delventhal stated her contractor said there was sheathing under the existing clapboards.  Mrs. Deventhal also wants the replace the existing cedar roof with Slateline shingles in black.  Commissioner Beveridge said he would rather see the cedar shingles.  Mrs. Deventhal stated she did not want to use cedar because of the maintenance.  She also wants to fix the chimney because it is too short and there is not enough draft.  Commissioner Beveridge said the Commission should have a site walk of the property.  The Commission agreed and requested the Secretary set up a site walk.  The matter was tabled and a site walk will be scheduled.
Application 07-10   Daniel Marelli

                                Block 23, Lot 18 – One McCann Mill Road

Mrs. Marelli was present and sworn in.  Mrs. Marelli is seeking approval to replace the existing slate roof on the house.  The proposed roofing material would be gray Slateline shingles.  The Yankee gutters on the house will also be replaced with new gutters replicating the existing gutters.  The material will be a composite material with aluminum to replace the existing copper.  Also there is a lot of wood rot on the eaves of the roof and that would have to be replaced.  The contractor for the applicant told her he duplicate the existing profiles on the eave and soffit area with a composite plastic material rather than use real wood.  Commissioner Scheier questioned whether the profiles could be duplicated in plastic.  The Commission stated they would like to see a sample of the profile in the plastic material to ensure it could be duplicated.  Dennis Bertland questioned how much material would be removed.  The applicant said there were many areas of rat on the eaves and soffit so a large portion of it would be replaced.  The Commission said they would like to schedule a site walk for the property and since it is almost next door to the other property where the site walk will take place it can be scheduled at the same time.  The matter will be tabled and a site walk will be scheduled.
Application 07-08   Christopher Dewey  



         Block 39, Lot 20 – 14 Williams Street

Ed O’Brien, the architect for the property owner, was present and sworn in.  Mr. O’Brien stated the property owner wants to put on an addition to his home.  The house addition will include a garage on the lower level and a first and second floor.  The second floor will have a sleeping porch.  The existing shared driveway will not be used.  A new driveway from Miller Avenue is proposed to access the new proposed garage.  The siding and molding on the addition will match the existing house with the exception of the gingerbread molding.  Mr. O’Brien stated he did not believe the gingerbread is original to the house and it would be removed.  The applicant is seeking to have the application approved in concept and if approved, the applicant will come back to the Commission.  A motion was made by Commissioner Clark seconded by Commissioner Beveridge to approve the application in concept.
