BOARD OF HEALTH

MINUTES OF DECEMBER 2, 2008

The Tewksbury Township Board of Health met in regular session at 7:30 P.M. on the above date, in the Mountainville Meeting Hall, 60 Water Street, Mountainville, NJ.  

Chairman Peter Goyer presided.

Other members present were Shirley Czajkowski , Anthony Formica and alternate Richard Mahevich.

Janet Masterton, Anthony Miele and alternate Zia Shey were excused.

Debie Vaccarella of the Hunterdon County Department of Health was also present.  

1. Open Public Meetings Statement

The Open Public Meetings Statement was read by Mr. Goyer.

2. Action to be Taken

Block 6
Lot 24.22
request for waivers

Vincent Perna of Mace Engineering was present to discuss a malfunctioning system located on the Block 6, Lot 24.22, 18 Big Spring Road.
Donna Coyle, property owner was also present.
Mr. Perna noted that the proposed disposal field is not the minimum 100’ from the existing well, but is shown as 89.5 feet.  It was stated that the proposed field is being sited in the location of the failed seepage pit due to site constraints and mature trees located on the property.
Mr. Perna also noted that the system will be situated very close to the well on the adjoining property.
Mr. Perna stated that Mr. Vaccarella stated that it would be better to leave the system in the larger size which conforms to the current code and to encroach on the isolation distance to the well.

Mr. Perna noted that there were no well records available regarding the depth of well casing.  He noted that the distance from the well to the disposal field can be reduced depending on the depth of the casing.

In response to a question by Mr. Goyer, it was stated that the soil on the property is primarily K3. 

In response to a question by Mrs. Czajkowski, Mr. Perna stated that the failed seepage pit will be abandoned and the proposed disposal bed will be sited in the same location.  It was added that select fill will be utilized.

Mrs. Vaccarella noted that the new State Code is more lenient regarding well casing depth and the local Board of Health can now grant a waiver up to 50.5 feet.  The new language states that a well must penetrate through an impervious layer.  

Further discussion followed regarding the fact that hard rock is normally hit very quickly

and at a shallow depth throughout Hunterdon  County.
Mr. Goyer made a motion to accept the two waivers for the property located on Block 6 Lot 24.22. To allow the distance of 89.5’ from the existing well to the new disposal field and to waive the need for reserve testing due to the number of mature trees on the property, seconded by Mrs. Czajkowski.  The motion was approved.  Ayes:  Czajkowski, Formica, Goyer.  Nays:  none.  Absent:  Masterton, Miele.
Mrs. Vaccarella noted that the County performed a site inspection on 11/18/08 and the disposal bed had not been staked out.  She noted that motion should include the language that the disposal field be located at least 100 feet from the neighbor’s well and this will be determined upon final County inspection.

Mr. Goyer added this to his motion, seconded by Mrs. Czajkowski. The amended motion was approved.  Ayes:  Czajkowski, Formica, Goyer.  Nays:  none.  Absent:  Masterton, Miele.

Discussion followed regarding the fact that a geothermal well was being drilled and the well driller is actually the party that needs to be put on notice.

Mrs. Vaccarella stated that a geothermal well is a closed loop system as it is the same water that goes through the entire system.  She noted that the system is very expensive to install and is good for air conditioning but not so efficient for heating, as a booster is needed for getting the water heat above 52 degrees.
