
Tewksbury Township Historic Preservation Commission
Meeting Minutes

The meeting of the Tewksbury Township Historic Preservation Commission was called to order at 8:00 pm in the Mountainville Meeting Hall by Chairman Scheier.  The members of the Commission present were Michael Scheier, Cyril Beveridge, Janet Clark, Rosemary Hartten, Karen Moriarty and Mary Elizabeth Young.  Randy Benson, the Secretary, and Dennis Bertland, the Historic Consultant, were also in attendance.  Based on the members present, a quorum was established.  
OPEN PUBLIC MEETINGS ACT

Chairman Scheier read the opening statement that the Commission meeting being held that evening was in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act of the State of New Jersey, and indicated where notices for that meeting were posted.
Applications

Application 08-04  Mark and Laura Koller

                               Block 42, Lot 19, 34 Old Turnpike Road, Oldwick

Commissioner Clark recused herself from the application and left the room.

Laura Koller, the applicant and owner, was present and sworn in.  Mrs. Koller was seeking approval to install a new parking lot in place of the existing driveway for the new business they would be running on the property.   Mrs. Koller presented a proposed parking plan by Apgar Associates dated April 8, 2008   The parking area consisted of 7 spaces and would be gravel.  The Commission discussed whether parking space number 7 could be eliminated so the 2 trees located within that area would not have to be removed.     A motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge seconded by Commissioner Moriarty with the following condition:

1. If parking space number seven is not required then the area will not be used and the

    two trees proposed for removal will remain.

Of the five Commissioners present, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Hartten, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the application.

Commissioner Clark returned to the meeting.

Minutes

The minutes of February 25, 2008 were approved with two corrections.  Under miscellaneous change from “Mayor Voice” to “Mayor Voyce”.  On page 2 under Application 08-02 on line one take out the word “the” after the word “the”.  A motion was made by Commissioner Hartten seconded by Commissioner Young to approve the minutes with the corrections.  The following Commissioners voted in favor of the motion:  Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Hartten, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young.  Commissioner Clark abstained.
Claims
Correspondence

A letter was submitted from Dennis Bertland dated March 19, 2008 to the state Historic Preservation Office in reference to changes of the front porch posts.  The request is to use octagonal posts to match the posts on the rear of the building instead of the proposed square posts.  The state HPO has since granted the request.
A letter from Shana Goodchild, Land Use Administrator, to request the Historic Preservation Commission provide a letter of support to accompany the application to the Hunterdon County Municipal Grants Program to provide funds in connection with the rehabilitation of the Bartle’s House.  A motion was made by Commissioner Clark seconded by Commissioner Beveridge to authorize a letter of support of the application to be drawn up by the Commission secretary.  The following Commissioners voted in favor of the motion: Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Hartten, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young.
The Commission also discussed the Bartle’s house restoration and whether they could be involved in the reviewing of the project during construction and review any changes and shop detail drawings.  Also the Commission would like to be able to have site visits during construction.  A motion was made by Commissioner Clark seconded by Commissioner Hartten to authorize Dennis Bertland to draft a letter to the Township Committee making the requests.  The following Commissioners voted in favor of the motion:  Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Hartten, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young.
Public Participation
Resolutions

The Commission considered Resolution 2008-02 for Tweksbury Library Association.  A motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge seconded by Commissioner Moriarty to approve the resolution.  The five Commissioners eligible, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Beveridge and Commissioner Hartten Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young, voted in favor of the resolution. 
The Commission considered Resolution 2008-03 for Carol Cummins.  A motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge seconded by Commissioner Scheier with one correction.  Under Findings of Fact the first line should say “owner” not “owners”.  The four Commissioners eligible, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Beveridge and Commissioner Hartten and Commissioner Young, voted in favor of the resolution with the correction.
Miscellaneous 
Dennis Bertland discussed solar panels and the possible increase in the use of the solar panels for an alternative energy source.  The Commission discussed that the increase in demand for solar panels will probably happen and the Commission should check to see if there are any design guidelines in reference to solar panels.
Adjournment
There being no further business to come before the Commission, a motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge and seconded by Commissioner Young to adjourn the meeting.  A voice vote was taken and all of the Commission members present voted in favor of adjournment.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:55 pm.
