JULY 25, 2006 MINUTES


The Tewksbury Township Committee met in a work session at on the above date at the Municipal Building, Mountainville, NJ. 

The meeting was called to order at 8:00 PM, roll call held and a quorum established.

Mayor William J. Voyce presided.

Other officials in attendance were Township Committee members, Dianne Clarke-Kudless, Thomas G. Kenyon and Shaun Van Doren.

George Tauber was not in attendance. 
Roberta Brassard, Municipal Clerk was in attendance.

There were approximately four members of the public in attendance.

Open Public Meetings Statement

The Open Public Meetings Statement was read by Mayor Voyce.

Those present stood and pledged allegiance to the American flag.

Public Participation


Linda Reger presented photographs taken of her neighbors’ properties.  She stated that

the properties are unsightly and in a terrible state of repair, adding that the work on the

properties is being done without permits.  She questioned how the citizens of the

Township should be made aware of rules for building, construction and zoning.  She


stated that she has spoken with the Zoning Officer and the Construction Official.  


Dr. Clarke-Kudless suggested that the matter be referred to the Administrator as there might be additional up-to-date information (on the properties) that would help in assisting Mrs. Reger with her complaints.


Mrs. Reger stressed that the people doing the work need to be contacted by a member of the Township administration.


Mr. Van Doren noted that there could be additional issues with the property, specifically with Hunterdon County Soil Conservation, the Highlands Act, permitting and the Township tree ordinance.  He added that he has not seen a notice from the Zoning Officer regarding properties on Guinea Hollow Road.


Mrs. Reger stressed the need for supervision on construction projects. Additional comments were made regarding Township right-of-ways and leaving debris in the right-of ways.

It was the consensus of the Committee that Mrs. Reger should contact Mr. Landon with any additional questions and concerns.
Teddy Murphy commented on a letter she sent regarding environmental “issues” related

to the reconstruction of bridge T-87.  She expressed her concern that the issues

occurred over the weekends and “there was no body home” to contact.  She opined that 

there should be oversight by the Township Committee so that environmental issues can

be dealt with in a timely fashion.  She added that the stone that is scheduled to be 

installed on the bridge on 7/26/06 is not what the citizens have requested.

Dr. Voyce stated that the correct action to take in such in instance is to dial 911 as they

have a listing of contacts for each project being conducted in the County.  He added that it is imperative that a person calling 911 be clear as to the location from where they are calling.  
Additional discussion followed concerning the type of stone being installed on the structure.  Mr. Van Doren stated that the sample stones would be available for viewing on 7/26/06. It was noted that the detour signs (for the bridge work) had incorrect road names.  Mr. Van Doren continued with information he received from the County regarding the estimated finish date of 9/6/06.

Additional discussion followed regarding how to educate the public regarding calling 911 for environmental emergencies.  It was the consensus of the Committee to put information regarding this matter on the web site.  It was added that 908-439-2503 can also be utilized as it is the Tewksbury Police emergency number and the call is routed directly to 911 in Cherryville.

ORDINANCE # 14-2006

BOND ORDINANCE PROVIDING AN APPROPRIATION OF $1,500,000 FOR THE ACQUISITION OF EASEMENTS IN REAL ESTATE IN AND BY THE TOWNSHIP OF TEWKSBURY, IN THE COUNTY OF HUNTERDON, NEW JERSEY AND AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF $1,425,000 BONDS OR NOTES OF THE TOWNSHIP FOR FINANCING PART OF THE APPROPRIATION.


BE IT ORDAINED, BY THE TOWNSHIP COMMITTEE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF TEWKSBURY, IN THE COUNTY OF HUNTERDON, NEW JERSEY (not less than two-thirds of all members thereof affirmatively concurring) AS FOLLOWS:


SECTION 1:


The improvement described in Section 3 of this Bond Ordinance (the “Improvement”) is hereby authorized to be undertaken by the Township of Tewksbury, in the County of Hunterdon, New Jersey (the “Township”) as a general improvement.  For the said Improvement there is hereby appropriated the amount of $1,500,000.  Such sum includes the sum of $75,000 as the down payment (the “Down Payment”) required by the Local Bond Law of the State of New Jersey, constituting Chapter 2 of Title 40A of the New Jersey Statutes, as amended and supplemented (the “Local Bond Law”).  The Down Payment is now available by virtue of provision of in one or more previously adopted budgets for down payments for capital improvement purposes.


SECTION 2:


In order to finance the additional cost of the Improvement not covered by application of the Down Payment, negotiable bonds of the Township are hereby authorized to be issued in the principal amount of $1,425,000 pursuant to the provisions of the Local Bond Law (the “Bonds”).  In anticipation of the issuance of the Bonds and to temporarily finance said Improvement or purposes, negotiable bond anticipation notes of the Township are hereby authorized to be issued in the principal amount not exceeding $1,425,000 pursuant to the provisions of the Local Bond Law (the “Bond Anticipation Notes” or “Notes”).


SECTION 3:


(a)  The Improvements hereby authorized and the purposes for the financing of which said obligations are to be issued, the estimated cost of each Improvement and the appropriation therefor, the estimated maximum amount of bond or notes to be issued for each Improvement and the period of usefulness of each Improvement are as follows:

	The Improvement authorized and the purpose for which obligations are to be issued is the acquisition of easements in real estate in the Township of Tewksbury, in the County of Hunterdon, New Jersey, known as Block 16, Lot 11 being an approximately 147.97 acre total parcel, Block 20, Lot 2 being an approximately 12.26 acre total parcel and Block 43, Lot 3.01 being an approximately 19 acre total parcel.

(b)  The estimated maximum amount of Bonds or Notes to be issued for the purpose of financing a portion of the cost of the Improvement is $1,425,000.


