BOARD OF HEALTH

MINUTES OF JANUARY 12, 2009

The Tewksbury Township Board of Health met in regular session at 7:30 P.M. on the above date, in the Police Administration Building, 169 Old Turnpike Road, Tewksbury Township,  NJ.  

Members present were Peter Goyer and Janet Masterton.

Committeewoman elect Shirley Czajkowski was also in attendance.

Anthony Formica, Anthony Miele and alternates Richard Mahevich and Zia Shey were not in attendance.

Debie Vaccarella of the Hunterdon County Health Department was also present.  

1. Open Public Meetings Statement

The Open Public Meetings Statement was read by Mr. Goyer.

Swearing in of Board of Health Members

Shirley Czajkowski was sworn in as a member of the Board of Health.

Election of Officers
Mrs. Czajkowski made a motion to elect Peter Goyer as chairman of the Board of Health for 2009, seconded by Ms. Masterton.  The motion was approved.  Ayes:  Czajkowski, Goyer, Masterton.  Nays:  none.  Absent:  Formica, Miele.
Mr. Goyer made a motion to elect Janet Masterton as vice-chair of the Board of Health for 2009, seconded by Mrs. Czajkowski.  The motion was approved.  Ayes:  Czajkowski, Goyer, Masterton.  Nays:  none.  Absent:  Formica, Miele.

Action to be Taken

Steve Parker was present to discuss the matter related to the property located on Block 12 Lot 17, 44 Guinea Hollow Road.  A septic report dated 12/11/08 was submitted by Parker Engineering and a septic inspection report dated 11/20/08 was submitted by Robert Rhutan, REHS.  The applicant wishes to expand the house by two bedrooms – to a four bedroom dwelling. 
The original septic system was designed in 1977, but it was unclear as to whether the system was large enough to accommodate a four bedroom house.  Mr. Rhutan’s inspection revealed that the bed size is 20’ x 50’ which was the proposed size for the expansion to a four bedroom house as shown on the 1977 plan. Based on Mr. Rhutan’s findings, it was determined that the existing system could accommodate up to a four bedroom house.  
Included in the discussion was a letter dated 5/11/81 from the Township Board of Health Secretary (attached).  It was the consensus of the Board to comply with the contents of this letter and to allow the existing system to accommodate a four bedroom hours.

Mr. Goyer made a motion to accept the septic system as built and proven to be constructed by Robert Rhutan, contingent upon further compliance to the 5/11/81 letter previously noted and keeping the house a four bedroom dwelling, seconded by Mrs. Czajkowski.  The motion was approved.  Ayes:  Czajkowski, Goyer, Masterton.  Nays:  none.  Absent:  Formica, Miele.

Mrs. Vaccarella noted that a water test needs to be taken from the recently drilled well on the property and certified by the County Health Department.

Mr. Goyer made a motion authorizing a water test to be done on the recently drilled well on the property for certification by the County Health Department, seconded by Mrs. Czajkowski. The motion was approved.  Ayes:  Czajkowski, Goyer, Masterton.  Nays:  none.  Absent:  Formica, Miele.

Terrell Essig  was present to discuss a redesigned septic  system for the 60+ acre property located at Block 13, Lot 8; 31 Guinea Hollow Road.  Mr. Essig explained that a reserve field was dug when the system was originally built.  The structure is a five bedroom house and there is an additional toilet in the barn although there is no apartment.
It was stated that if the applicant wished to put an apartment in the barn, they would need to appear before the Land Use Board. 

Discussion followed regarding the letter from the HCHD dated12/15/08 (attached); specifically whether the system will service a four or five bedroom structure, the number of tanks and the size and capacity of the disposal field.
Mr. Goyer noted that the system was originally built to accept 1,150 gallons per day and the new proposed tank is 1,250 gallons.
Further discussion followed regarding the HCHD letter and the fact that points 4 and 9 are local BOH issues that need to be addressed.
Mr. Goyer made a motion to accept the proposed septic system for the property located on Block 13 Lot 8.  The system will service only five bedrooms with the appropriate gallons per day requirement being met.  As part of the motion it was stated that if an apartment were to be constructed in the barn, Land Use Board approval would be required.

Further discussion followed regarding the gallons per day amount and the fact that the septic system is operational.  It was noted that the system will service a five bedroom structure, but if an apartment were to be built in the barn, Land Use Board approval would be required.

The above noted motion was seconded by Ms. Masterton.  The motion was approved.  Ayes:  Czajkowski, Goyer, Masterton.  Nays:  none.  Absent:  Formica, Miele.

Mr. Goyer made a motion to adopt Resolution #01-2009, seconded by Mrs. Czajkowski.  The motion was approved.  Ayes:  Czajkowski, Goyer, Masterton.  Nays:  none.  Absent:  Formica, Miele.
