
Tewksbury Township Historic Preservation Commission
Meeting Minutes

                                                        April 23, 2007
The meeting of the Tewksbury Township Historic Preservation Commission was called to order at 8:05 pm in the Mountainville Meeting Hall by Chairwoman O’Connor.  The members of the Commission present were Serena O’Connor, Michael Scheier, Janet Clark, Cyril Beveridge, Karen Moriarty and Mary Elizabeth Young.  Randy Benson, the Secretary and Dennis Bertland, the Historic Consultant, were also in attendance.  Based on the members present, a quorum was established.  
OPEN PUBLIC MEETINGS ACT

Chairwoman O’Connor read the opening statement that the Commission meeting being held that evening was in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act of the State of New Jersey, and indicated where notices for that meeting were posted.
Minutes

The minutes of March 26, 2007 were approved with the following corrections.  On page 2 in the first paragraph on the thirteenth line it should state “Historic Preservation Commission”.  On page 3 on line 10 of the second paragraph it should state “could be” instead “be could”.  On line 5 of the second paragraph change “rat” to “rot”.  On line six add the word “they” after the word “that”.  A motion was made by Commissioner Clark and seconded by Commissioner Beveridge to approve the minutes with corrections.  Commissioner O’Conner, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the motion. 
The minutes of March 29, 2007 were approved with the following corrections.  On page one in paragraph three on line eleven change the word “use” to “used”.  On line twelve add “other sources” after “suggested”.  A motion was made by Commissioner Clark seconded by Commissioner Beveridge to approve the minutes with corrections.  Commissioner O’Connor, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the motion.

Resolutions

The Commission considered Resolution 2007-05 for Maylen Pierce.  A motion was made by Commissioner O’Connor seconded by Commissioner Scheier to approve the resolution with the correction under Findings of Fact (C) to add the word “have” after the word “would”.  The five Commissioners eligible, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young, voted in favor of the resolution as corrected.
Applications 
Application 07-02  Kim & Heather Heithoff
                               Block 39, Lot 17 – 22 Williams Street

The property owner, Heather Heithoff, was present and sworn in.  The property owner had amended plans with a barn door on the south elevation of the building instead of the windows on the second floor.  The amended plans also noted a stairway to the second floor on the north side of the building.  The final amendment of the plans showed a brick facing on the foundation.  Commissioner Scheier stated he did not think the brick was appropriate and would rather see a plaster coating on the foundation.  Commissioner Scheier also recommended the applicant consider installing windows behind the barn doors so they could be opened and let light in.  The applicant stated the roof would be a shingle roof with a metal cupola.  The applicant agreed to change the foundation to use a plaster coating that would be white or a light color.  The applicant also agreed to paint or stain the proposed steps to match the barn.  A motion was made by Commissioner Clark seconded by Commissioner Beveridge to approve the application as per plan A-1 by Edward O’Brien dated May 2, 2007 and with the following conditions:

1. The foundation will be a cement plaster with a white or light color.

2. The stairs will be painted or stained to match the exterior of the barn.

The six Commissioners eligible, Commissioner O’Connor, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the application with the conditions.  

Application 07-04  Mary Grace and Douglas Benson

                               Block 42, Lot 14 - 14 Main Street, Oldwick
The property owner, Mary Grace, was present and sworn in.  The property owner is requesting approval to install a swimming pool, fence and also put in brick walkway in front of the house.  The property owner stated the landscape plan from Garden Associates had been amended to show the proposed work.  The property owner also was seeking approval to remove an old shed on the property.  The shed was in a bad state of disrepair and appeared to have been built in the 20th century.  The framing of the building was substandard.  The Commission felt the shed was not a contributing structure and was not that old.  A motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge seconded by Commissioner Clark to approve the demolition of the shed only.  

The six Commission members eligible: Commissioner O’Connor, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young, voted in favor of the application.
Dennis Bertland questioned the shutters shown in the photos of the shed and asked if the front shutters on the house were bifold. The applicant stated that yes the shutters on the front of the house are bifold.  The other shutters that were shown in the picture of the interior of the shed were mismatched and in various states of disrepair and would be thrown out.  Commissioner O’Connor questioned the fence around the pool.  The applicant stated the fence would be as shown on plans and also the pool would have two lights.  One light would be for the pool and one light would be for the pathway to the house.  Dennis Bertland questioned the foundation plantings.  The applicant stated there would be a lot less plantings than were shown in the plan and they would be placed in a more informal fashion.  The driveway will be all gravel and the front walkway will be brick.  A motion was made by Commissioner O’Connor seconded by Commissioner Beveridge to approve the application.

Application 07-10  Daniel Marelli  

                               Block 23, Lot 18, One McCann Mill Road
 Sharon Delventhal, The mother of the applicant, was present and sworn in.  The application was continued from March 26, 2007 where the Commission wanted to get a sample of the molding that was proposed to be used for the roof repair on the house to replace damaged areas where there was a lot of rot and where the molding was missing.  

A piece of molding was provided and Mrs. Delventhal stated the molding would be made out of wood instead of plastic as previously indicated.  The builder will replicate the existing molding on site.  A motion was made by Commissioner Clark seconded by Commissioner Beveridge to approve the application with the following conditions:

      1.  The existing molding on the eaves would be replicated.

      2.  The molding on the gable ends of the house would be replicated if it needs

            replacement.

3.  The freeze board will be replicated in areas where it needs replacement.

4.  No permit will be issued until a site walk is done by either Commissioner Scheier

     or Dennis Bertland.

Public Participation

Miscellaneous
Dennis Bertland presented the plans for the Bartles House renovation.  The plans show a new proposed porch to replace a porch that is believed to have been on the original house.  Dennis Bertland noted that the plans show square columns and he is recommending that the columns in the rear addition of the house are replicated and used on the front porch because he believes they are the original columns for the front porch.  The old front porch was a three bay porch and the new porch will be the same.  The rest of the exterior of the house will remain the same with only repairs as needed.  The plans had already been approved by the State Historic Preservation Office.  A motion was made by Commissioner Clark seconded by Commissioner Scheier to approve the plans with the amendment that the columns at the rear of the house be used on the front porch.

Those in favor of the motion:  Commissioner O’Connor, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Hartten, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young.

The Commission questioned the proper procedure for submitting applications to the State Historic Preservation Office and whether the application should come before them first since they have a Certified Local Government status.  The Secretary said he would investigate the matter.  The Commission also requested that Chairwoman O’Connor send  a letter to the Township Committee requesting that the Commission review applications in the future prior to them being sent to the Historic Preservation Office. 
Adjournment
There being no further business to come before the Commission, a motion was made by Commissioner O’Connor and seconded by Commissioner Clark to adjourn the meeting.  A voice vote was taken and all of the Commission members present voted in favor of adjournment.  The meeting was adjourned at 10:05 pm.
