Discussion followed regarding conflicts, possible federal funding and the need to receive

additional information regarding the matter.  Mr. Mennen stated that he would solicit additional information from the County Planning Board and submit same to the Committee for additional discussion.

The afore mentioned motion was tabled.

Public Participation

Anne Marie Rizzutto introduced herself as having interviewed for the position of Township Attorney and submitted her revised billing schedule to the Clerk for distribution to the Committee.  
George Cassa opined that the Township should adopt their own Soil Erosion and Sediment Control plan so that policing could be a municipal and not a county action.  He opined that the County does not have adequate staff to monitor the Township, specifically noting discharge into the Rockaway River from the quarry.  He added that Boulder Hill Road and Guinea Hollow Road should also be studied for construction activities.

George Melick questioned who is the responsible party for plowing the park and ride area at the Route 78 intersection.  Discussion followed regarding ownership and who is responsible for maintenance.  Mr. Landon stated that there needs to be a formal written document regarding who is the responsible party for maintenance and upkeep.  
Mr. Van Doren stated that he had no problem with the Township plowing the area as they have done in the past per unwritten agreement. 

Mr. Landon stated that he was not sure if the Township plowed the area and reiterated that a written agreement should be in place in order to address the matter of Township liability.

Mr. Mennen stated that the Public Works liaison should speak with Mr. Hull regarding the matter.  
David Barnes stated that tree clearing in the Township needs to be carefully monitored so as to avoid additional devastation as occurred on Old Turnpike Road.  He stated that he hopes the Freeholders stand up to the utility companies and tell them to stop the over-cutting.

Mr. Van Doren stated that a letter be sent to JCP&L noting the Township Committee’s concern with the plan.  The letter should be copied to BPU and the Freeholders.  Mr. Barnes will supply the Clerk with additional information.

WHEREAS, the required certificate for the availability of funds has been filed by the Chief Financial Officer providing that legally appropriated balances are available to cover the amount of the contract as required by NJAC 5:30-14.5 and that fees for the aforementioned auditing and non-auditing services shall be made available by appropriate inclusion in either an annual municipal budget which includes current, revenue sharing and utility provisions, by budget amendments for Federal program spending or by inclusion in an appropriate Bond Ordinance.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Township Committee of the Township of Tewksbury authorizes the Mayor and Clerk of the Township of Tewksbury to enter into a contract with Ardito & Co., LLP as described herein as auditors on and in behalf of the Township of Tewksbury for the year 2008; and

TO APPROVE RELEASE OF THE PERFORMANCE BOND SUBJECT 

TO THE POSTING OF THE REQUIRED MAINTENANCE BOND

SUBMITTED BY STICKEL PROPERTIES, LLC FOR WORK ON 

PROPERTY KNOWN AS BLOCK 37, LOT 7 

WHEREAS, by way of Resolution 04-06, adopted on January 21, 2004 memorializing the action taken on January 7, 2004, the Tewksbury Township Planning Board granted final subdivision approval to Stickel Properties, LLC for a development known as “Tewksbury Meadows,” located on Hildebrandt Road and known as Block 37, Lot 7 on the Tewksbury Township tax maps; and,

WHEREAS, the Applicant submitted the required performance guarantee in the form of a performance bond, constructed the improvements that were the subject of the bond and is now seeking release of the bond; and,

WHEREAS, the Township Committee may authorize the release of the performance bond upon completion and acceptance of the improvements by the Township Engineer and the submission of a maintenance guarantee in a form acceptable to the Township Attorney and in an amount acceptable to the Township Engineer; and,

WHEREAS, the Township Engineer has inspected and approved the improvements, subject to conditions set forth in his report of 12/28/07 and has accepted the amount of the maintenance bond (attached report dated 12/28/07 from Suburban Consulting Engineers),

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Township Committee of the Township of Tewksbury, County of Hunterdon and State of New Jersey as follows:

1. The Township Committee hereby approves the release of the performance bond submitted by the Applicant subject to the fulfillment of conditions listed in the Engineer’s report of 12/28/07 and the posting of the required maintenance bond in a form approved by the Township Attorney.

