Mr. Melick moved to open the public hearing on the 2010 Budget, seconded by Dr. Voyce.   The motion was approved.  Ayes:  Desiderio, Hoffman, Melick, Voyce.  Nays:  None.  Absent:  Van Doren.

Mr. Landon provided proof of publication from the 5-27-10 Hunterdon County Democrat.

David Barnes-questioned why the minimal tax increase is being proposed this year.  Mayor Hoffman explained the loss of state aid, the pay freeze for employees and the hiring of part time employees instead of full time employees.  He added that the 2.5 % cap also is a determining factor with regard to the proposed tax increase.
Mr. Melick added that the budget is lower than last year and the current lower interest rates and the loss of state aid are contributing factors.  He added that the Township’s bond rating is excellent and the Committee wishes to keep it that way.

Debbie Close noted that the North Hunterdon Voorhees High School lost their surplus and is trying to maintain services.  She noted that she does not agree with a municipal tax increase.

Dominic DiPinto questioned the amount of surplus currently in the municipal budget.  Discussion followed regarding the plan for paying back.

That with reference to the following items, the amounts have been calculated pursuant to law and appropriated as such in the budget:



a.  Payment of interest and debt redemption charges



b.  Deferred charges and statutory expenditures



c.  Cash deficit of preceding year



d.  Reserve for uncollected taxes



e.  Other reserves and non-disbursement items



f.  Any inclusions of amounts required for school purposes


2. 

That the provisions relating to limitation on increases of appropriations pursuant to N.J.S.A.40A:45.2 and appropriations for exceptions to limits on appropriations found at 40A:4-45.3 et seq. are fully met. (Complies with the "CAP" law.)


3. 

That the budget is in such form, arrangement and content as required by the Local Budget Law and N.J.A.C.5:30-4 and 5:30-5.


4.  That pursuant to the Local Budget Law:

a. All estimates of revenue are reasonable, accurate and correctly stated;

b. Items of appropriation are properly set forth;

c. In itemization, form, arrangement and content, the budget will permit the exercise of the comptroller function within the municipality.

The budget and associated amendments have been introduced, publicly advertised and adopted in accordance with the relevant provisions of the Local Budget Law, except that failure to meet the deadlines of N.J.S.A.40A:4-5, shall not prevent such certification.

Chris Teasdale questioned the content of the Ordinance.  Discussion followed regarding items that would be purchased utilizing funds from this Ordinance.
George Cassa questioned if the funds could be used for sidewalks. 

Robert Becker questioned if the funds would be used for either Beavers or Big Spring Roads.  Discussion followed regarding what roads will be repaired using funds from the Ordinance.  Mr. Becker opined that Beavers and Frog Hollow are due to be repaired.
Tom Dillon stated that Black River Road should be looked at for repair in the near future.

In response to a question by Wilma Frey it was stated that chip and seal is planned for Water Street.  

Deb Huber questioned what work was scheduled for Hollow Brook Road.

Mr. Van Doren arrived to the meeting at 8:40 PM.

Debbie Close noted that there are water problems on Hollow Brook Road.

· Housing Element Discussion

Mr. Selvaggi explained that the Committee adopted Resolutions in December 2009 noting their intent to conform to the Highlands Regional Master Plan (HRMP). The Resolutions outlined concerns of the Committee and, to date, no response to these concerns have been received from the Highlands Council.

He further noted that COAH has established a deadline of 6/8/10 for municipalities to submit their fair share plan to address low and moderate obligations in the third round.
Further comments were made regarding the decision to conform to the HRMP and the associated numbers relating to the Township’s housing requirement based on COAH or Highlands’ numbers.

Further comments were made regarding pending legislation S1 that could gravely impact COAH:  Mr. Selvaggi referred to it as being in “uncharted waters”. 

Mr. Selvaggi noted that the LUB referred two plans to the Township Committee for their review, and to make a decision as to which plan to send to COAH before the 06/08/10 deadline.   
He further noted that both COAH and the Highlands’ numbers are projections/forecasts and if there is a fourth round for COAH, their numbers could change.

Mr. Banisch noted that the Committee needs to endorse a plan and get the adopted Resolution to COAH today.  

He also noted that there would be no penalty for using Highlands’ numbers and the municipality cannot be required to opt in.  He added that the Committee could not make an informed decision tonight about opting as the report from Highlands’ staff has not been received.
Mr. Banisch noted that there are 102 remaining housing obligations utilizing COAH numbers and 85 utilizing Highlands’ numbers. There are also 51 existing credits.   

Mr. Melick reiterated that the LUB sent two plans to the Committee in order that the Committee makes a final decision as to which plan to send to COAH before the deadline.

Discussion followed regarding endorsing the Highlands plan, the downside to adopting one plan over the other and the need to adopt a Resolution at tonight’s’ meeting.
Mr. Selvaggi opined that, based on the current economy; he did not feel that COAH would force a municipality to build according to the third round regulations.  He added that it would not be advisable to do nothing.
Mr. Van Doren noted the existing Rockaway Village zoning south of Oldwick, adding that the Committee should make a decision regarding zoning prior to the end of summer.

