Reconvened

Mr. Landon noted that he received a memo from Chief O’Dell regarding his concerns with the future of the Police Department.  It was the consensus of the Committee that Chief O’Dell should come to the 1-22-08 Executive Session at 7:00 PM to discuss his concerns.
Discussion followed regarding recent e-mails from Mr. Mennen regarding a possible Ordinance change with regard to the structuring of the Environmental Commission.  It was stressed that such e-mail “meetings” must not continue and proper procedures must be followed regarding the conduct of Township business. 

The Pottersville Sewer plant situation is close to being finalized, hopefully by March of 2008.

A Resolution and contract for Township Attorney will be discussed for adoption at the 1-22-08 Township Committee meeting. 

The matter of UCP and discussion with the COAH attorney was discussed.  It was noted that UCP went to the County Construction Board of Appeals and the imposed fines were reduced.  It was additionally noted that the “as built” plan is needed prior to receipt of a certificate of occupancy.  Mr. Landon stated that a representative from the Department of Labor was at the Township offices earlier this week requesting information related to the UCP construction site.
