BOARD OF HEALTH

MINUTES OF OCTOBER 7, 2008


The Tewksbury Township Board of Health met in regular session at 7:30 P.M. on the above date, in the Mountainville Meeting Hall, 60 Water Street, Mountainville, NJ.  

Chairman Peter Goyer presided.

Other members present were Shirley Czajkowski , Anthony Formica, Janet Masterton and alternates Richard Mahevich and Zia Shey.

Tonio Miele was excused.

Debie Vaccarella of the Hunterdon County Department of Health was also present.  

1. Open Public Meetings Statement

The Open Public Meetings Statement was read by Mr. Goyer.

2.
Action to be Taken
Steve Parker of Parker Engineering was present to discuss the property located on Block 32 Lot 12.05.  This is an alteration to a seasonally malfunctioning system with no expansion.  He explained that the system does not function optimally in the spring when the ground water is high.  It was noted that the system on 147 Rockaway Road was installed in 1993 and the property has a limited area for building a system.

Mrs. Czajkowski arrived at 7:35 PM.

Mr. Parker stated that the proposal is to expand the field and move the infiltrative area onto the high side of the property.  He proposed that the system would utilize plastic infiltrator chambers and explained how they function.  Further comments were made regarding the physical constraints of the property and the fact that there are wetlands on the site and it is located in a floodplain.  Mr. Parker noted that it is difficult to get large equipment on site and use of the infiltrators can be accomplished with smaller machines and the infiltrators can be carried by a worker.

In response to a question from Mr. Goyer, Mr. Parker explained how the infiltrator chambers function in that they essentially replace what would be stone in a conventional system and they create storage capacity.  They also create an area where the effluent can flow over the exposed soil surface.  It was noted that the soil is K3 and somewhat rocky; additionally it was noted that the system will be a mounded system.
Discussion followed regarding the original design and why it failed.
Mr. Parker noted that infiltrators are approved by the State and are normally used for system alterations.

Additional discussion followed regarding the physical aspects of the plastic infiltrators in that they essentially are open space under the ground surface.  Mrs. Vaccarella questioned at what elevation the infiltrators would be located in relation to the water table.
Mr. Parker stated that the system is a pressure dose system and the overflow will pass through the infiltrators at the level of the pipes.

In response to a question from Dr. Shey, Mr. Parker stated that the infiltrators will allow the effluent more time to go through and will allow for better flow and additional time to percolate into the ground.
Mrs. Vaccarella noted that the house is a two bedroom with no planned expansion- it was noted that this provision was also part of the approval in 1993.
In response to a question from Mr. Goyer, Mr. Parker stated that the Board of Health does not need to waive the use of infiltrators as they are permitted by the State.  He noted that the Board could approve the application with various stipulations:  

· that the excavator be trained and certified by Infiltrator Systems

· that the engineer inspect the system and provide a certificate of compliance and final as-built to the Board and HCDOH

· that a GP25 permit be obtained as the original permits has expired 

Mrs. Vaccarella added that approval could also be conditional upon the provision that the structure remain a two bedroom house.

In response to a question from Ms. Masterton, Mrs. Vaccarella stated that there is no odor emitted from the infiltrators as they solely serve to disperse the effluent and the entire system is located under ground.  She added that the surface area is negligible.  Mrs. Vaccarella noted that infiltrators were originally designed for stormwater management

projects.
Mrs. Czajkowski asked if the system would need to be monitored as is the case with peat systems.  Mr. Parker noted that this system will be no different from a conventional system and there is not extraordinary ongoing maintenance.  He added that the infiltrators are only intended to replace gravel and are used for storage capacity and a structure to hold gravel.
It was noted that the holding capacity of the system is 468 square feet and if it fails it will be apparent as the effluent will perc to the top.
Mr. Goyer made a motion to approve the use of the infiltrators as presented as they are an appropriate device to remedy the overflow situation.  In addition the following points were included in the motion to approve the system.

· that the excavator be trained and certified by Infiltrator Systems

· that the engineer inspect the system and provide a certificate of compliance and final as-built to the Board and HCDOH

· that a GP25 permit be obtained as the original permits has expired 

In response to a question from Mrs. Czajkowski, Mr. Parker noted that the well is located in the rear of the property along the property line and close to the creek.  

Additional discussion followed regarding Mrs. Czajkowski’s question as to whether the Engineer looked at other types of systems for the property.   He reiterated the constraints of the property, specifically the steep conditions and the location of a creek on the property.  He reiterated that getting material to the site will be difficult, but could be done with small machines.

Added to the above noted motion was the provision that the structure remain a two bedroom house.

The above noted motion was seconded by Ms. Masterton.  The motion was approved.  Ayes:  Czajkowski, Formica, Goyer, Masterton.  Nays:  none.  Absent:  Miele.
