BOARD OF HEALTH MINUTES

DECEMBER 1, 2009

The Tewksbury Township Board of Health met in regular session at 7:30 P.M. on the above date, in the Mountainville Meeting Hall, 60 Water Street, Mountainville, NJ.  

Chairman Peter Goyer presided.

Other members present were Anthony Formica, Janet Masterton, Anthony Miele and alternates Richard Mahevich and Zia Shey.

Shirley Czajkowski was excused.

Bob Vaccarella of the Hunterdon County Department of Health was also present.  

1. Open Public Meetings Statement

The Open Public Meetings Statement was read by Mr. Goyer.

2. Action to be Taken

Block 32
Lot 37.24

Septic expansion


David Fantina, the Engineer for the above noted property was present to discuss an expansion to a functional septic system.  The owner of the four bedroom house plans on building a separate in-law out building with no kitchen facilities.  The engineer is requesting that an expansion to the existing system be approved with an extension on either side of the existing bed.  The expansion is being designed to accommodate two bedrooms at 350 gallons per day (gpd).

It was noted that the proposed back fill cover is 27 inches and the maximum allowed by code is 18 inches.  Mr. Fantina explained that if the existing depth were not maintained there would be a problem with drainage because of the different soil level.

Mr. Vaccarella noted that the system was installed in 1995 and consists of a 1000 gallon tank and a 750 gallon pump tank.  He added that the soil permeability yielded K3 soils.

The second waiver was to allow for only one soil log for the expansion.  Mr. Fantina explained that a second log was not done due to the length of the bed and the possibility of a cave in of the existing bed.  He added that the soil logs done in 1989 and the recent test yielded similar soil types.
The system expansion will bring the disposal area approximately 7-8 feet from the existing curtain drain:  10-15 feet is preferred.  Mr. Fantina noted that he will reconfigure the system so that the distance from the curtain drain will be 10 feet.  He added that he will utilize PVC liner between the bed and the interceptor drain for added protection.

Initially the structure was going to be considered a one bedroom dwelling and the septic would be built for 200 gpd.  Mr. Fantina explained that the stand alone structure is considered an accessory building and will be designed for 2 bedrooms with septic capacity of 350 gpd.  This point as outlined in the HCDOH letter of 11/24/09 (attached) does not have to be considered as a waiver.
Mr. Goyer made a motion to accept the following waivers for the expansion of an existing, functioning septic system for the property located at Block 32, Lot 37.24.

· To allow for the back fill cover to be  27 inches as opposed to the maximum allowed by code of 18 inches.

· To allow for having only one soil log instead of the required two.
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· As the Engineer has stated that he will engineer the system so that the distance from the curtain drain will be 10 feet, a third waiver was unnecessary.  Mr. Goyer added that the system could not be build to accommodate the 10 foot distance, the Engineer would have to come before the Board to request a waiver.

The above noted motion was seconded by Ms. Masterton.  The motion was approved.  Ayes:  Formica, Goyer,  Mahevich, Masterton, Miele, Shey.  Nays:  None.  Absent: Czajkowski.

Distance of separation


Steve Parker was present to discuss an alteration to an existing malfunctioning system located at 11 Sawmill Road. The alteration is the result of a home sale of the three bedroom structure.

Mr. Parker noted that the property presented challenges as it is located in a flood plain and there are wetlands on the property.  He added that a wetlands consultant visited the site and there will not be any proposed activity in the wetlands or the wetlands buffer.
The waiver being requested is to allow for a distance of 35 feet between the primary and the reserve areas – the Township limit is 75 feet.
Mr. Parker noted that even though the property has a lot of land, there are many constraints and set back distances parameters that need to be followed.  It was added that the system will consist of a long narrow bed and that the proposed site is the most appropriate area for the system.  Mr. Parker added that if a reserve area were located 75 feet from the primary, it would be on an area of the property where building would not be feasible.
In response to a question by Mr. Goyer, Mr. Parker stated that the failed system will be abandoned.

Mr. Vaccarella stated that no water was encountered on the property, the soil is K2 clay/ loam with 50% cobble.  He added that two areas were tested and both yielded similar, good results. He also noted that the County did not have a concern with the 35 foot distance of separation, noting that other Hunterdon County municipalities allow for a distance less than 75 feet.  Mr. Vaccarella agreed that the area is a tough area for installing a system.
Mr. Parker noted that there is a break in the stone wall through which trucks and backhoes can enter to access the site.

Mr. Goyer made a motion to accept the waiver for the property located at Block 51, Lot 3 to allow the distance of 35 feet between the primary and reserve area due to the environmental and topographical constraints on the property, seconded by Ms. Masterton. The motion was approved.  Ayes:  Formica, Goyer,  Mahevich, Masterton, Miele, Shey.  Nays:  None.  Absent: Czajkowski.

Dear Roberta,

This department has received septic alteration plans dated November 7, 2009, by Fantina Consulting Engineers, for an expansion to the existing septic system. The applicant proposes a one bedroom in-law carriage house with no kitchen facilities.  Soil logs and permeability testing was done on November 9, 2009 with acceptable results. 

The design is in full conformance with 7:9A except for the following items which will need to be acted on by the Board:

      1.
The expansion of the disposal bed to incorporate the additional gallons 
per day will extend the new disposal area closer to the existing curtain 
drain. The bed will be approximately 7-8 feet from the drain. The 
engineer has proposed a pvc liner between the bed and interceptor 
drain for added protection. The Board could also ask the drain be 
relocated a minimum of 10-15 feet from the new bed extension. 

      2.
The expansion to the bed is being proposed since there will be an 
increase in gallons per day. The design was originally designed for an 
apartment. However, further information provided determined there would 
not be kitchen facilities and is not considered an apartment by Zoning. 
Therefore, the Board could now consider this as just an additional 
bedroom which would be 200 gpd and not the 350 gpd for an apartment 
under the septic code. This can be discussed further at the Board 
meeting.

      3.
There was only one additional soil log done and not the required 2 soil 
logs by code. The engineer explained that he did not do another soil log 
along the length of bed due to possible cave-in of the existing bed.  The 
soil testing showed similar results as when the original testing was 
done.

      4.
The engineer has proposed a soil backfill cover of 27 inches which 
would be higher than the maximum allowed by code of 18 inches. Since 
the existing system has 27 inches of cover, the engineer would match 
the existing elevations and contours. 
The engineer shall be at the next available Board meeting to present the design and address any questions by the Board.

Dear Roberta,

This department has received plans dated October 1, 2009, with the most recent revision date of November 12, 2009, by Parker Engineering and Surveying, to correct a malfunctioning system with no expansion as stated on the application. The proposed design will be a mounded soil replacement with a pump. Due to site limitations on the property the following waiver will need to be acted on by the Board:

Tewksbury Township Board of Health ordinance requires the distance

from soil logs in the primary and the reserve areas shall be a minimum

of 75 feet.  Based upon the scale of the plot plan, the distance from soil

log 1 in the primary area and soil log 4 of the reserve area appears to be 

only approximately 35 feet. The soil testing for both the primary and

reserve areas are acceptable. Therefore, the Board would only need to

act on the distance reduction waiver request.



In addition, a wetlands investigation report has been prepared by David Kruger from Environmental Technology Inc., dated November 19, 2009, that finds there are no wetlands or transition areas located within the proposed disposal system.  

The design engineer shall be at the next available Board meeting to present the design and waiver request to the Board.
