
Tewksbury Township Historic Preservation Commission

Meeting Minutes

November 26, 2007

The meeting of the Tewksbury Township Historic Preservation Commission was called to order at 8:07 pm in the Mountainville Meeting Hall by Commissioner O’Connor.  The members of the Commission present were Serena O’Connor, Michael Scheier, Cyril Beveridge, Janet Clark, Rosemary Hartten and Mary Elizabeth Young.  Commissioner Moriarty arrived at 8:15.  Randy Benson, the Secretary and Dennis Bertland, the Historic Consultant, were also in attendance.  Based on the members present, a quorum was established.  

OPEN PUBLIC MEETINGS ACT

Commissioner Beveridge read the opening statement that the Commission meeting being held that evening was in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act of the State of New Jersey, and indicated where notices for that meeting were posted.

The Commission considered Resolution 2007-15 for Henrietta Siodowski.  A motion was made by Commissioner Clark seconded by Commissioner Beveridge to approve the resolution as presented.
The four Commissioners eligible, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Hartten and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the resolution.

Application 07-15   Wrights Oldwick LLC
                                 Block 44, Lot 4 – 53 Main Street, Oldwick
The property owner, J. Donavan Wright, was present and sworn in.  The applicant is seeking approval to replace the roof on the commercial building.  The roof consists of four separate roofs.  The new roofing material would be GAF Timberline shingles on the sloped roofs and GAF Granular Flat Roof System on the flat roof.   The roof color would be Heather or a similar color.  The applicant provided pictures to show the building with the application.   A motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge seconded by Commissioner Hartten to approve the application as presented.  The seven Commissioners eligible, Commissioner O’Connor, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Hartten, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the application. 
Application 07-16    Melick Oldwick Farm LLC    

                                 Block 44, Lot 26 – 19 King Street, Oldwick
One of the property owners, John Melick, was present and sworn in.  Mr. Melick was seeking approval for a new pavilion building and a new restroom/office building.  The pavilion building would be in the approximate location of where temporary tents are erected during the apple picking season.  The building would be approximately 30 feet by sixty feet long and will have open sides 11 feet tall and a metal roof.  When asked about the roof pitch, the applicant stated the roof pitch was an 8 on 12 pitch because the architect felt it was in keeping with the surrounding farm buildings.  The roof material would be a metal roof.  The Commission was concerned about the height of the proposed building.  When questioned whether the building could be shorter the applicant explained the reason the opening height is proposed at 11 feet is so apple crates could be brought in already stacked  3 high and also loaded hay wagons could be brought in  out of the weather.  The building would be used for apple pickers during the fall and also for cleaning fruits and vegetables in the summer.  At other times of the year the building would be used to store equipment and machinery.  Dennis Bertland questioned the stone work on the support piers.  The applicant stated the architect had added them for looks but they were not necessary.  Dennis Bertland also suggested the cross braces for the supports be heavier.  Commissioner Scheier stated the cross braces are 4 by 6 material and should look appropriate to the scale of the building.  Commissioner Clark stated she was concerned about the scale of the building.  Commissioner Beveridge stated the pavilion was on the scale of a barn style building.  After further discussion the applicant stated the stonework on the supports would be removed.  The applicant also stated the pavilion would have a ceiling to prevent birds from nesting in the rafters.  The roof material on both new buildings would be the same.  The roof color was discussed and the Commission decided the roof color should be gray or a similar color.  Two neighbors, Steve and Sandy Roth, expressed concern over the increase in commercial activity on the property.  The applicant stated the idea was not to increase the apple operation but to replace the temporary structures with a permanent structure that could also house machinery and equipment to keep them out of the weather.  Commissioner O’Connor asked if the building could shorter.  The applicant stated if the building was shorter it would compromise their investment in the building because it would limit the use.

The Commission reviewed the second proposed building.  The applicant stated they would be removing an existing mobile home on the property and put the new building in its location.  The new building would have bathrooms on the first floor to replace existing port a potties on the property and a farm office on the second floor.  The windows in the new building would be simulated divided lights and the building would be red with white trim a gray metal roof to match the pavilion.  The applicant stated the roofs would be standing seam metal roofs.  The pavilion will also have a cement slab floor.  A motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge seconded by Commissioner Scheier to approve the application with the following conditions:
1. The stone piers would be removed.

2. Both roofs will match with a standing seam metal roof.

3. The windows will be Anderson vinyl clad with wood trim and single divided light.

4. John Melick will come back with the roof color.

Of the seven Commissioners eligible, Commissioner O’Connor, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Hartten, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the application and Commissioner Clark voted in favor of the bathroom/office building and against the pavilion building.

Application 07-17    Craig and Goldie Campbell
                                 Block 44, Lot 13 – 25 Old Turnpike Road, Oldwick


Craig Campbell, the property owner, was present and sworn in.  Mr. Campbell had resided an existing shed with wood clapboards.  Dennis Bertland stated the building appeared to be an old wood shed with a clipped opening.  The applicant stated the original siding was butted boards running vertically on the walls.  The old opening was filled in years ago.  The commission suggested the opening for the old wood shed should be trimmed to replicate it.  The applicant agreed to score the siding and install trim boards to outline the opening.  Commissioner Clark stated that new corner boards have been added and the building did not have them originally.  The Commission suggested the body of the building be painted one color including the corner boards.  A motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge seconded by Commissioner Scheier to approve the applications with the following conditions:
1. One by three inch wood trim would be added to outline the old opening of the wood shed.

2. Entire structure will painted one color.

Of the seven Commissioners eligible, Commissioner O’Conner, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Hartten, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the application with the conditions.
Application 07-18    Henry Reisen

                                 Block 38, Lot 8.03 – 73 Old Turnpike Road


The owner, Henry Reisen, was present and sworn in.  The applicant is seeking approval to replace the roof on the house.  The existing roof is saw cut shakes that were put on about 20 years ago.  The trees next to the house were blocking the sun and the roof failed prematurely.  The applicant would like to replace the roof with a standing seam metal roof.  The applicant stated there is no overhang on the front of the house and there used to be half round gutters on the house.  Dennis Bertland stated similar houses of this vintage have a v shaped gutter with wrought iron vee’s to hold them together.  Dennis Bertland questioned whether wood was considered for the new roof.  The applicant stated he had not considered wood because he felt it may be cost prohibitive and would not last.  After further discussion the matter was tabled until the next meeting so the applicant could inquire on the installation of a wood cedar shake roof.
