
Tewksbury Township Historic Preservation Commission 
Emergency Meeting Minutes

March 29, 2007
The meeting of the Tewksbury Township Historic Preservation Commission was called to order at 10:00 am at One McCann Mill Road by Secretary Benson.  The members of the Commission present were Jan Clark, Rosemary Hartten and Mary Elizabeth Young.  Dennis Bertland, the Historic Consultant, was also in attendance.  Sharon Deventhal, the mother of the property owner, was also present.  Based on the members present, a quorum was established.  
Daniel Marelli, Block 23, Lot 18 – 1 McCann Mill Road
The Commission did a site walk on the property to review the property owner’s proposal to replace an existing slate roof on the house with a new shingle roof.  The Commission members also looked at the existing trim on the eave and soffit area.  The Commission’s concern was what portions of the trim would be replaced and what the current trim looked like.  After a review of the areas that needed work the Commission stated again the property owner will have to come to the Commission with a sample to show the existing trim can be duplicated in the composite material.
Sharon Delventhal Block 23.03, Lot 7 – 701-703 Lindabury Lane
The Commission took a site walk of the property to look  at the house and get a better understanding of what the property owner is proposing.  Mrs. Deventhal explained the building had just been painted 1  ½  years ago and the paint was peeling off in many places on the house.  The Commission looked at all of the sides of the house and it did appear the paint was coming off in a lot of places.  The Commission looked at a couple of areas on the house to determine if there was any sheathing underneath.  On most of the house it appeared there was sheathing except for a bump out section on the rear of the house.  Mrs. Deventhal said if the trim in this area would have to be built out it would be done.  Mrs. Deventhal also stated that they were proposing to use Hardiplank corner boards as well as the siding.  Mrs. Deventhal said she was trying to find pictures of the house to show how the chimneys used to look.  At this time they were proposing to build higher up to improve the draft of the chimneys.  The Commission members suggested where old photographs could possibly be found through the Tewksbury Historical Society or the Black River Journal. 
Adjournment
There being no further business to come before the Commission, a motion was made by Commissioner Clark and seconded by Commissioner Hartten to adjourn the meeting.  A voice vote was taken and all of the Commission members present voted in favor of adjournment.  The meeting was adjourned at 11:00 am.
