BOARD OF HEALTH

MINUTES OF OCTOBER 2, 2007

The Tewksbury Township Board of Health met in regular session at 7:30 P.M. on the above date, in the Mountainville Meeting Hall, 60 Water Street, Mountainville, NJ.  

Chairman Peter Goyer presided.

Other members present were Shirley Czajkowski , Anthony Formica, Janet Masterton, Anthony Miele and alternates Richard Mahevich. 
Zia Shey was not in attendance.

Daniel Wyckoff of the Hunterdon County Department of Health (HCDOH) was also present.  

1. Open Public Meetings Statement

The Open Public Meetings Statement was read by Mr. Goyer.

2. Action to be Taken

placement of well under proposed garage

Eric Wentworth, home owner was present to request that a proposed four car garage be located over an existing well.  The garage will have heat and air conditioning and will be approximately 24’ x 40’.  He noted that he filled out the construction referral forms and submitted them to the HCDOH.

Mr. Goyer raised concern with a well being located directly beneath a garage.
A letter from D & L Well Drilling and accompanying plans were distributed for Board review.  The D & L letter stated that the pump is on a flexible line at a relatively shallow setting.  The letter also outlined that the water and electric lines to the house would be placed in a sleeve for ease of access.

Mr. Wentworth stated that there is no other location on the property to site the proposed garage and the cost to drill a new well was not in his budget.

In response to a question by Mr. Goyer, Mr. Wentworth stated that he had no idea why the pump is on a flex line.  He also did not know the depth or age of the well, although D & L stated that the pump is ”down about 40 feet”.
Mr. Wentworth explained the property restrictions regarding placement of the garage – notably an existing retaining wall, steep grade and the loss of his back yard if the proposed location were not used.

Ms. Masterton expressed her concern with the possible contamination by oil and gas seeping into the well.  She added that a similar request was acted on by the Board in the past and requested that Ms. Brassard review the Board’s decision made at that time.

Mr. Wentworth stated that he is proposing to install a 3’ square port around the well with a diamond metal plate on top of the cement in order to avoid any seepage into the well.  He added that he was informed that well pumps normally do not need much servicing so the entire well housing could be sealed with silicone.

Discussion followed regarding the letter from D & L and the HCDOH’s request to have a certified letter from the well driller stating that the well would be accessible and serviceable if located beneath the garage.

It was noted that if the garage were to be built over the existing well, no vehicles should be parked directly over the well.  Mr. Wentworth stated that this would not be possible.
In response to a question by Mr. Formica, Mr. Wentworth stated that the proposed garage could not be turned because of fact that his backyard would be lost.

Mr. Goyer stated that the immediate intent is not the problem, but in years to come, a new owner could put anything in the area of the well and may not be as conscientious as Mr. Wentworth.

Mr. Wentworth stated that he was not considering drilling a new well because it would cost $7000.00.  He added that he did not have any idea as to the final cost of the proposed garage.

Dr. Miele stated that the requested certified letter should be submitted for Board review.

Additional comments were made regarding the fact that the pump is on a flex line.  Mr. Wentworth added that an old, discarded pump on a flex line was found on his property.

Mr. Goyer stated that Mr. Wentworth needs to look at other options, to verify that the well is located on a flex line and is assessable if the garage is constructed in its proposed location.  He added that the requested certified letter needs to be submitted with a signature and seal.
Additional discussion followed regarding the 4 bedroom house, existing 2 car garage and the existing shed on the property.  It was added that there is a 1000 gallon septic tank servicing the property.
Mr. Wyckoff stated that his first impression regarding the matter was that if Mr. Wentworth  submitted the information with the construction referral form in the appropriate manner to the HCDOH, it would not be approved.  He added that the potential contamination of ground water is a serious matter.
Mr. Goyer noted that the primary obstacle facing Mr. Wentworth regarding moving the well is monetary, adding that if the well were moved, the construction of the garage in the proposed location would be a moot point. Speaking for the Board, he added that a garage located over a well is not good and that Mr. Wentworth should move the well if he wishes to locate the garage in the proposed location.

Mr. Goyer made a motion to reject the proposal as submitted for Block 32, Lot 3.02 to construct a garage over an existing well. It was added that a new well would have to be drilled in order to locate the proposed garage in the discussed location.  It was further added that all distance requirements will need to be met if a new well is drilled.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Formica.  The motion was approved.  Ayes:  Czajkowski, Formica, Goyer, Masterton, Miele.  Nays:  None.

septic system waiver request

Charles Traficante of Associated Consultants was present to discuss the above noted property which is located on 115 Old Turnpike Road.  The property has a breeding barn, a primary house and a workers house for which a new septic is being constructed.  The perc tests revealed K5 soil, which is too quick.  The design will utilize K4 select fill to complete the system.  

The siting of the property and the number of structures was discussed by the Board members and Mr. Traficanate explained that the use of K4, select fill, addresses and satisfies the concerns of the Hunterdon County Board of Health.

It was noted that the house will have a 1750 gallon septic tank to accommodate up to seven bedrooms and the barn will have a 1000 gallon septic tank to accommodate up to four bedrooms.
Mr. Goyer made a motion to authorize and accept the use of K4, select fill for Block 27, Lot 148.02 as the existing soil (K5) is too fast for the construction of a septic system.  It was noted that this is depicted in the plans as submitted dated 08-23-07, seconded by Mrs. Czajkowski.  The motion was approved.  Ayes:  Czajkowski, Formica, Goyer, Masterton, Miele.  Nays:  None.
