Meeting Minutes

The meeting of the Tewksbury Township Historic Preservation Commission was called to order at 8:00 pm in the Mountainville Meeting Hall by Chairman Scheier.  The members of the Commission present were Michael Scheier, Cyril Beveridge, Rosemary Hartten, Karen Moriarty and Mary Elizabeth Young.  Randy Benson, the Secretary, and Dennis Bertland, the Historic Consultant, were also in attendance.  Based on the members present, a quorum was established.  
OPEN PUBLIC MEETINGS ACT

Chairman Scheier read the opening statement that the Commission meeting being held that evening was in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act of the State of New Jersey, and indicated where notices for that meeting were posted.
Minutes

The minutes of January 28, 2008 were approved with four corrections.  On page 3 on the first line change “singles” to “single”.    In the second paragraph on line 5 change from “shingles” to “shakes”.  On page 4 on line 9 change from “to the second floor” to “from the second floor”  Under miscellaneous change from “Mayor Voice” to “Mayor Voyce”. A motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge seconded by Commissioner Young to approve the minutes with the corrections.  The following Commissioners voted in favor of the motion:  Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Hartten and Commissioner Moriarty.

Resolutions

The Commission considered Resolution 2007-17 for John Melick.  A motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge seconded by Commissioner Scheier to approve the resolution with the following corrections:  Under Findings of Fact c. add the word “be” after “will”.  Under the Resolution amend the vote to show Commissioner Clark voted against the pavilion building and for the bathroom building.  The three Commissioners eligible, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Beveridge and Commissioner Hartten, voted in favor of the resolution. 
The Commission considered Resolution 2007-18 for Henry Reison.  A motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge seconded by Commissioner Hartten.  The three Commissioners eligible, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Beveridge and Commissioner Hartten, voted in favor of the resolution.

The Commission considered Resolution 2008-01 for Mark and Sara Trease.  A motion was made by Commissioner Scheier seconded by Commissioner Beveridge to approve the resolution with the following correction:  Under the Findings of Fact on 3a. add the word “the” after the word “have”.  The three Commissioners eligible, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Beveridge and Commissioner Hartten, voted in favor of the resolution with the correction.
Applications

Application 08-02  Tewksbury Township Library Association

                                Block 44, Lot 11, 31 Main Street, Oldwick

Arnold Shapack, a member of the Library Association, was present and sworn in.  The application was being continued from January.  Mr. Shapack explained the latest revision to the proposed fire escape.  The association wanted to install a fire escape from the second floor to meet fire code so the second floor could be used by the library.  New plans were submitted by Edward O’Brien, Architect to show the second floor door and window would swap locations and a platform would put on the roof to the rear edge.  The proposed fire escape would come down directly off the rear of the one story ell addition. The fire escape will be constructed of steel with mesh grating for the steps.  The fire escape will be painted black.  A new walkway will be constructed to the rear first floor door for handicap access.  The concrete will be colored to match the existing front walkway.  The new doors on the rear of the building will be similar in style to the existing doors and the trim will replicate the existing trim on the building.  A motion was made by Commissioner Scheier seconded by Commissioner Young with the following conditions:
1. The new roof would be timberline shingles if the replicating wood or slateline in  

    replicating slate.
2. The chimney on the rear of the building would be removed and the basketball court

    behind the building would be removed.

3. The fire escape will be panted black. 
4. Any new doors on the rear of the building shall be similar in style to the existing doors.

5. The trim around the windows and doors will replicate the existing trim.

6. The new sidewalk to the rear door will be colored to match the existing concrete

    sidewalk in front of the building.

7. The front parking area will be paved and the existing driveway opening from Route                        

    517 will be closed.

Of the five Commissioners present, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Hartten, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the application.
Application 08-03  Carol Cummins
                               Block 23, Lot 12 – 23 Fairmount Road East
Carol Cummins was present and sworn in.  Commissioner Moriarty recused herself from the application and left the meeting.  Mrs. Cummins was seeking approval to rebuild the back wing of the barn to use as a pool house.  The rebuilt wing roof would be raised approximately one foot to provide headroom and plumbing as the current roof is too low.  The windows will be replicated to match the existing windows.  The siding on the wing will be the same as the existing.  The roof would be black corrugated or standing seam.  A motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge seconded by Commissioner Scheier to approve the application as submitted.
Of the four Commissioners present, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Hartten and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the application.

Miscellaneous 
The Commission discussed Land Use Board Application 2008-02 for JCP&L for a new substation.  The Commission felt the substation would be a negative visual impact to the Fairmount Historic District and the nature of the project would be ill suited for the site.  The siting of the substation close to the road would have a negative visual impact and should have appropriate fencing or buffer to screen it from the road.  The application should also be reviewed by the State Historic Sites council because it is on the local and national Historic Register.
Adjournment
There being no further business to come before the Commission, a motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge and seconded by Commissioner Young to adjourn the meeting.  A voice vote was taken and all of the Commission members present voted in favor of adjournment.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:15 pm.
