
Tewksbury Township Historic Preservation Commission

Meeting Minutes

July 23, 2007

The meeting of the Tewksbury Township Historic Preservation Commission was called to order at 8:07 pm in the Mountainville Meeting Hall by Chairwoman O’Connor.  The members of the Commission present were Serena O’Connor, Michael Scheier, Janet Clark, and Mary Elizabeth Young.  Randy Benson, the Secretary and Dennis Bertland, the Historic Consultant, were also in attendance.  Based on the members present, a quorum was established.  

OPEN PUBLIC MEETINGS ACT

Chairwoman O’Connor read the opening statement that the Commission meeting being held that evening was in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act of the State of New Jersey, and indicated where notices for that meeting were posted.

Minutes

The minutes of June 25, 2007 were approved with the following corrections.  On page 3 for application 07-11 on line 15 remove sentence beginning with “After further…”.  A motion was made by Commissioner Clark and seconded by Commissioner Scheier to approve the minutes with corrections.  Commissioner O’Conner, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Clark, and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the motion.

The Commission considered Resolution 2007-11 for Tewksbury Township.  A motion was made by Commissioner O’Connor seconded by Commissioner Scheier to approve the resolution as presented.

Of the four Commissioners eligible, Commissioner O’Connor and Commissioner Scheier voted in favor of the resolution.  Commissioner Clark and Commissioner Young voted not in favor of the resolution.

The applicant for the property owner, Rocky Hadzovic, was present and sworn in.  The applicant is seeking approval to replace the slate roof on house.  The new roofing material would be Rustic Architectural and Rustic Black in color.   The applicant provided pictures of the house to show the current roof.  Dennis Bertland questioned whether three tab shingles would look more like slate.  Commissioner Scheier stated he felt the shingles being proposed would look better.  The Commission discussed the color of the shingles and decided the Rustic Black would be acceptable.  A motion was made by Commissioner Clark seconded by Commissioner O’Connor to approve the application as submitted.

The four Commissioners eligible, Commissioner O’Connor, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Clark, and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the application.
