Meeting Minutes

May 18, 2009
The meeting of the Tewksbury Township Historic Preservation Commission was called to order at 7:35 pm in the Mountainville Meeting Hall by Chairman Scheier.  The members of the Commission present were Michael Scheier, Cyril Beveridge, Karen Moriarty and Mary Elizabeth Young.  Randy Benson, the Secretary, and Dennis Bertland, the Historic Consultant, were also in attendance.  Based on the members present, a quorum was established.  
OPEN PUBLIC MEETINGS ACT

Chairman Scheier read the opening statement that the Commission meeting being held that evening was in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act of the State of New Jersey, and indicated where notices for that meeting were posted.
Minutes 
The minutes of April 27, 2009 were approved with the following corrections.  On page 2 in paragraph 1 add “to approve the resolution” to the end of the second sentence.  On page 2 under Application 09-07 change the word “instead” to “in place” in the forth line.  A motion was made by Commissioner Young seconded by Commissioner Beveridge to approve the minutes.  The following Commissioners voted in favor of the motion:  Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Moriarty, and Commissioner Young.  Commissioner Clark abstained.

A motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge seconded by Commissioner Scheier to approve the motion as submitted.  The four Commissioners eligible, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the resolution.

Application 09-08  Hilary Prouty
                               Block 39, Lot 5 – 11 Church Street, Oldwick
Hilary Prouty, the property owner, was present and sworn in.  Ms. Prouty was seeking approval in concept of a new addition for her home.  The addition would consist of a first floor family room and bathroom and the second floor would be storage.  The first floor will be designed so it could be possibly converted into a garage.  The new addition will be instead of a new outbuilding that Ms. Prouty had previously received approval for.  The addition will be five feet from the westerly side property line.   The Commission was in favor of the proposed addition in concept with two exceptions.  The proposed shutters on the addition were paneled and should be louvered.  The front windows on the addition should be two over two panes to match the existing front windows.  No action was taken on the application.
Application 09-09  Tewksbury Township
                               Block 40, Lot 2 – 5 James Street, Oldwick
Randy Benson, the secretary for the Commission, stated the application was for the Township’s DPW garage in Oldwick.   The building needs a new roof.  The pictures showed the roof but not the actual garage.  The Commission decided not to hear the application until more information was provided and until a representative from the Township appeared at a meeting.  The application was tabled.
