Motion to accept minutes of April Parks meeting was made by CN, 2nd by JS.  All approved.
COMMITTEE DISCUSSION 
CN provided an update on the parking at Christie Hoffman Park.  CN, TM and Richard Pye with the Equestrian Committee walked the field and parking area and felt there was not an immediate need for new parking signs.  They walked by the old ice skating rink, which was being considered as a place to temporarily corral horses.  Since the time it was a rink, the vegetation had filled in and it appears as if it sits on wetlands.  It was decided that it was no longer necessary to have corrals.

CN talked about the potential of a playground at the Christie Hoffman Park.  It is in the very early stages of development and next steps would be to setup a sub-committee to address funding and a place to place funds.

TM talked about the availability of about 50 free trees from the Tewksbury Township Forestry Advisory Board.  TM to take the lead in finding sites to plant the trees among the town parks.  

CN talked briefly about the 2009 Tree City event and how the township will be the official site of the State celebration of Arbor Day.  The event will take place at the Christie Hoffman Park.
