The meeting of the Tewksbury Township Historic Preservation Commission was called to order at 8:00 pm in the Mountainville Meeting Hall by Secretary Benson.  The members of the Commission present were Janet Clark, Cyril Beveridge, Serena O’Connor Rosemary Hartten, Michael Scheier, Karen Moriarty and Mary Elizabeth Young.  Randy Benson, the Secretary, was also in attendance.  Based on the members present, a quorum was established.  
OPEN PUBLIC MEETINGS ACT

Secretary Benson read the opening statement that the Commission meeting being held that evening was in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act of the State of New Jersey, and indicated where notices for that meeting were posted.
Nomination of Officers



Chairman

Secretary Benson opened the meeting up to nominations for Chairman for 2007.  Commissioner Beveridge nominated Commissioner Clark seconded by Commissioner Hartten.  Commissioner Clark declined the motion.  Commissioner Clark nominated Commissioner Beveridge seconded by Commissioner Hartten.  Commissioner Beveridge declined the motion.  Commissioner Clark nominated Commissioner O’Connor seconded by Commissioner Scheier.  All members present cast a unanimous vote to elect Commissioner O’Connor as the 2007 Historic Preservation Commission Chaiwoman


Vice Chairman

Chairwoman O’Connor opened the meeting up to nominations for Vice Chairman for 2007.  Commissioner Clark made a motion seconded by Commissioner Beveridge to nominate Commissioner Scheier as Vice Chairman.  All members present cast a unanimous vote electing Commissioner Scheier as Vice Chairman for 2007.

Secretary

A motion was made by Commissioner Clark and seconded by Commissioner Scheier to appoint Randall Benson as Secretary for 2007.  All members present voted in favor of the motion.



Historic Preservation Consultant

A motion was made by Commissioner Clark seconded by Commissioner O’Connor to appoint Dennis Bertland as the Historic Preservation Consultant for 2007.  All members present voted in favor of the motion.
Minutes

The minutes of October 23, 2006 were tabled because Commissioner Van Doren stated he felt there was additional information that was omitted under the vote on the Claims.  Also a correction was needed to remove the word “in” after the word “Slateline” on page 2 of the minutes.

The minutes of November 6, 2006 were approved.  A motion was made by Commissioner Scheier and seconded by Commissioner Clark to approve the minutes as submitted.  Commissioner’s Clark and Scheier voted in favor of the motion.

Resolutions

The Commission considered Resolution 2006-13 for Raymond and Linda Dujack.  A motion was made by Commissioner Clark with a correction under C. in Findings of Fact to add “new windows” after “shingles” seconded by Commissioner Scheier to approve the resolution with the correction.  The three Commissioners eligible, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Hartten and Commissioner Scheier voted in favor of the resolution.  

Applications

Application 07-02  Kim and Heather Heithoff 

                               Block 39, Lot 17 – 22 Williams Street, Oldwick
Heather Heithoff, the owner, was present and sworn in.  Mr. Ed O’Brien architect for the owner was also present and sworn in.  Mrs. Heithoff would like to replace an existing barn on her property with a new one.  The proposed barn would be of post and beam style and would fit on the same footprint as the existing barn.  At the time of the meeting Mrs. Heithoff was only proposing the barn in concept and was looking for input from the Commission for the proposed barn.  The Commission questioned how many floors would be in the building and how tall it would be compared to the existing barn.  Mr. O’Brien explained the first and second floors would be approximately 7 feet 6 inches floor to ceiling and the third level would be full height in the middle with the roof sloping down to knee walls on the sides.  The first floor would be garage and the second floor would be a recreation room.  The second issue the Commission was concerned about was the amount of proposed windows on the southern exposure of the building.  The Commission questioned if some could be removed.  After further discussion, the Commission decided a site walk would be appropriate to get a better understanding of the project.  The Commission asked the Secretary to schedule a site walk with the property owner.

Application 07-03  5 Fairmount East LLC 

                               Block 24, lot 1 - 5 Fairmount Road East, Pottersville
John Stolz, the attorney for the property owner appeared before the Commission.  Mr. Stolz was seeking approval to install a six foot tall stockade fence along the rear property line and enclose the dumpster on the east side of the parking lot in front of the building.  The Commission questioned whether the dumpster could be moved to behind the building.  Mr. Stolz stated the dumpster was in its current location because it was easily accessed by a garbage truck. Behind the building would be difficult for the garbage truck to access because cars are normally parked there.  A motion was made by Commissioner Clark seconded by Commissioner Beveridge to approve the application as submitted.

Application 07-04  Mary Grace and Douglas Benson

                               Block 42, Lot 14 - 14 Main Street, Oldwick
The applicant was not at the meeting so the application was not heard.

Application 07-01  Tewksbury Township

                               Block 32, Lot 19 – 60 Water Street, Mountainville
The Secretary appeared before the Commission for the Township.  The Township is seeking approval to remove the existing handicap ramp at the rear of the building and install a new handicap ramp along the west side of the building to the existing porch on the building.  The Township would also like to remove the existing concrete steps on the front of the building.  The ramp would be made out of wood and will be set approximately one to two feet away from the side of the building.  A motion was made by Commissioner Clark to approve the application with the condition that the concrete steps at the front of the building will remain and was seconded by Commissioner O’Connor.
