Township Committee Comments


Mr. Landon noted that he received a telephone call from the State Department of Education regarding a grant received for the Township school (s).  The information was given to local school administration and it was determined that a grant was applied for and subsequently received for possible roof repairs at the Old Turnpike School.


Mr. Van Doren stated that he attended the recent joint meeting with the Parks Committee and the Forestry Advisory Board to discuss Arbor Day 2009.  Note was made regarding the type of trees/shrubs to be planted and the planned logistics for the actual Arbor Day event.


It was noted that digging the holes for the trees and the purchase of gator/water bags will have to be supplied by the Township.


In response to a question by Mayor DiMare, Mr. Van Doren noted that the planting in the Christie Hoffman Farm will be more of a grove than an orchard.  Mayor DiMare noted that he had recommended replanting trees in areas of deer devastation:  Mr. Van Doren this was brought up at the meeting.  It was stated that the funds from the Stavola quarry settlement might be utilized for this project and this could be better addressed by the full Township Committee. Mr. Van Doren stated that the cost of the fifty gator/water bags and the luncheon will be funded through public donations.


Because Dr. Voyce is unable to attend the 1/29/09 Shared Services meeting with the School Board, Mr. Hoffman will attend.


Mayor DiMare stated that he and Mr. Hoffman met to review the draft of the Special Use Permit Ordinance.  A red-line copy will be circulated for discussion/introduction at the next township Committee meeting.  


Mr. Van Doren questioned the status of participating in the PARIS grant program being sponsored by the County.  Ms. Brassard will contact the County to review the terms of the agreement.


Mayor DiMare stated that he would like information regarding Census opportunities posted on the Township website.  Mr. Landon stated that he and Ms. Brassard reviewed maps and other information related to the year 2000 Census.
