BOARD OF HEALTH

MINUTES OF AUGUST 7, 2007

The Tewksbury Township Board of Health met in regular session at 7:30 P.M. on the above date, in the Mountainville Meeting Hall, 60 Water Street, Mountainville, NJ.  

Chairman Peter Goyer presided.

Other members present were Shirley Czajkowski , Janet Masterton and alternates Richard Mahevich and Zia Shey.

 Anthony Formica and Anthony Miele were not present. 

1. Open Public Meetings Statement

The Open Public Meetings Statement was read by Mr. Goyer.

2. Subdivision/Site Plan Approval

Block 3

Lot 6
repair- distance of separation
James Glasson, from Civil Engineering, was present to discuss the above noted property.  The matter has been reviewed by the HCDOH and approved subject to local Board approval.  The required 75 foot distance between the primary and reserve fields cannot be met due to site conditions.  Mr. Glasson noted that the existing tank is located behind the garage on a raised patio area.  He added that closing and filling the tank will require additional equipment due to the tight conditions.  It was noted that the seepage pit is located below the tank and the grade drops off significantly.  The ideal siting for the new system would be to locate it in the flat lawn area as other portions of the property are encumbered by steep slopes.  Mr. Glasson noted that soil logs A & B yielded K4 soils and sandy loam in the proposed primary area.   It was additionally noted that if the 75 foot distance were met (between the primary and reserve areas) the reserve would be situated in an area of extreme slopes.
Additional discussion followed regarding the soil logs and soil types (K3 at 96 and 59) and the method of abandonment of the tank.

Mr. Glasson noted that the proposed bed will be 45 X 18 feet and will service the existing three bedroom house which is located on Frog Hollow Road off of Beavers Road.
In response to a question by Mrs. Czajkowski, Mr. Glasson noted that the proposed system will be sited to the left of house as extreme slopes greater than 25% and woods are present to the right of the house.  He added that the area is outside of the 150 foot well radius, is currently a lawn area and no trees would have to be removed.

It was noted that the proposed system is not a mound system, but a standard system.
In response to a question by Dr. Shey, Mr. Glasson explained the proper method of abandoning an existing system which would be to clean the tank and then fill with sand as this material would fill all the voids in the tank.  It was noted that the field is actually a pit which would also be filled with sand, as opposed to a normal system which would be abandoned and left to dry up.  Mr. Glasson explained other methods utilized when abandoning a normal field.

Ms. Masterton arrived at 7:43 PM.

Mr. Goyer made a motion to accept the waiver of the distance of separation between the primary and reserve fields for the property located at Block 3 Lot 6, seconded Dr. Shey.  The motion was approved.  Ayes:  Czajkowski, Goyer, Mahevich, Shey.  Nays:  none.  Absent:  Formica, Miele.  Abstain:  Masterton.
