
Tewksbury Township Historic Preservation Commission 
Emergency Meeting Minutes

February 1, 2007
The meeting of the Tewksbury Township Historic Preservation Commission was called to order at 10:00 am at 22 Williams Street by Chairwoman O’Connor.  The members of the Commission present were Serena O’Connor, Cyril Beveridge, Rosemary Hartten and  Michael Scheier.  Randy Benson, the Secretary, was also in attendance.  Based on the members present, a quorum was established.

The Commission did a site walk on the property to review the property owner’s proposal to tear down an existing barn and replace it with a new barn on the same footprint.  The Commission members also reviewed the concept plans of the proposed barn.  After a review of the plans and observing barns on neighboring properties  the Commission had the following comments:

1. The Commission was satisfied with the height of the proposed barn.

2. The architect should provide renderings with two or three options for windows on the south elevation of the building.

3. The architect should indicate what material will be used on the facing of the foundation of the building.
4. The Commission was satisfied with the three remaining facades of the building but the architect should indicate what material will be used for siding on the building.

A motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge and seconded by Commissioner O’Connor to approve the plan in concept with the condition that revisions would be made and the final plan will be submitted to the Historic Preservation Commission for approval.

There being no further business to come before the Commission, a motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge and seconded by Commissioner Scheier to adjourn the meeting.  A voice vote was taken and all of the Commission members present voted in favor of adjournment.  The meeting was adjourned at 10:30 am.
