Amending Code – Stop Intersection

Mr. Tauber moved to open the Public Hearing on Ordinance #11-2007, seconded by Dr. Voyce.  The motion was approved.  Ayes: DiMare, Mennen, Tauber, Van Doren, Voyce.  Nays: None.  

Mayor Van Doren explained the content of the Ordinance.

Ms. Brassard provided proof of publication from the 07/19/07 Hunterdon County Democrat.

Mr. Tauber moved to close the Public Hearing on Ordinance #11-2007, seconded by Mr. Mennen.  The motion was approved.  Ayes: DiMare, Mennen, Tauber, Van Doren, Voyce.  Nays: None.  
Bob Flowers misunderstood the Public Hearing section of the meeting and requested time to comment.

Mr. Tauber withdrew his motion to close the Public Hearing on Ordinance #11-2007, seconded by Mr. Mennen.  The motion was approved.  Ayes: DiMare, Mennen, Tauber, Van Doren, Voyce.  Nays: None.  

Mr. Flowers stated that the Scenic Roads Commission did a study on the number of signs in Mountainville, and they felt the number was excessive.  He gave a history of the bridge reconstruction in Mountainville and the associated signage.  He stated that the number of signs in Mountainville are excessive, and the stop signs really are not obeyed.  He read from a Department of Transportation (DOT) law in California pertaining to stop sign installations. He ended his comments by stating that more stop signs are not needed, what is needed is the enforcement of traffic laws and to exercise caution.

There being no additional comments from the public, Mr. Tauber moved to close the Public Hearing on Ordinance #11-2007, seconded by Mr. Mennen.  The motion was approved.  Ayes: DiMare, Mennen, Tauber, Van Doren, Voyce.  Nays: None.  

Mayor Van Doren moved adoption of Ordinance #11-2007, seconded by Mr. Tauber.
Mr. DiMare noted the above referenced DOT law with regard to stop sign installation and if the outlined parameters had been reviewed by Township professionals.  Mayor Van Doren noted the 06/08/07 report from Suburban Consulting Engineers (SCE).

Mr. DiMare stated that he understood Mr. Flowers’ concerns with the number of signs, but felt the Engineer’s report spoke for itself.

Additional discussion followed regarding the possible removal of signs in Mountainville, i.e. warning sign for stop sign ahead.

Mr. Tauber noted that the Township Committee needs to rely on their professionals, and also agreed with the proliferation of signs in Mountainville.  He noted that a stop sign establishes an obligation and priority on the part of the driver(s) to stop in order to establish vehicular responsibility.

There being no further comments from the Township Committee, a roll call vote was taken and the above noted motion was approved.  Ayes: DiMare, Mennen, Tauber, Van Doren, Voyce.  Nays: None.  

Mayor Van Doren requested that Mr. Landon contact the Township Engineer to have him review the number of signs in Mountainville.  He added that the Police be notified and suggested installing a camera to catch violators at the stop sign.

SECTION SEVEN.  Severability.  If a section, subsection, phrase or portion of this Ordinance is for any reason held invalid or unconstitutional by any court of common jurisdiction, such portion shall be deemed as a separate, distinct and independent provision and shall not effect the validity of the remaining portions hereof.  In the even of any inconsistency between the language of this Ordinance and the language of an existing ordinance, the language of this Ordinance shall control.

This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final adoption and publication according to law.

ORDINANCE #13-2007

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 16.20 “TREE 

CLEARING AND REMOVAL” OF THE 

TOWNSHIP OF TEWKSBURY MUNICIPAL CODE


BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Committee of the Township of Tewksbury, County of Hunterdon, that Chapter 16.20 entitled “Tree Clearing and Removal” of the Township of Tewksbury Municipal Code be and the same hereby is amended as follows:

SECTION ONE.  A new section 16.20.30 entitled “TREES IN HISTORIC DISTRICT” which was formerly Section 708 (B) of the Tewksbury Township Development Regulation Ordinance (2000) shall be added to Chapter 16.20 of the Tewksbury Township Municipal Code entitled “Tree Clearing and Removal.”  The existing section 16.20.030 shall be re-numbered 16.20.040.  The existing 16.20.40 shall be re-numbered 16.20.050 and the remaining sections of Chapter 16.20 be re-numbered in the same manner.

