HIGHLANDS TDR RECEIVING ZONE FEASIBILITY 

GRANT APPLICATION

WHEREAS, in recognition of the costs associated with local government efforts to assess the feasibility of participating as a receiving zone under the Highlands Transfer of Development Rights (TDR) Program, the Highlands Act provided a funding mechanism through the creation of the Highlands Protection Fund; and

WHEREAS, the Highlands Protection Fund includes grant funds that are available for municipalities considering serving as voluntary TDR receiving zones; and

WHEREAS, the Highlands Water Protection and Planning Council (Highlands Council) adopted a TDR Receiving Zone Feasibility Grant Program, which provides financial and technical assistance to municipalities to assess the potential for locating a receiving zone within their communities; and

WHEREAS, Tewksbury Township believes that it is in the best interest of the Township of Tewksbury to apply to the Highlands Council for a TDR Receiving Zone Feasibility Grant.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Governing Body of Tewksbury Township hereby authorizes the submission of the aforementioned Highlands TDR Receiving Zone Feasibility Grant Application to the Highlands Council.

AUTHORIZING REDUCTION IN PERFORMANCE GUARANTY FOR OLDWICK ANIMAL

HOSPITAL, LLC

WHEREAS, Oldwick Animal Hospital, LLC is the Developer of the property known and designated on the Tewksbury Township Tax Map as Lot 28 in Block 45 (“Property”); and 

WHEREAS, the Developer received final site plan approval for the development of the Property from the Township’s Land Use Board on December 5, 2007; and

WHEREAS, the conditions imposed upon the Developer required, among other things, that it post a Performance Guaranty in the initial amount of $75,180.00; and

WHEREAS, the Developer has begun to develop the Property in accordance with the approved plans; has installed the required improvements; and has now requested a partial reduction in its Performance Guaranty as permitted by N.J.S.A. 40:55D-53; and

WHEREAS, the Municipal Engineer has considered the Developer’s request; inspected the improvements covered by the request; and has issued to the governing body for the Township a detailed list and report dated August 5, 2009, wherein he recommends a reduction in the performance guaranty to 30% of the original amount posted.

WHEREAS, based on the Municipal Engineer’s recommendation the performance guaranty should have been reduced to thirty percent (30%) of the original amount of the performance guaranty, to wit, $22,554, which said amount included the additional twenty percent (20%) allowed by law.  However, the Township Committee previously adopted a Resolution on August 11, 2009, which incorrectly reduced the amount to $18,759, which did not include the additional twenty percent (20%).

WHEREAS, the Township Committee now seeks amend its prior action to include the additional twenty percent (20%) in the reduced performance guaranty so that the amount posted is $22,554.  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Township Committee of the Township of Tewksbury, County of Hunterdon, New Jersey as follows:

That the Performance Guaranty posted by the Oldwick Animal Hospital, LLC in the original sum of $75,180.00 be reduced to an amount equal to thirty (30) percent of the original sum, to wit, $22,554.00, which said sum has been determined by the municipal engineer to be sufficient to ensure completion of all outstanding and required improvements as expressed in his report dated August 5, 2009, which said copy is attached hereto.
