The meeting of the Tewksbury Township Historic Preservation Commission was called to order at 7:46 pm in the Mountainville Meeting Hall by Chairman Scheier.  The members of the Commission present were Michael Scheier, Janet Clark, Rosemary Hartten, Karen Moriarty (arrived 7:58) and Mary Elizabeth Young.  Randy Benson, the Secretary, and Dennis Bertland, the Historic Consultant, were also in attendance.  Based on the members present, a quorum was established.  
OPEN PUBLIC MEETINGS ACT

Chairman Scheier read the opening statement that the Commission meeting being held that evening was in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act of the State of New Jersey, and indicated where notices for that meeting were posted.
Minutes 
The minutes of February 23, 2009 were approved as submitted.  A motion was made by Commissioner Clark seconded by Commissioner Young to approve the minutes. On a motion by Commissioner Clark seconded by Commissioner Scheier the claim was approved as submitted.  The following Commissioners voted in favor of the motion:  Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Hartten and Commissioner Young.

Resolutions

The Commission considered Resolution 2009-02 for the Zion Lutheran Church.  A motion was made by Commissioner Clark seconded by Commissioner Scheier to approve the resolution as submitted.  The four Commissioners eligible, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Hartten and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the resolution. 
The Commission considered Resolution 2009-03 for the Friends of the Tewksbury Township Public Library.  A motion was made by Commissioner Clark seconded by Commissioner Scheier to approve the motion as submitted.  The four Commissioners eligible, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Hartten and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the resolution.
Applications

Application 09-03  Kalinchak
                               Block 20, Lot 10 – 3 High Street, Pottersville
Stephen Kalinchak, the property owner, was present and sworn in.  Mr. Kalinchak wants to have his gravel driveway paved. The paved driveway will be a single wide driveway by the street and will open up to two cars wide beside the house.  The width of the driveway by the house will extend from the railroad ties on the north side of the driveway to the porch on the house.  The railroad ties on the south side of the driveway will be removed.  A motion was made by Commissioner Clark seconded by Commissioner Scheier to approve the application as submitted.
Of the four Commissioners eligible, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Hartten and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the application.
Application 09-04  Tewksbury In (Mark Marazza)
                               Block 44, Lot 2 – 55 Main Street, Oldwick
Richard Yetka, the applicant for the property owner, appeared before the Commission and was sworn in.  Mr. Yetka is an electrical contractor and is proposing to install a back up generator on the north side of the building.  The new generator would be screened by some plantings between the generator and the sidewalk.  The Commission discussed whether plantings or fencing would be a more appropriated buffer. The Commission discussed if it was possible to extend the existing fence that encloses the loading and dumpster area.  Mr. Marazza stated he thought that extending that fence would not be esthetically pleasing because it would be tall and also block a window on the side of the building.  After further discussion on what type of buffer would be appropriate it was agreed by the Commission and the applicant what type of fencing would be installed to hide the generator.  A motion was made by Commissioner Scheier seconded by Commissioner Clark to approve the application with the following conditions:
1. The fencing will be a three to four foot tall picket fence similar to the existing picket 

    fence located on the south side of the building.
2. The fencing will be either surrounding the generator in a “u” shape or extended off the

    existing fence surrounding the dumpster area.
3. Any shrubbery that is removed for the installation of the generator will be replaced.
Of the five Commissioners present, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Hartten, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the application with the conditions.
Application 09-05  Tewksbury Township Athletic Association

                               Block 44, Lot 12 – 29 Old Turnpike Road, Oldwick

Charles Garrett, representing the Tewksbury Township Athletic Association, was present and sworn in.  The Tewksbury Athletic Association had already received approval to construct a building on the property that would be used to house athletic equipment and possibly used as a snack bar in the future.  On the original application the building had no windows but now the applicant would like to add windows.  The windows would be six over six double hung windows painted in white trim to match the building trim.  The garage door on the plan will have raised panels.  The building also had to be relocated as a result of an issue with the drainage in the original proposed location of the building.  The building will now be place on the south side on the Romtec bathroom building.  The building will line up with the driveway that goes along the perimeter of the baseball fields.  The Commission discussed if the building could be lined up with the Romtec building.  Mr. Garrett said the building was to be located in the proposed spot so there would be room between the building and the driveway for safety reasons.  The result is the building is at an angle with the Romtec building.  The site work has already been started and the building is already on site.  A motion was made by Commissioner Clark seconded by Commissioner Young to approve the application since the site work had been started.
Of the five Commissioners present, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Hartten, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young.
