ORDINANCE NO. 11-2008

ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING SALE OF DEVELOPMENT EASEMENT 
WHEREAS, the Township of Tewksbury (the “Township”) was the owner of property known by the street address of 22 Burrell Road, Lebanon, (Tewksbury Township) New Jersey, 08833 and known as Block 15, Lot 7 and Block 26, Lot 10, on the Tax Maps of the Township of Tewksbury in Hunterdon County, New Jersey (“Property”); and,
WHEREAS, on August 25, 2005, the Township sold the Property to Dana Callanan (Deed recorded November 30, 2005 in Deed Book 2121, Page 853); and,
WHEREAS, the Township sold the Property subject to or will be subject to a Deed of Easement to the New Jersey State Agriculture Development Committee (“SADC”) precluding any further development except for designated agriculture purposes; and,
WHEREAS, Dana Callanan agrees to cooperate with obtaining and maintaining the restrictions of the Deed of Easement, including the execution of documents; and 

WHEREAS, the Township has applied to the SADC to sell a development easement and all of the nonagricultural development rights and development credits on the Property pursuant to the Agriculture Retention and Development Act, N.J.S.A. 4:1C-11 et seq., and the Garden Preservation Trust Act, N.J.S.A. 13:8C-1 et seq., (hereinafter, the “Acts”) and the regulations adopted pursuant thereto.
NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED by the Township Committee of the Township of Tewksbury, in the County of Hunterdon and State of New Jersey as follows:
1.  The Township Committee hereby authorizes the sale of a development easement and all of the nonagricultural development rights and development credits on the Property pursuant to the Agriculture Retention and Development Act, N.J.S.A. 4:1C-11 et seq., and the Garden Preservation Trust Act, N.J.S.A. 13:8C-1 et seq., (hereinafter, the “Acts”) and the regulations adopted pursuant thereto.
2.   The Township shall receive approximately $13,200 per acre for the conveyance of the development easement; the actual value is subject to change pursuant to the final approval of the SADC.
3.  Dana Callanan will not receive compensation for her executing the Agreement and Deed of Easement as she has already purchase the property from the Township at a price which took into consideration the sale of the development rights
4.  The Mayor and Clerk of the Township of Tewksbury is hereby authorized to execute an Agreement and Deed of Easement between the Township, Dana Callanan and the SADC for the sale of the development easement.


5.  The Mayor, the Clerk of the Township, the Chief Financial Officer, and any other proper official of the Township, be and each of them is hereby authorized to execute and deliver any and all documents and instruments and to do and cause to be done any and all acts and things necessary and proper for carrying out the transactions contemplated by this Ordinance.

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED by said Township Committee that this Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon publication following final passage and the filing of a copy hereof with the Hunterdon County Planning Board.
