
Tewksbury Township Historic Preservation Commission
Meeting Minutes

July 28, 2008
The meeting of the Tewksbury Township Historic Preservation Commission was called to order at 8:00 pm in the Mountainville Meeting Hall by Vice Chairman Beveridge.  The members of the Commission present were Cyril Beveridge, Karen Moriarty and Mary Elizabeth Young.  Randy Benson, the Secretary, and Dennis Bertland, the Historic Consultant, were also in attendance.  Based on the members present, a quorum was established.  
OPEN PUBLIC MEETINGS ACT

Vice Chairman Beveridge read the opening statement that the Commission meeting being held that evening was in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act of the State of New Jersey, and indicated where notices for that meeting were posted.
Minutes

The minutes of June 25, 2008 were approved with corrections.  On page 2 under Application 08-05 on line 3 add “that will serve as a fire escape” after “staircase”.  On page 2 under Application 08-06 on line 7 change the word “are” to the word “be’.  On the last line change to “final approval” instead of “CO or CA’.  A motion was made by Commissioner Moriarty seconded by Commissioner Young to approve the minutes with the corrections.  The following Commissioners voted in favor of the motion: Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young.  
Claims
 Resolutions

The Commission considered Resolution 2008-05 for Tewksbury Library Association.  A motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge seconded by Commissioner Moriarty to approve the resolution with two corrections.  On line 3a under Findings of Fact add “that will also provide emergency egress” after “staircase”.  On page 2 under item 3 add a final sentence to state “A detailed drawing will be submitted for final approval.  The three Commissioners eligible, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young, voted in favor of the resolution. 

The Commission considered resolution 2008-06 for Hillary Prouty.  A motion was made by Commissioner Moriarty seconded by Commissioner Young to approve the resolution with one correction.  On page 2 under item 2d amend the resolution to state “The applicant will supply detailed drawings to the Commission for final approval”.  The three Commissioners eligible, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young, voted in favor of the resolution with the correction.
Applications

Application 08-07  Theodore Koven
                               Block 39, Lot 4, 9 Church Street, Oldwick

Theodore Koven, the applicant and the property owner was present and sworn in.  Mr. Koven is seeking approval to replace the existing asphalt roof on the house with a new asphalt roof.  The existing power vent on the roof will be removed and a new ridge vent will be installed.  The color of the shingles will be Old English Pewter if Tamko brand is used or Fox Hollow Gray if Timberline brand is used.  A motion was made by Commissioner Moriarty seconded by Commissioner Young to approve the application as submitted. 
Of the three Commissioners present, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the application.

Application 08-08  Edward Jaeckle
                               Block 23, Lot 13, 9 Fairmount Road East, Pottersville
Edward Jaekle, the applicant and owner, was present and sworn in.  Mr. Jaekle is seeking approval to replace the existing roof on the house on the property.  The new roof would be cedar shakes on the front and Timberline brand shingles in weathered wood color on the rear.  The Commission discussed the two different types of shingles on the roof and recommended the shingles on the front and rear roof be the same.  The applicant then amended his request to have the whole roof be done in Timberline weather wood shingles.  A motion was made by Commissioner Young seconded by Commissioner Beveridge to approve the application with the condition the whole roof be done in Timberline weathered wood asphalt shingles. 
Of the three Commissioners present, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the motion.
