The meeting of the Tewksbury Township Historic Preservation Commission was called to order at 8:03 pm in the Mountainville Meeting Hall by Secretary Benson.  The members of the Commission present were Janet Clark, Cyril Beveridge, Rosemary Hartten, Michael Scheier and Karen Moriarty.  Randy Benson, the Secretary, and Dennis Bertland, the Historic Consultant, were also in attendance.  Based on the members present, a quorum was established.  
OPEN PUBLIC MEETINGS ACT

Secretary Benson read the opening statement that the Commission meeting being held that evening was in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act of the State of New Jersey, and indicated where notices for that meeting were posted.
Nomination of Officers



Chairman

Secretary Benson opened the meeting up to nominations for Chairman for 2008.  Commissioner Clark nominated Commissioner Scheier seconded by Commissioner Hartten.  All members present cast a unanimous vote to elect Commissioner Scheier as the 2008 Historic Preservation Commission Chairman


Vice Chairman

Commissioner Scheier opened the meeting up to nominations for Vice Chairman for 2008.  Commissioner Clark made a motion seconded by Commissioner Moriarty to nominate Commissioner Beveridge as Vice Chairman.  All members present cast a unanimous vote electing Commissioner Beveridge as Vice Chairman for 2008.

Secretary

A motion was made by Commissioner Clark and seconded by Commissioner Beveridge to appoint Randall Benson as Secretary for 2008.  All members present voted in favor of the motion.



Historic Preservation Consultant

A motion was made by Commissioner Clark seconded by Commissioner Beveridge to appoint Dennis Bertland as the Historic Preservation Consultant for 2008.  All members present voted in favor of the motion.
Meeting Dates
The Commission considered Resolution 08-01 for the meetings dates for 2008.  On a motion by Commissioner Clark seconded by Commissioner Scheier the resolution was approved.  All five Commissioners voted in favor of the resolution.
Minutes

The minutes of October 22, 2007 were approved with one correction.  On page 2 change 9:am to 9:00 am.  A motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge seconded by Commissioner Clark to approve the minutes with the correction.  The following Commissioners voted in favor of the motion:  Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Hartten and Commissioner Moriarty.  
The minutes of November 26, 2007 were approved with the following corrections.  On page 3 A motion was made by Commissioner Scheier and seconded by Commissioner Clark to approve the minutes as submitted.  Commissioner’s Clark and Scheier voted in favor of the motion.

Applications

Application 07-16  Melick Oldwick Farm LLC
                               Block 44, Lot 26 – 39 King Street, Oldwick
John Melick, one of the principle owners, was present and sworn in.  Mr. Melick was continuing the application from the November meeting.  The two proposed structures were approved with the only outstanding issue being the color of the roof.  Mr. Melick proposed to have the roofs on both buildings be slate colored standing seam metal roof.  A motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge seconded by Commissioner Moriarty to approve the application with the following conditions:
1. The stone piers would be removed.

2. Both roofs would be slate colored standing seam metal roofs.

3. The windows will be Anderson vinyl clad with wood trim and simulated divided light.
Of the six Commissioners eligible, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Hartten, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the application and Commissioner Clark voted in favor of the bathroom/office building but against the pavilion building.

Application 07-18  Henry Reison 

                               Block 38, lot 8.03 – 73 Old Turnpike Road
Henry Reison, the property owner appeared before the Commission.  Mr. Reison was continuing his application from the November 2007 meeting.  Mr. Reison had now determined what roof type he wanted to use on his home.  The current roof is cedar shake and Mr. Reison has now determined that he would like to replace the roof with cedar hand split shakes.  A motion was made by Commissioner Clark seconded by Commissioner Moriarty to approve the application as submitted.

Of the six Commissioners present, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Hartten, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the application.
Application 08-01  Mark and Sara Treese

                               Block 38, Lot 10 – 10 King Street, Oldwick
Mark and Sara Treese, the property owners, were present and sworn in.  Mr. and Mrs. Treese were doing a bathroom renovation in their home and decided to make hot water with solar power to reduce the energy costs.  The Treese’s had solar panels installed on the roof of their garage thinking the existing building permit covered the installation of the panels.  After it was determined a new permit was needed the property owners applied to the Commission.  The Commission discussed whether the panels could be placed on the house in a way that they would not be as noticeable.  The property owner stated they were placed on the garage roof to get maximum efficiency.  Commissioner Beveridge questioned if they could be put on the same slope as the garage roof or put on the ground.  The property owner stated they were at the current angle to get maximum efficiency.  Dennis Bertland stated the garage was not really a contributing structure.  The property owner agreed to paint the roof to match the panels and if the garage was ever renovated the roof slope would be changed to match the panels.  A motion was made by Commissioner Scheier to approve the application with the condition that the roof will be painted to match the panels and the roof slope would be changed to match the panels when the garage is renovated and was seconded by Commissioner Beveridge.

Of the six commissioners present, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Hartten, Commissioner Moriarty, and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the resolution. 
Application 08-02  Tewksbury Township Library Association

                                Block 44, Lot 11, 31 Main Street, Oldwick

Arnold Shapack, a member of the Library Association, was present and sworn in.  Mr. Shapack explained some projects the association wanted to do to the building.  The first project was the roof.  The new roof material would be timberline shingles if the original roof was wood and Slateline if it was slate. When discussing the color the Commission agreed that slate gray would be the best color if the roof was slate and weathered wood if it was wood. Commissioner Scheier stated the valleys of the roof should be open with metal, possibly copper.  Mr. Shapack agreed to the open valleys.  Dennis Bertland stated the new gutters should be half round and the downspouts should be round.  The second issue was the association wanted to install a fire escape from the second floor to meet fire code so the second floor could be used by the library.  Also, there is a non-functioning chimney on the ell at the rear of the building that the association wants to remove.  The Commission discussed different variations of the fire escape.  A site walk was discussed so the Commission could get a better understanding of the fire escape and see the chimney that is proposed to be removed.  The secretary was asked to schedule a site walk on the property and the application was continued.
Resolutions

The Commission considered Resolution 2007-17 for J. Donavan Wright.  A motion was made by Commissioner Clark seconded by Commissioner Beveridge to approve the resolution as submitted  The six Commissioners eligible, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Hartten, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the resolution.  

Miscellaneous 
Mayor Voyce was present and welcomed and thanked the Commission for their services and time.  Mayor Voice also asked if there was anything the Commission needs or any concerns they may have, to please come to him for help or to address any concerns.
Adjournment
There being no further business to come before the Commission, a motion was made by Commissioner Clark and seconded by Commissioner Scheier to adjourn the meeting.  A voice vote was taken and all of the Commission members present voted in favor of adjournment.  The meeting was adjourned at 10:20 pm.
