Doug Fine, P.E. was present to discuss the need for a waiver with regard to the installation of a Eco-Pure peat biofilter design septic system for the property noted above.  Mrs. Vaccarella noted that the main waiver being requested regards point 6 noted on the letter from the HCDOH dated 12-20-06 (attached).  

In response to a question by Mr. Formica regarding what the maintenance contract entails, Mrs. Vaccarella noted that the six year prepaid maintenance agreement (with the builder of the system) is renewable upon expiration.  She added that the State has requested that municipalities adopt an Ordinance addressing the matter of maintenance agreements, but, to date, no towns in Hunterdon County have done so.

Discussion followed concerning the pros and cons of having such an Ordinance in place.  It was added that it is the responsibility of the home owner to maintain the system and have inspections/maintenance performed.

Mr. Fine noted that annual maintenance is required by the DEP guidance document, adding that it is the homeowner’s responsibility to have a maintenance contract.  He added that Montgomery Township in Somerset County currently has a maintenance Ordinance.  Mr. Fine explained the role of the manufacturer of peat systems with regard to annual maintenance.

Discussion followed concerning the actual physical inspection of the system.  It was noted that the top of the peat is the actual level of infiltration and this is the initial point of treatment.  He added that he has not heard of a need for peat replacement in an Eco-Pure system over a ten year period.  It was noted that other states mandate the testing of effluent to assure that the system is performing correctly. 

Mrs. Vaccarella noted that the testing that was done in the reserve area would be suitable for a reserve field.
Mr. Goyer noted that the north arrow on the plan is located incorrectly.

Further discussion followed concerning points 5 and 6 on the HCDOH memo.  Mr. Goyer stated that the Board has approved Eco-Pure systems in the past and he feels confident that the system is a viable system.   Mr. Fine explained that the reserve area was inadvertently omitted from the plan and this will be corrected to show same – additionally the permeability results need to be included:  soil class testing was done on this area of the property.

Mr. Goyer made a motion to accept the use of a Eco-Pure system for the property located on Block 11, Lot 22.03, seconded by Mr. Formica. The motion was approved.  Ayes: Czajkowski, Formica, Goyer, Masterton.  Nays: None.  Absent: Miele.

Discussion followed concerning the need to have a standard format regarding the filing of a deed restriction and a maintenance contract.

It was additionally noted that the language noted in point 5 be included on the finally submitted plans.
