Public Participation

David Barnes noted the following:

· If the public were allowed to have copies of the Correspondence List.

· If the Ordinance scheduled for introduction regarding Patriot Media should be adopted because Patriot is being bought out by Comcast 

· Appliances with Freon were not accepted at Clean Up Day and this was not advertised in advance.

It was stated that Freon must be removed in order for the Township to legally dispose of them.  It was the consensus of the Committee that research be done for future Clean Up Days so that a company be on site to assist with the removal of Freon from appliances.

Hank Klumpp questioned if comments regarding the Highlands comments would be heard later


in the meeting. 

George Cassa noted that an article and photograph of a location in the Township was featured recently in the magazine Fly Fisherman.  He thanked the Township Committee and grass root groups for working to give New Jersey the recognition it deserves with regard to the environment.

Rosario Quartararo presented information related to his request to create a different access

onto property located on Block 51 Lot 112. It was noted that the deed needs to be reviewed in

order to determine if language exists regarding the driftway.  Mr. Tauber noted that he sat on the Planning Board when the subdivision for this property was approved and suggested that Mr.

Quartararo review the access easement language.

RESOLUTION #101-2007

SUPPORTING THE RENEWAL OF THE GARDEN STATE PRESERVATION TRUST

WHEREAS, continued investment in open space and farmland preservation is vitally important to the state, as it enhances New Jersey’s economy, safeguards its remaining natural, agricultural, recreational and cultural resources and preserves its character; and

WHEREAS, New Jersey continues to face incredible pressure from development, losing nearly 50 acres of open space daily to new development projects; and

WHEREAS, the Garden State Preservation Trust provides a match for open space taxes collect by all 21 counties and more than 225 municipalities; and

WHEREAS, protecting open spaces and improving urban natural areas stabilizes local property taxes and revitalizes communities; and

WHEREAS, since its creation in 1998, the Garden State Preservation Trust has enabled the State of New Jersey, its local governments and nonprofits to acquire over 432,000 acres of parks, open space and farmland; and

WHEREAS, the Garden State Preservation Trust is essential not only to the State’s conservation programs, but also to the work of counties, municipalities and nonprofit organizations by providing grants and low interest loans to help preserve land while protecting natural resources and farmland for future generations; and

WHEREAS, even many of the places already protected:  our state and local parks: are threatened by inadequate levels of funding for operation, maintenance and stewardship; and 

WHEREAS, the Garden State Preservation Trust is virtually depleted, with funds to be completely exhausted by 2007 despite the continued need for the programs it makes possible.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Township Committee of the Township of Tewksbury, County of Hunterdon and State of New Jersey as follows:

1. The Township of Tewksbury supports the renewal and strengthening of the  Garden State Preservation Trust, to provide $325 million annually for New Jersey to continue its programs to acquire open space and farmland and  improve historic sites and preserved lands.  This amount included $225 million a year for acquisition and $100 million a year for capital projects, which could be provided by bonding an annual dedicated stream of approximately $150 million. 

2. The Township of Tewksbury supports the dedication of $56 million annually to establish a stable source of funding for operation, maintenance and stewardship for parks, recreation and natural areas.

3. The Municipal Clerk is hereby authorized to provide a copy of this Resolution to Governor Jon Corzine, Speaker Joseph Roberts, Senate President Richard Codey, the 23rd and 24th District Legislators, the Morris Land Conservancy, the New Jersey Conservation foundation and the Outdoor Recreation Alliance.

· Highlands Comments

Mayor Van Doren noted that a subcommittee has met to discuss the Highlands draft regional Master Plan and come up with the following comments to submit by 05-11-07.  The following areas were addressed by the subcommittee.
Pottersville Area

Mayor Van Doren noted that the Pottersville area is colored magenta on Highlands maps which signifies some growth – Pottersville is in the Planning Area and in the opinion of the subcommittee, should be removed from the Planned Community Zone/Specially Planned Areas as it is at full build out and is serviced by a sewer system that is at or has exceeded full capacity.  The subcommittee requests that this area be placed within the Protection Zone.  

