Jack Hall, the contractor for the property owner, was present.  Mr. Hall explained the church building was in need of a new roof and because of the current condition of the roof, they were trying to get the work complete before it was too cold.  The roof was currently of Pennsylvania slate and was approximately 40 to 50 years old and many pieces were cracked and had fallen off in many places.  The applicant was proposing to use a Vermont slate which would be the same in looks and color but was stronger and should last at least 100 years.  The existing snow guards on the roof will be replaced with new identical snow guards.  The existing aluminum gutters on the building will be replaced with new copper half round gutters and new copper downspouts.  The metal caps on the roofs and the flashing around the chimney and belfry will be copper.  A motion was made by Commissioner Clark seconded by Commissioner Young to approve the application as submitted.  Of the three Commission members present, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the motion.

A voice vote was taken and all of the Commission members present voted in favor of adjournment.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:30 pm.
