· Old business


Heritage Tree Project-  The committee voted unanimously on motion from MF, 2nd by KR, authorizing CL to contact by letter the owners of the Heritage Tree inaugural group as presented to the township by Stephanie Koven and CL. The purpose is to seek their written permission/authorization to include their trees in the group.    
· New Business


The Lime Kiln at the Hart Farm on Burrell Rd. was discussed in detail.  CL passed on message from Teddy Murphy that SRC is to begin receiving driveway opening applications along scenic roads for review and comment. Further discussion was had on the preparation of an inventory of resources, public and private, along scenic roads. Idea to be further explored by SRC.  


NL recused as this time as a noticed property owner so SRC could discuss variance application for Schmidling property, Block 15 Lot 10.  Member of public Niles Lang made presentation as to why he opposed variance.  David Barnes commented that while he is pro-property rights, “some lots are just not for building” and suggested the building proportions proposed would give Burrell Rd a “city block effect” 


SRC voted unanimously on KR motion and MF 2nd to submit attached letter to Land Use Board finding Schmidling proposal to be inconsistent with SR ordinance and contrary to Master Plan.
