The members of the Commission present were Michael Scheier, Cyril Beveridge, Janet Clark, Rosemary Hartten, Karen Moriarty and Mary Elizabeth Young.  Randy Benson, the Secretary, and Dennis Bertland, the Historic Consultant, were also in attendance.  Based on the members present, a quorum was established.  
OPEN PUBLIC MEETINGS ACT

Chairman Scheier read the opening statement that the Commission meeting being held that evening was in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act of the State of New Jersey, and indicated where notices for that meeting were posted.
Minutes 

The minutes of September 28, 2009 were approved with corrections.  On page two under item Application 09-16 on line seven, change the word “they” to the word “applicant”.  On line nine change the word “curving” to the word “angling”.  A motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge seconded by Commissioner Clark to approve the minutes with the corrections.  The following Commissioners voted in favor of the motion:  Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Clark, Commission Hartten, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young.

On a motion by Commissioner Beveridge, seconded by Commissioner Clark the claim was approved as submitted.  The following Commissioners voted in favor of the motion: Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Hartten, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young.

Resolutions

The Commission considered Resolution 2009-15 for Melanie and Shannon Murray.  A motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge seconded by Commissioner Moriarty to approve the resolution.  The six Commissioners present, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Hartten Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young, voted in favor of the resolution.
The Commission considered Resolution 2009-16 for Gourmet Expressions.  A motion was made by Commission Hartten, seconded by Commissioner Scheier to approve the resolution with a correction.  In the title block change “304 Main Street” to “307 Main Street”.  The six Commissioners present, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Hartten and Commissioner Young, voted in favor of the motion
The Commission considered Resolution 2009-17 for Edward O’Brien.  A motion was made by Commissioner Scheier, seconded by Commissioner Hartten to approve the resolution with corrections.  Under Findings of Fact in 3A change the word “sold” to “solar photovoltaic” and the word “rood” to the word “roof”.  The six Commissioners present, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Hartten, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the motion.

Stephanie Haymaker, the tenant of the property owner, was present and sworn in.  Mrs. Haymaker is renting the office space previously occupied by the buildings owner, Diane McConnell.  Mrs. Haymaker is seeking approval to install a sign on the existing sign post on the front of the building.  The new sign would be 20 inches by 28 inches.  It would be made out of wood and would be painted.  A motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge seconded by Commissioner Clark to approve the application as submitted.  Of the six Commission members present, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Hartten, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the motion.

Public Participation

Miscellaneous 
The Commission opened the discussion with Pat Riccardi, president of the Tewksbury Township Library Association.  The Commission had concerns over the work that has been going on and how it has not all been done in accordance with the Resolutions that have been approved for the library renovation and expansions.  The siding on the rear addition was Hardiplank but the smooth side was to be facing out but when it was installed the contractor had the wood grain side facing out.  Some of the siding on the side of the building was replaced which was also not approved by the Commission.  There was an air conditioning/ heat pump unit that also had been installed outside the rear of the building that had not been approved.  There was also Azek material used on the trim work instead of real wood.  Mr. Ricarrdi said he wanted to stay within the parameters of the ordinance.  The Azek and Hardiplank were used because they were low maintenance and the library’s budget is limited.  Chairman Scheier stated he wasn’t as concerned with the new work as he was with the proposal to tear off all of the existing siding on the remainder of the building.  He was concerned about the work and did not believe it was necessary.  Mr. Shapack had stated in the prior meeting that the wood would not hold paint but Commissioner Beveridge said it would if it was prepared properly.  Dennis Bertland stated the paint is currently coming off mainly due to moisture.  Pat Ricarrdi said he doesn’t see the method of funding changing anytime soon and to constantly maintain the building in the future may be difficult because the funding may not be there.  The Hardiplank is basically a no maintenance product and would not require maintenance and upkeep which will help the library using their funding for other projects.  Dennis Bertland stated the Commission has guidelines for evaluating work to buildings.  Mr. Bertland said he was concerned the trim work would not be replicated because it already hasn’t been done on the new work.  Commissioner Clark said the air handlers are in the wrong spot.  They should be on the north side of the building since the rear of the building will also have an entrance.  Arnold Shapack of the Library Board said the air handlers were put there because they were out of view of the street.  Commissioner Beveridge said another lady from the Library Board was not aware that an application had been submitted to the Commission.  Dennis Bertland stated the Library Board needs to have a holistic plan for future improvement to the building.  The projects that keep coming in, in bits and pieces are not a good method to plan for the future of the building as a whole.  Mr. Ricarrdi stated they would not be doing anything for now and would make sure they come before the Commission for any future improvements.
Adjournment
There being no further business to come before the Commission, a motion was made by Commissioner Clark and seconded by Commissioner Young to adjourn the meeting.  A voice vote was taken and all of the Commission members present voted in favor of adjournment.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:58 pm.