(c)  The estimated cost of the Improvement is $1,500,000 which amount represents the initial appropriation made by the Township.  The excess of the appropriation made for the Improvement over the estimated maximum amount of Bonds or Notes authorized to be issued therefor as stated above is the amount of the Down Payment.


SECTION 4.


All Bond Anticipation Notes issued hereunder shall mature at such times as may be determined by the municipal finance officer of the Township (the “Chief Financial Officer”); provided that no Note shall mature later than one year from its date.  The Notes shall bear interest at such rate or rates and be in such form as may be determined by the Chief Financial Officer.  The Chief Financial Officer shall determine all matters in connection with Notes issued pursuant to this ordinance, and the signature of the Chief Financial Officer upon the Notes shall be conclusive evidence as to all such determinations.  All Notes issued hereunder may be renewed from time to time subject to the provisions of Section 8(a) of the Local Bond Law.  The Chief Financial Officer is hereby authorized to sell part or all of the Notes from time to time at public or private sale and to deliver them to the purchasers thereof upon receipt of payment of the purchase price plus accrued interest from their dates to the date of delivery thereof.  The Chief Financial Officer is directed to report in writing to the Township Committee of the Township at the meeting next succeeding the date when any sale or delivery of the Notes pursuant to this ordinance is made.  Such report must include the amount, the description, the interest rate and the maturity schedule of the Notes sold, the price obtained and the name of the purchaser.


SECTION 5:


The capital budget of the Township is hereby amended to conform with the provisions of this Ordinance to the extent of any inconsistency herewith.  The resolution in the form promulgated by the Local Finance Board showing full detail of the amended capital budget and capital program as approved by the Director, Division of Local Government Services, Department of Community Affairs, State of New Jersey is on file with the Township Clerk and is available for public inspection.


SECTION 6:


The following additional matters are hereby determined, declared, recited and stated:


(a)  The Improvement described in Section 3 of this Bond Ordinance is not a current expense, and is a capital improvement or property that the Township may lawfully make or acquire as general improvements, and no part of the cost thereof has been or shall be specially assessed on property specially benefited thereby.


(b)  The period of usefulness of the Improvement, within the limitations of the Local Bond Law, taking into consideration the respective amounts of all obligations authorized for such purpose, according to the reasonable life thereof computed from the date of the Bonds authorized by this Bond Ordinance, is forty (40) years.


(c)  The Supplemental Debt Statement required by the Local Bond Law has been duly prepared and filed in the office of the Township Clerk and a complete executed duplicate thereof has been filed in the office of the Director, Division of Local Government Services, Department of Community Affairs, State of New Jersey.  Such statement shows that the gross debt of the Township, as defined in the Local Bond Law, is increased by the authorization of the Bonds and Notes provided in this Bond Ordinance by $1,425,000 and the obligations authorized herein will be within all debt limitations prescribed by the Local Bond Law.


(d)  An aggregate amount not exceeding $25,000 for items of expense listed in and permitted under Section 20 of the Local Bond Law is included in the estimated cost of the Improvements, as indicated herein.


SECTION 7:


Any funds received from time to time as contributions in aid of financing the purposes described in Section 3 of this Ordinance shall be used for financing said Improvement by application thereof either to direct payment of the cost of said Improvement or to the payment or reduction of the authorization of the obligations of the Township authorized therefor by this Bond Ordinance.  Any such funds received may, and all such funds so received which are not required for direct payment of the cost of said Improvement shall, be held and applied by the Township as funds applicable only to the payment of obligations of the Township authorized by this Bond Ordinance.


SECTION 8:


The full faith and credit of the Township are hereby pledged to the punctual payment of the principal of and interest on the obligations authorized by this Bond Ordinance.  The obligations shall be direct, unlimited obligations of the Township, and the Township shall be obligated to levy ad valorem taxes upon all the taxable property within the Township for the payment of the obligations and the interest thereon without limitation of rate or amount.


SECTION 9:


This Bond Ordinance constitutes a declaration of official intent under Treasury Regulation Section 1.150-2.  The Township reasonably expects to pay expenditures with respect to the Improvement prior to the date that Township incurs debt obligations under this Bond Ordinance.  The Township reasonably expects to reimburse such expenditures with the proceeds of debt to be incurred by the Township under this Bond Ordinance.  The maximum principal amount of debt expected to be issued for payment of the cost of the Improvement is $1,425,000.


SECTION 10.


This Bond Ordinance shall take effect 20 days after the first publication thereof after final adoption, as provided by the Local Bond Law.

TONNAGE GRANT APPLICATION RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, the Mandatory Source Separation and Recycling Act, PL 1987, c 102, has established a recycling fund from which tonnage grant may be made to municipalities in order to encourage local source separation and recycling programs; and

WHEREAS, the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection has promulgated recycling regulations to implement the Mandatory Source Separation and Recycling Act; and 

WHEREAS, the recycling regulations impose on municipalities certain requirements as a condition for applying for tonnage grants, including but not limited to, making and keeping accurate, verifiable records of materials collected and claimed by the municipality; and

WHEREAS, a Resolution authorizing this municipality to apply for such tonnage grants will memorialize the commitment of this municipality to recycling and to indicate the assent of the Township Committee to the efforts undertaken by the municipality and the requirements contained in the Recycling Act and recycling regulations; and 

WHEREAS, such a Resolution should designate the individual authorized to ensure the application is properly completed and timely filed.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Township Committee of the Township of Tewksbury, County of Hunterdon, State of New Jersey hereby endorses the submission of the recycling tonnage grant application to the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection and designates Roberta Brassard, Recycling Coordinator to ensure that the application is properly filed; and  
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the monies received from the recycling tonnage grant be deposited in a dedicated recycling trust fund to be used solely for the purposes of recycling.