Suburban Consulting Engineers, Inc. (SCE) is in receipt of the following documents from the applicant in association with the above-mentioned project:

1. Construction Plans entitled, “Tewksbury Meadows Final Major Subdivision Stickle Properties, LLC.” Prepared by Robert Zederbaum, P.E. of RBZ Enterprises, Inc. (Applicant’s Engineer), dated January 2004;

2. Township of Tewksbury Planning Board Resolution Application No. 03-02, Resolution No. 04-06 for final major subdivision;

3. Township of Tewksbury Planning Board Resolution Application No. 03-02, Resolution No. 03-13 for preliminary major subdivision;

4. Engineer’s estimate prepared by the Applicant’s Engineer dated October 8, 2003 for use in determining the performance bond; and,

5. Engineer’s estimate prepared by the former Tewksbury Township engineer revised April 19, 2004 for outstanding construction items. 

Based upon the review of the aforementioned documents and final inspection of the above-mentioned site, release of the developers performance guarantee can be made by the Township Committee, subject to the following conditions being adequately addressed.  Our office will determine whether these conditions are adequately addressed and will report back to the Township Clerk once complete, indicating the effective date of release of the performance guarantee:

1. The Township has on file the Report of Compliance from the Hunterdon Soil Conservation District for Block 37 Lot 7 (remaining lands), Block 37 Lot 7.07, Block 37 Lot 7.09, Block 37 Lot 7.10, and Block 37 Lot 7.12.  The developer shall place on file the Report of Compliance from the Hunterdon Soil Conservation District for Block 37 Lot 7.08

2. The Developer shall secure written confirmation from the applicable Fire Company servicing the area certifying the acceptance and functional usage of the underground fire storage tank for the development.  

3. The municipal attorney shall be provided with and review for acceptance the form of maintenance guaranty, which shall be posted in the amount of $75,997.93 (15% of the cost of site improvements) for duration of two (2) years in accordance with the New Jersey Municipal Land Use Law. 

4. Township CFO shall verify the balance of remaining escrow funds and require developer to maintain a balance of $2,500 for the continued monitoring of the Lot 7.12 drainage condition (see below).

In addition, we are noting herein a deficiency associated with one of the developed properties in this subdivision.  Although this drainage situation on Block 37, Lot 7.12 has been addressed by the developer, its complete acceptance has not been issued as of this date until such time as the performance of the improvements can be demonstrated through storms and periodic monitoring.  This situation will not delay this recommendation for the release of the performance bond, but it shall be monitored by this office and will be required to be remedied by the developer prior to final acceptance by the Township and release of any maintenance guaranty.

Reports

Township Committee Sub Committee

Finance
Mr. Van Doren noted that the 2008 Budget preparation is under way.  He added that he attended the Governor’s State of the State address held in Trenton today and advised that the State is looking at a lean 2008.

Public Works

Mr. DiMare noted that the DPW superintendent is working on their 2008 capital budget and looking into the purchasing of trash cans for Township parks.  He added that there were no incidents related to the recent freezing conditions.

Public Safety
Mr. Hoffman stated that there was a recent fire in the Township and all agencies worked well together.  He added that it is important for individuals to have CO detectors installed and working properly as there were two recent events in Fairmount at which people were overcome by CO.  In response to a question by Mr. DiMare, Mr. Hoffman stated that the official cause of the afore mentioned fire was underdetermined but not suspicious and there were no injuries.
Land Use

Mr. Mennen noted that the Land Use Board has a busy agenda planned for 2008.  He added that a Highlands subcommittee has been formed to review the Highlands Master Plan.  It was added that the County will be hosting a roundtable discussion on 01-30-08 to discuss how the Highlands Plan affects Hunterdon County.  He added that he is sitting on the County Planning Board and they are hoping to become a more effective tool to all County residents.   
Mayor Voyce added that the discussion of COAH compliance will also be of import to the County and Township in 2008. 
Education/Community Affairs
Mayor Voyce noted that the School Funding formula is a large issue at the State level with regard to impact to the Township.
Township Administrator 

Discussion followed regarding the rescheduling of the 2007 Holiday party that was cancelled due to inclement weather.  It was the consensus of the Committee to not reschedule for the beginning of 2008, but to have a 2008 party at year’s end.

Discussion followed regarding item “v” from the Correspondence List regarding Alder Creek Road.  Mr. Landon was authorized to send a letter to the SADC stating that the Township Committee did not have any current or future plans to widen Alder Creek Road that would impact the subject (Simpson) property.
It was noted that a proposed change in rules related to pension and benefits may affect some part time employees of the Township.