Mr. Selvaggi suggested that a subcommittee be created to investigate the zoning matter south of Oldwick.  He suggested that members of the LUB, Township Committee, staff, the Township Engineer and Mr. Banisch be included in the subcommittee.

Mr. Banisch noted that the Township has an application for a Transfer of Development (TDR) grant which would be helpful with work on the reexamination of the Master Plan.  He suggested that the Committee authorize the signing of the TDR grant as it would be useful with regard to determining the preservation potential in the Township.

Mr. Van Doren stated that the municipality should not design property for an owner, but the developer should put forth the plan.  He opined that the Township may get sued with regard to rezoning the area south of Oldwick, but he is “willing to take that risk”.

Mr. Selvaggi warned that zoning and planning cannot be done in a knee jerk manner, and reiterated that a subcommittee be created to act on this issue.

Basil Hone noted information from COAH regulations with regard to growth share projections.  Mr. Selvaggi commented on Mr. Hone’s questions and concerns. 
Mr. Banisch opined that the Township Committee should submit the Highlands Council number to COAH. 

Robin Love congratulated the Committee for their thorough review of the matter, adding that the Highlands’ numbers should be submitted to COAH by way of a Resolution.

Chris Teasdale stated that the Highlands Council and COAH have not supplied the Committee with the requested information to make an educated decision.

In response to a question from Tom Dillon, Mr. Banisch stated that the Committee would not be entitled to use the Highlands’ numbers unless they chose to opt in.  Further discussion followed regarding the issue of a builders’ remedy.

Mr. Dillon reiterated that a Resolution must be adopted at tonight’s’ meeting and forwarded to COAH.
George Cassa noted that it seems clear that S1 may pass, adding that the Highlands’ Council numbers should be submitted to COAH.

Wilma Frey stated her agreement with comments made by Mr. Cassa.  She noted that the bill in question still has a number of hurdles to clear before being adopted.  She opined that the Highlands plan is in less of a state of flux than the COAH plan.
Rilda Hone noted the recent action taken by the LUB with regard to adopting two different plans.

Blake Johnstone noted that the action taken at the 6/2/10 LUB meeting.

Mark Nowell stated that he was in favor of submitting the Highlands number to COAH.

Mr. Melick stated that the Township should keep their options open and both plans should be submitted to COAH.  He advised that it would be best to “let things shake out with COAH” adding that he did not think any response would come back (from COAH) quickly.  He added that the State needs to get their act together and that there is too much speculation on the matter.
Dr. Voyce noted that the matter is hard to understand without all the information.
Mr. Van Doren stated that the Committee initially was in favor of opting-in and they should not diverge from this plan.  He added that COAH should not have auspices over the Township and submitting two plans would only prolong making a final decision.  He opined that the Highlands Council is currently firmer in the law than COAH.
Ms. Desiderio questioned the downside to submitting two plans, adding that she did not see the point in changing the path at this point in time.
Mr. Selvaggi noted that when comments come back from the Highlands Council it will be helpful with regard to knowing how ratable and low and moderate housing are impacted.

Mayor Hoffman stated that he has attended recent LUB meetings to familiarize himself with the issue.  He added that there are so many unknowns with regard to the future of COAH and did not see any drawbacks to submitting and endorsing both plans.

Mr. Selvaggi read two draft Resolutions into the minutes.

Discussion followed regarding the wording of the 5th whereas in the proposed Resolutions.  Mr. Van Doren stated that he was not in favor of the wording as he felt the LUB did not recommend that the Committee endorse either or both of the plans.

It was the consensus of the Committee to leave the wording as presented as it properly represented the action of the LUB.
Mr. Melick made a motion to adopt Resolution #69-2010, seconded by Dr. Voyce.  A roll call vote was taken and the motion was approved.  Ayes: Desiderio, Hoffman, Melick, Voyce.  Nays: Van Doren.

RESOLUTION ENDORSING THE ADOPTED THIRD ROUND

HOUSING ELEMENT AND FAIR SHARE PLAN

AND PETITIONING THE NEW JERSEY COUNCIL ON AFFORDABLE HOUSING

FOR SUBSTANTIVE CERTIFICATION

WHEREAS, the Tewksbury Township Land Use Board did consider and hold a public hearing on a proposed Third Round Housing Element and Fair Share Plan at a meeting of said Land Use Board held on June 2, 2010, and did on that date adopt two Third Round Housing Element and Fair Share Plans; and

WHEREAS, the Tewksbury Township Land Use Board adopted one plan entitled the “COAH Housing Element” that did not contemplate the Township opting into the Highlands Regional Master Plan and a second plan entitled “Highlands Element Plan” which did contemplate the Township agreeing to opt into the Highlands Regional Master Plan; and