The new section 16.20.30 shall read as follows:

“In the overlay Historic District, where the trees with a caliper of more than 18 inches exist on-site, they shall not be cut down or otherwise removed and the location of building and paving improvements shall be designed so that the grading, excavating and construction does not infringe upon the drip line of the tree, i.e., the circle around the tree extending out from the trunk of the tree to the limit of the foliage, or such greater distance from the drip line as established by expert testimony as is necessary to reasonably insure the survival and normal health of the tree.  The goal is to preserve the many large trees in the Historic Districts in order to retain established character which they lend to these areas. In the event a tree of this size is diseased by some condition which experts agree will shorten the life expectancy of the tree to less than 10 years, the Enforcement Officer may allow the applicant to remove the tree(s) provided a landscaping plan is submitted and approved, which landscaping plan shall substitute at least one tree in place of each tree being removed.  The replacement trees shall be the same species of tree as the tree being removed unless another species is approved by the Enforcement Officer.  The new trees shall be placed according to the approved landscaping plan and be at least 3-3 ½ inches caliper, balled and burlapped at the time of planting. 

SECTION TWO.  All other portions of the Tewksbury Township Municipal Code are unchanged.

SECTION THREE.  All ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent with this ordinance are hereby repealed.

SECTION FOUR.  Severability.  If a section, subsection, phrase or portion of this Ordinance is for any reason held invalid or unconstitutional by any court of common jurisdiction, such portion shall be deemed as a separate, distinct and independent provision and shall not effect the validity of the remaining portions hereof.  In the event of any inconsistency between the language of this Ordinance and the language of an existing ordinance, the language of this Ordinance shall control.

This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final adoption and publication according to law.

OPPOSING ASSEMBLY BILL A-4393 AMENDING THE LOCAL PUBLIC CONTRACTS LAW

WHEREAS, Assembly Bill A-4393 requires contracting units requesting bids for construction projects to advertise their projected cost estimate range, requires that the  projected cost estimate range be attested to by the person preparing the advertisement for bid 120 days prior to the bid due date; and  

WHEREAS, this bill is unnecessary legislation that will adversely impact an essential function of local government and create an additional and unnecessary level of bureaucracy on the already cumbersome Local Public Contracts Law and numerous other statutes (i.e. New Jersey Business Registration Certificate, Public Works Contractors Registration, “Lazy Bidders Law”, Affirmative Action, Prompt Payment and Pay to Play) affecting the public contracting process; and

WHEREAS, this bill undermines the efficiency not only of procurement, but general government as well, particularly when there may be a need to perform expedited procurement to protect the health and safety of the public; and

WHEREAS, this bill will likely diminish full, fair, open competition among potential vendors as contactors would have little incentive to provide a bid lower than the projected costs; and

WHEREAS, this bill could facilitate or encourage collusion among bidders; and

WHEREAS, this bill restrains the discretion of the governing body in rejecting all bids for any of the six reasons currently under NJSA 40A: 11-13.2; and

WHEREAS, this bill contains ambiguous language and open ended criteria that could lead to protracted disputes and even litigation; and 

WHEREAS, this bill ignores provisions of NJSA 40A: 11-1 et seq. which have been in place since 1971 and have enabled the efficient, effective and responsible construction of public facilities; and

WHEREAS, this bill replaces a responsible competitive bidding process that is driven by the market place with a new process tied to estimated costs.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Township Committee of the Township of Tewksbury, County of Hunterdon, State of New Jersey hereby opposed the passage of -4393 for the aforesaid reasons; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a certified copy of this Resolution be sent to Governor Corzine, New Jersey State Legislature, 23rd and 24th Legislative Districts, New Jersey State League of Municipalities, New Jersey Conference of Mayors, all Hunterdon County municipalities, Division of Local Government Services and the New Jersey Governmental Purchasing Association.

Public Participation

Jeff Fenton noted the following items.