MAPPING

Riparian Integrity by HUC14 – Tewksbury is classified as Moderate Riparian Integrity which is defined as watersheds that contain a higher incidence of impervious area, agricultural use and road crossings and reduced proportion of natural vegetation.  With the exception of a higher incidence of agricultural use, Tewksbury Township feels that the more appropriate classification would be High Integrity Riparian Area.  

Conservation Priority Area – The Open Space parcels identified on the Highlands Open Space Map are not identified on this map.  The following Township Open Space parcels were omitted:

· Pottersville Preserve 

· Fairmount Park 

· Hell Mountain Preserve 

Developed Land Analysis – Oldwick and Pottersville are shown as Core Developed Areas.  Given this categorization was partly based on local zoning and existing impervious surface, it would seem that more areas in Tewksbury should fall under Core or Moderate Developed Areas.

FINANCIAL COMPONENT

The Township supports the extension of the dual appraisal methodology used by the Garden State Preservation Trust for lands in the Highlands Region beyond the June 30, 2009 expiration date.  (Using 1/1/04 date as benchmark)  

The Township feels that there is a need to prioritize the agricultural areas for farmland funding.  

Mayor Van Doren added that the Land Use Board has reviewed the comments as presented.
Mr. DiMare noted the following:

· An explanation as to the attachment (block and lot numbers in the Pottersville area) should be more clearly noted in the report.

· The section entitled Riparian Integrity by HUC14 should define the reason for the request to be classified as a High Integrity Riparian Area as opposed to Moderate Riparian Integrity.

· The section entitled Conservation Priority Area should include the specific block and lots rather than just making the statement that open space parcels were omitted.  

· The section entitled Developed Land Analysis should list what areas should fall under Core or Moderate Developed Areas.

Discussion followed concerning Mr. Tauber’s question regarding the geographic/block and lot parameters of Pottersville.  He questioned if the adjoining municipalities (to Pottersville) were contacted regarding the draft plan.
In response to a statement by Mr. Klumpp that a scientific study be conducted to back up the recommendations of the subcommittee regarding the Pottersville area, Mayor Van Doren noted that the Highlands Master Plan is contrary to the Township’s Master Plan.
Additional comments were made regarding the fact that the sewage treatment plant in the village of Oldwick is at capacity and there is no public water in the village.
Mr. Klumpp stated that the Township should clearly state (to the Highlands Council) that they have no interest in being a receiving area; additionally he added that the Township should look at opting out of the plan.  Mayor Van Doren noted that opting in would mean no growth:  Mr. Klumpp noted that opting in would mean no control.  Mr. Klumpp added that the Township is so “above board” adding that the Township needs to take the lead and say they do not want to be part of the Highlands.  He stated that there is an opportunity now to save the rest of the Township.

Mayor Van Doren opined that there are too many unanswered questions with regard to the proposed Master Plan and until there is a finalized Plan, the rules will not be established.

In response to a question by Mr. Cassa, it was stated that Pottersville should be colored to designate no growth (green).

Mayor Van Doren added that the report should be resubmitted to the subcommittee to incorporate Mr. DiMare’s comments.

Mr. DiMare questioned if the draft Master Plan includes language related to opting in or out and if this should be included in the comments.  He suggested that this be mentioned as an aside in the comments submitted to the Council.  Mayor Van Doren opined that no comment be made regarding opting in or out as the entire process is too nebulous at this point.

Mr. DiMare made a motion to have the Land Use Administrator incorporate the comments as outlined in the preceding discussion and submit same to the Highlands Council in advance of the 05-11-07 deadline, seconded by Mr. Tauber.  The motion was approved.  Ayes: DiMare, Mennen, Tauber, Van Doren, Voyce.  Nays: None.