Public Participation

Brad Kennedy, Housing Development Manager for United Cerebral Palsy (UCP) in Chester introduced Debby Miller, UCP Executive Director and Jennifer Miller, social services coordinator for UCP. 
Mr. Kennedy stated that UCP feels that there are only two pending construction issues for which an inspection is scheduled on 01-10-08:  a stand by generator test and an inspection of railings. 
Prior issues regarding UCP’s marketing plan were discussed with regard to COAH approval that was received on 12-21-07.  Mr. Kennedy outlined the many entities involved with the project, adding that he has begun to realize that a temporary certificate of occupancy (TCO) and certificate of occupancy (CO) are linked to the marketing plan issues.  He characterized the two types of issues as “our mismagosh” and “your mismagosh”.  He stressed that UCP is not trying to snub the Township or scoff at their Ordinances.  A detailed listing of involved parties relative to funding was outlined and it was stressed that the HMFA administers the funds and UCP is bound to do what they are told to do by them or else face strict and high penalties.  

Additional information was presented regarding the State agency that assists with funding the rents for the tenants.  Mr. Kennedy lamented that there are “so many masters to answer to” and, speaking for UCP, did not wish to cause any rough feelings with the Township.  He stressed the need to step away from process and look at all the different tables – specifically the income qualification and the rental amounts.  It was noted that 18 tenants have been qualified and all of the tenants qualify for low income housing.

He stressed that he will sit with the Zoning Officer to review the tenants’ qualifications and will also be audited, so there would be “too many eyes to get away with anything.”
He added that the marketing matters and the COAH 2nd and 3rd round certification number issues need to be resolved and he opined should not be linked to the receipt of a TCO or CO.

He requested that the Township consider conducting a special meeting with UCP and their attorney to “iron out the issues” as there is an urgent need to place the individuals in the units as quickly as possible.  Mr. Kennedy reiterated that the units are almost complete and the people are ready to move in. He added that some could become homeless or lose custody of their children.  He stressed that the living situation is to many the “realization of a life-long dream” and stressed that the human element of the matter needs to be realized and action must be taken in a decisive manner.

He ended his presentation by reiterating that a special meeting is requested.
Mrs. Kopen stated that the Township Committee fully wants to cooperate with UCP to move the matter forward and work out the issues.  Speaking for the Committee, she stated that a meeting needs to be coordinated with members of the Township Committee, the Township Administrator and Attorney and representation from COAH.  She stressed that COAH is a necessary component in the meeting.  Regarding a letter received from John Dumont, Counsel for UCP, Mrs. Kopen stated that a special meeting with UCP and the Committee was not the course of action the Township Committee wishes to take.  She added that coordination of the meeting with COAH needs to move forward as quickly as possible.
Mr. Kennedy stated that the matter of certification is a major issue and the Township needs to get clarification from COAH as to the correct numbers.  
Mrs. Kopen agreed that the Township needs a definitive answer regarding 2nd and 3rd round numbers and this information is needed in a timely manner.

Mr. Kennedy stressed that UCP will do anything to resolve the matter quickly and “can’t be held hostage and sit with an empty project.”  He stressed that the qualified tenants need to be allowed to move in.  He stressed that UCP is on the Township’s side and are partners in the deal together.  He reiterated that he will do anything to support the position with COAH and this action needs to be done quickly and with hope.
Mrs. Kopen stressed that the Township is not holding UCP hostage.  She added that the Township needs to comply with statutory regulations and took exception to Mr. Kennedy’s earlier statements.  She added that the Committee wishes to work with UCP and move the matter forward.

Mr. Kennedy thanked the Committees for their time and assistance.
Donald Storms, electrical contractor for the project, stated that he feels the load test for the generator is unnecessary even though it states in the Building Code that the test is allowable.  He stated that the $1000 cost is excessive adding that the load test was only ordered on the last day of the electrical inspection.  He opined that it should have been done weeks before.
George Cassa requested clarification as to why a COAH component is linked to the receipt of a CO or TCO.  He questioned if the Tewksbury Elementary School is still under a TCO.

Mrs. Kopen noted that UCP’s receipt of a CO/TCO is a condition of prior zoning approval.

Mayor Voyce stated that the main issues facing the Township in 2008 are COAH compliance, the Highlands and school funding.  He stressed that the Committee continues to be committed to being fiscally responsible.

Mr. Van Doren made a motion to appoint Fawn Hildreth for a three year term as a Class 4 member of the Scenic Roads Commission, seconded by Mr. DiMare.  The motion was approved.  Ayes: DiMare, Hoffman, Mennen, Van Doren, Voyce.  Nays: None.

3. A copy of this resolution shall be published in the Hunterdon Review and Hunterdon County Democrat as required by law, within ten days of its passage.