WHEREAS, the Land Use Board proceeded in such a manner, because the Township Committee on December 8, 2009, adopted Resolution No. 142-2009 and submitted a Petition for Plan Conformance to the Highlands Council; however, the Township did not then or has it yet formally and legally conformed to the Highlands Regional Master Plan nor will it do so until the Highlands Council addresses certain concerns expressed in the aforesaid Resolution; and

WHEREAS, the Tewksbury Township Land Use Board further included a disclaimer preserving the Township’s right to rescind the Highlands Element Plan if the Township Committee chose not to opt in and conform with the Regional Master Plan; and

WHEREAS, the Tewksbury Township Land Use Board has recommended that the Township Committee of the Township of Tewksbury endorse either or both Third Round Housing Element and Fair Share Plans and submit same to the New Jersey Council on Affordable Housing (COAH) along with a resolution petitioning COAH for substantive certification of the Third Round Housing Element and Fair Share Plan; and 

WHEREAS, the Township Committee of the Township of Tewksbury, County of Hunterdon, State of New Jersey, desires to petition the New Jersey Council on Affordable Housing (COAH) for substantive certification of one of the aforesaid Third Round Housing Element and Fair Share Plan, but cannot yet make that decision until it receives additional information from the Highlands Council as per Resolution No. 142-2009;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Township Committee of the Township of Tewksbury, County of Hunterdon, State of New Jersey, as follows:


1.
The Township Committee of the Township of Tewksbury does hereby endorse both Third Round Housing Element and Fair Share Plans as adopted by the Land Use Board on June 2, 2010; and 


2.
The Township Committee of the Township of Tewksbury does hereby petition COAH for substantive certification of either of Tewksbury Township's Third Round Housing Element and Fair Share Plans as adopted by the Land Use Board on June 2, 2010; and 

3. The Township Committee of the Township of Tewksbury does hereby reserve unto itself the right to rescind one of the two plans pending the review of its Petition for Plan Conformance and further discussions about same with the Highlands Council and COAH concerning all implications and consequences surrounding any decision to fully conform to the Highlands Regional Master Plan.  If the Township of Tewksbury chooses not to fully conform, it shall proceed with the plan that only addresses the COAH Housing Element and shall rescind the Highlands Element Plan.  Alternatively, if Tewksbury Township elects to opt into the Highlands Regional Master Plan, it shall proceed with the Highlands Element Plan and shall rescind the COAH Housing Element; and

4.
The Township Committee of the Township of Tewksbury does hereby direct that a copy of this resolution shall be submitted to COAH immediately, along with a copy of the adopted Third Round Housing Element and Fair Share Plans and any other materials required by COAH in connection with a petition for substantive certification; and 


5.
Notice of the petition for substantive certification of Tewksbury's Third Round Housing Element and Fair Share Plan shall be given within seven (7) days of notification from COAH's Executive Director that Tewksbury's petition for substantive certification is complete; said notice shall appear in a newspaper of general circulation throughout the County and shall be served upon all interested parties as required at N.J.A.C. 5:95-3.7.

TONNAGE GRANT APPLICATION RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, the Mandatory Source Separation and Recycling Act, PL 1987, c 102, has

WHEREAS, the recycling regulations impose on municipalities certain requirements as a condition for applying for tonnage grants, including but not limited to, making and keeping accurate, verifiable records of materials collected and claimed by the municipality; and

WHEREAS, a Resolution authorizing this municipality to apply for the 2009 Recycling

Tonnage Grant will memorialize the commitment of this municipality to recycling and to indicate 

the assent of the Township Committee to the efforts undertaken by the municipality and the 

requirements contained in the Recycling Act and recycling regulations; and 

WHEREAS, such a Resolution should designate the individual authorized to ensure the application is properly completed and timely filed.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Township Committee of the Township of Tewksbury, County of Hunterdon, State of New Jersey hereby endorses the submission of the recycling tonnage grant application to the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection and designates Roberta Brassard, Recycling Coordinator to ensure that the application is properly filed; and  
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the monies received from the recycling tonnage grant be deposited in a dedicated recycling trust fund to be used solely for the purposes of recycling.

RESOLUTION #63-2010

A RESOLUTION CONCERNING THE TOWNSHIP'S 2009 ANNUAL AUDIT

WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40A:5‑4 requires the governing body of every local unit to have made an annual audit of its books, accounts and financial transactions; and

WHEREAS, The Annual Report of Audit for the year 2009 has been filed by a Registered Municipal Accountant with the Municipal Clerk pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:5‑6, and a copy has been received by each member of the governing body; and

WHEREAS, R.S. 52:27BB-34 authorizes the Local Finance Board of the State of New Jersey to prescribe reports pertaining to the local fiscal affairs; and

WHEREAS, the Local Finance Board has promulgated NJAC 5:30-6.5, a regulation requiring that the governing body of each municipality shall by Resolution certify to the Local Finance Board of the State of New Jersey that all members of the governing body have reviewed, as a minimum, the sections of the annual audit entitled

“Schedule of Findings and Recommendations – General Findings”; and