· When the path at the Whittemore Wildlife Sanctuary will be returned as it was taken by Stavola.  Mr. Landon noted that a grant is being applied for and it will be rebuilt.  Mr. Fenton explained the condition of the existing path and the proposed new path.  
· Recusal policies at Parks Committee meetings. He opined that the ethics policy was created to prevent personal and/or monetary gains.  Discussion followed regarding the matter of recusal and the loss of knowledge and experience when an individual has to recuse himself from a discussion.  
Mrs. Kopen noted that if an individual has information or expertise on a topic, it does not mean that a conflict exists.  However conflict would exist when voting on a matter if any personal or financial gain were arrived at.  There is a broader standard that the State Ethics Law controls.

· He suggested creating a Budget and Finance Committee to assist with the Township budget.  He suggested that the process for creating the Township Budget be opened up to citizens for discussion and input.  It was noted that this procedure was tried in the mid 1990’s and it did not function as proposed.   Mr. Fenton outlined his proposal for structuring upcoming budget meetings.
Brad Kennedy, Housing Development Manager for United Cerebral Palsy (UCP) in Chester was present to state his thanks to Township staff and professionals for their assistance with the UCP project.  He reported that the project is 65% complete and submitted a report outlining this.
In response to a question by Mayor Van Doren, Mr. Kennedy stated that the project is proceeding on track and units should be ready for habitation by the end of November 2007.
He noted that there are some outstanding DEP issues that need to be resolved with regard to water and sewer.  Mr. Landon noted that the sewers currently are functioning and DEP approval for water should be forthcoming.
The discussion turned to the marketing of the units, which, according to Mr. Kennedy, should commence in a couple of weeks.

Mr. Kennedy reiterated his thanks to the Township for their assistance and cooperation, adding that although the predevelopment phase was lengthy, great progress has been seen over the last year.

Mayor Van Doren stated that he is pleased with the partnership as it helps to satisfy Township COAH obligations.  He added that he has heard praise from residents because of the “green” buildings, solar panels and no grass roof. He predicted that the Bartles tract will be fully on line by the end of 2008.  He added that if UCP needed the Township to contact local legislators for assistance with applying for grants, Mr. Kennedy should contact the Township Administrator.

Mr. Tauber thanked Mr. Kennedy for attending and questioned how interested citizens could be placed on a waiting list for a housing unit.  

Mr. Kennedy noted that the application should be ready in two weeks as a professional property management firm is handling the advertising.  The procedure was explained and Mr. Kennedy stated that he would bring an application to the Police Administration Building upon completion.  He stressed that applications are dealt with as received, so interested individuals should act quickly in order to be considered.

Township Committee Comments

Mr. DiMare stated that he has seen electronic monitoring of traffic on Big Spring Road for several weeks and he would like to see the reports generated by the Police.

Discussion followed regarding how the equipment is used in the Township as a result of complaints and concerns.

Dr. Voyce noted that Township residents have had to exhibit a “pioneer spirit” recently as a result of power outages due to the severe storms.

Mr. Tauber reported on a meeting hosted by Lucy Voorhoeve, Executive Director of COAH that he attended recently with Dr. Voyce, Mr. Landon, Mr. Benson and Mrs. Goodchild regarding cross acceptance as it pertains to COAH.  He explained that the matter deals with the DEP, Highlands, COAH and cross acceptance all working at the same time, although not together.  He noted that the matter of cross acceptance is being dealt with at the County level and also at the State level via the Office of Smart Growth.   He noted that the DEP is a “force unto itself” and some of the stormwater regulations are being studied.  Highlands has stated that they may have a Master Plan completed by 12/31/07.  Discussion followed regarding the involvement of COAH in the matter.  He stated that the Township recently learned that Round 2 of substantive certification is going to be reevaluated in the near future with regard to the number of potential housing credits. It was noted that COAH has stated that a preliminary report is scheduled to be ready in September of 2007 to outline the direction they plan to take to satisfy the court requirements. He stated that Township staff is on top of the matter and well aware of the situation.  
Dr. Voyce noted that Mr. Tauber’s description of the meeting was accurate, adding that COAH has stated they will have a fast track plan to solidify Round 2.
A Public Hearing with the Office of Smart Growth is scheduled for 08/27/06.