Reports

Township Committee Sub Committee

Planning/Land Use

Mr. Mennen noted that a subcommittee met to discuss the lease for the Tewksbury Rescue Squad (TRS) and all issues had been resolved.

He added that the Land Use board is functioning well.

 Public Safety

Dr. Voyce noted that hydrant tests were recently conducted in Pottersville and on the hydrants serviced by the Washington Township MUA and there were differences in the flow rates and pressures.

Education/Community Affairs

Mr. Dimare noted that he had received correspondence from the Superintendent of Schools regarding safety in the Township schools that outlined the procedures being implemented to ensure the safety and welfare of students.

He added that the Tewksbury Education Foundation Barn Dance is scheduled for 05-19-07.

Public Works

Mr. Tauber praised the reports produced by the Superintendent of Public Works, adding that Mr. Hull continues to exhibit excellence regarding record keeping and updating the department.

Finance

Mayor Van Doren noted that with the adoption of the 2007 Budget, ordinances will be put in place for the purchase materials and goods.
Township Attorney

Mrs. Kopen noted the following items from her report. 

UCP    SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1The closing was completed on 4/19/07, after some last minute issues were finally         resolved as to the form of insurance certificates.  

Tax Appeals   Tewksbury v. Ciasulli was withdrawn by Mr. Ciasulli.  

Tewksbury v. Stavola  The matter regarding tree cutting was settled today in court that will involve an overall payment of $70,000.00 to the Township.  
In response to a question by Mr. Van Doren, Mrs. Kopen stated that she is awaiting a telephone call from Peter Eddy regarding the Oldwick Community Center driveway matter.  She added that the executed documents have not yet been received.
Mayor Van questioned if Mrs. Kopen had received the 4/20/07 letter from COAH regarding growth share ordinances.

Mr. DiMare questioned the matter of Tewksbury v. Morris with regard to an appeal of a municipal court conviction and the costs involved.  Mrs. Kopen stated that Mr. Morris will be represented by an attorney and she was unsure as to how the case would be handled.  Discussion followed regarding the consequences of the conviction in municipal court with regard to the matter of fence height.  Mr. DiMare stated that the Township should not spend an undue amount of funds on attorney fees related to this matter.
Mayor Van Doren stated that Mrs. Kopen should review the municipal court matter and report back for the next Township Committee meeting.
Township Administrator 

Mr. Landon noted a letter received from the Oldwick Fire Company (OFC) requesting the use of the Oldwick ball fields for parking for and viewing of fireworks scheduled for 06-09-07.  It was added that the fireworks will be launched from private property and the OFC will comply with all insurance parameters and fire regulations related to the launching of fireworks.  Mayor Van Doren questioned if police coverage would be needed.  It was stated that a donation will be requested and no entrance fee will be charged.

Dr. Voyce made a motion that there was no objection from the Township Committee to allow the OFC to utilize the Oldwick ball fields for parking for and viewing of fireworks scheduled for 06-09-07.  It was additionally noted that the OFC must comply with all insurance parameters and fire regulations related to the launching of fireworks, seconded by Mr. Mennen.  The motion was approved.  Ayes: DiMare, Mennen, Tauber, Van Doren, Voyce.  Nays: None.  

Mr. Landon noted additional items from his report.

· Permission was given for Mr. Landon to send a response to the TRS regarding questions related to their lease.

· A letter was sent to the Department of Labor regarding issues pertaining to the Stavola Quarry.  It was added that a representative from the Township Engineer’s office is on site during blastings.
· The one bid received for the fire truck is being reviewed.  It was added that the bid was over the budgeted amount.     
· The barn and silo at the Christie Hoffman Farm have been declared unsafe and a structural engineer will review the structures shortly.  The building has been padlocked against entry by the public and the Oldwick Community Players (who have equipment stored in the barn) have been notified that no entry is allowed at this point.

· The cottage at the Whittemore Wildlife Sanctuary (WWS) has also been declared unsafe and the trustees of the WWS have been notified to determine the future of the structure.  Discussion followed regarding the fact that neither structure is accessible to the public.
· The flows at the Oldwick sewer plant have been high and a letter is being sent to users of the system to voluntarily disconnect any illegal connections that might be adding to the excess volume.

· A senior picnic is scheduled at the WWS on 06-06-07 from 11:30 AM – 1:30 Pm.

Public Participation
In response to a question by David Barnes, Mayor Van Doren stated that he would address the issues regarding tree cutting during Township Committee comments.

In response to a question by George Cassa, Mrs. Kopen stated that the Stavola settlement as noted earlier pertains to Township Ordinances regarding tree cutting.  She added that it was not appropriate to discuss the other legal matter during an open Township Committee meeting.

8.
Township Committee Comments
 Dr. Voyce wished everyone present a Happy Mother’s Day.  Mr. Landon announced that tonight was Dr. Voyce’s 25th wedding anniversary.
Mayor Van Doren noted that he and Mr. Landon met with representatives from PSE&G and two representatives from the BPU at a meeting held earlier today.  A site walk of the Tahl easement was taken in addition to viewing the corner of Potterstown and Rockaway Roads.  Mayor Van Doren reported that a new BPU vegetation management rule went into effect on December, 18 2006 for all public utilities as a result of the 2003 blackout.  Mayor Van Doren stated that it is the utilities’ responsibility to do more in terms of clearing on rights-of-ways, and transmission lines versus distribution lines.  It was added that the BPU can fine individual utility companies if the vegetation management rule is not followed.  

Mayor Van Doren stated that PSE&G has been very cooperative and currently has a crew working on the Potterstown and Rockaway Road corner heading in the direction towards Round Top Road.  He stated that the area will not be brought back to the condition of a manicured lawn, but stumps and logs will not removed.  It was added that a property owner has the right to request that wood be left for their use.  He added that another site walk will be held in two to three weeks to view the progress.

An additional area on Hill and Dale Road will be the site of future cutting in 2007 and affected property owners will be notified.

Mr. Mennen reiterated that the utility companies are operating under BPU rules and that all vegetation under the transmission lines and 15 feet from either side must be cut.  Mayor Van Doren noted that a new list of appropriate plantings that do not exceed 15 feet in height will be created for use by home owners.  It was added that cutting regulations regarding distribution lines follow different parameters.

Mr. Landon noted that PSE&G needs to do a better job regarding contacting home owners prior to cutting and that all clean up should be completed no later than two weeks after the cutting.

Mr. Klumpp questioned if homeowners were allowed to keep the cut wood.  It was added that there are different parameters for cutting in the wetlands.  

In response to a question by Mr. Mennen, it was restated that a homeowner has no availability to “make a deal” with the utility to keep a tree under the transmission line that could grow to over 15 feet in height with the understanding that they would keep it pruned to not exceed 15 feet. 
Mr. Landon noted that the forester from the utility company stated that only delineated wetlands will be recognized.  The rules as presented by the BPU will be distributed to the Township Committee and Mr. Tahl.  

Mayor Van Doren added that he understands that everyone will not be satisfied with the work being done by the utility companies, but there is progress, response and discussion and action is being taken to clean up the areas under discussion.
Mayor Van Doren stated that he is sorry to hear things being said regarding his being “anti-child.”  He stated that everyone needs to get along and work for the best of all citizens of the Township, adding that individuals wishing to divide the Township do not belong here.  He added that funds have been spent over the years to help all residents of the Township and this type of cooperation needs to continue.

Public Participation (additional)

In response to a question by Mr. Cassa, Mayor Van Doren read from the rules regarding the question related to the need for utility companies to abide by soil conservation rules and regulations.  It was added that a schedule that will encompass the next four years needs to be submitted by the utility company to the municipality by 6/1/07 for transmission vegetation management. 

In response to a question by Mr. Klumpp, it was stated that a resident can request that an entire tree be removed from the street along distribution lines rather than leaving an unsightly tree.
