Actions to be taken

· Public Hearing – Patriot Media Cable Franchise 

Dennis Linken, Attorney for Patriot Media introduced John Gdovin, Vice President of Operations for Patriot Media.  

Mr. Van Doren questioned the procedure for tonight’s Public Hearing.  

Tyrone Cokley, Dispatch Manager was also introduced to the Township Committee.

Mr. Gdovin presented information (attached) regarding the company’s work in the Township.
Discussion followed concerning Mr. Tauber’s question about “down-time” in the Township.  Mr. Gdovin stated that the system runs at four -9’s (99.99%), adding that the length of down-time is also measured and is always corrected within two hours.

Mr. Tauber questioned the internet service offered by Patriot Media.  Additional discussion followed regarding possible future upgrades and future rate schedules.  Mr. Linken noted that programming and rate scheduling is controlled by State law and can not be considered during a renewal preceding.

Additional discussion followed concerning existing competition for cable television, specifically Direct TV and dish television. 
In response to a question by Mr. Dimare, Mr. Gdovin explained the migration from the analog to the digital system.  Mr. Gdovin noted that fiber was introduced into the system, adding that complete conversion to a digital system would allow additional channels, but would require that each system user would require a box for each television unit.
 Dr. Clarke-Kudless stated that she would be interested in seeing performance statistics from Patriot Media as well as a digital copy of the map outlining the areas in the Township served by Patriot Media.
Discussion followed concerning possible extension of service in the Township and how much construction would be needed to bring cable television service to a home.  Additional discussion followed concerning nodes on existing pole lines and/or their location in the public right of way.

Mr. Cokley explained the procedure for bringing a cable line to a customer’s home.

Additional discussion followed concerning how service could be improved over the next fifteen years, specifically with going towards a complete digital service.  Mr. Gdovin noted that Patriot Media is asking for a total fifteen year contract:  ten years with a five year renewal.
Discussion followed concerning Mr. Van Doren’s question regarding how a resident not currently subscribing with Patriot Media could become a customer.   Mr. Gdovin added that Patriot Media had an incentive plan where they would pay the first $1,000.00 for installation and this served as an incentive to the resident. 
In response to a question by Robert Becker Mr. Gdovin stated that FCC language states that the transition from analog to digital service is to occur by 2009.  Mr. Becker opined that a five year contract would be preferable.  
In response to a question by David Barnes, Mr. Gdovin stated  that if an individual resident paid for the installation of cable along a public roadway, and additional residents connected at a later date, the initial person would be issued a rebate.

It was added that the Township receives a 2% franchise fee.
Additional discussion followed regarding the mandated franchise fee that Verizon would be required to pay.  It was noted that the Patriot Media contract is not exclusive to other cable companies.
Mr. Gdovin stated that there is language in the contract regarding “advanced networks and keeping up the pace with the industry.” 

Additional comments raised by Mr. Tauber regarding the “most favored nation” clause were discussed. 

Mr. Becker commented on the use of internet telephones in the Township. 
Mr. Landon stated that he would be in touch with Mr. Gdovin regarding the franchise agreement.

WHEREAS, Robert Boak, Esq., representing The Oldwick Fire Company has filed, on behalf of the Oldwick Fire Company, a written consent with the Township of Tewksbury that the provisions of Subtitle One of Title 39 of the revised statutes of New Jersey be made applicable to the semi-public roads, streets, driveways and parking lots at The Oldwick Fire Company, as depicted on the attached site plan (Exhibit A) dated August 30, 2006, located in the Township of Tewksbury, County Hunterdon, State of New Jersey;


NOW, THERFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Township Committee of the Township of Tewksbury, County of Hunterdon, State of New Jersey that the following regulations shall be enforceable as to the semi-public roads, streets, driveways and parking lots located on Exhibit A:

Unless another penalty is expressly provided for by the New Jersey Statutes, every person convicted of a violation of this ordinance or any supplement thereto shall be liable to a penalty of not more than ($1250.00) twelve hundred and fifty dollars or imprisonment for a term not exceeding fifteen (15) days or both.

ORDINANCE #18-2006

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE CODE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF TEWKSBURY BY REVISING CERTAIN PROVISIONS OF CHAPTER 8.12, ENTITLED “SMOKE SENSITIVE ALARM DEVICES”

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Township Committee of the Township of Tewksbury, in the County of Hunterdon, State of New Jersey that the Code of the Township of Tewksbury is hereby amended by amending Chapter 8.12, entitled “Smoke Sensitive Alarm Devices” as follows (with all other sections of said Chapter 8.12 remaining unchanged):  

SECTION ONE. The Title is amended to read as follows:

“Smoke Sensitive Alarm and Carbon Monoxide Devices and Fire Extinguishers”

SECTION TWO. Section 8.12.010, “Required”, is amended to read as follows:

All structures used or intended to be used for residential purposes by not more than two households shall have a smoke-sensitive alarm device on each level thereof and outside, or within, each sleeping area in accordance with National Fire Protection Association Standard No. 74-1984 "Standard for Household Warning Equipment" (as may be amended in the future) for the installation, maintenance and use of household fire warning equipment. The installation of battery-operated smoke-sensitive devices shall be accepted as meeting the requirements hereof. The smoke-sensitive device shall be tested and listed by a product certification agency recognized by the Bureau of Fire Safety. This section shall not be enforced except pursuant to Section 8.12.040. Carbon Monoxide and Fire Extinguishers are also required as per the Uniform Fire Code. 

SECTION THREE. Section 8.12.020, “Maintenance”, is amended to read as follows:

The owners of the aforesaid structures shall be responsible for complying with the provisions of this chapter and shall be deemed to be the owner of the devices required hereunder. The owner shall be responsible for maintaining devices in operable conditions at all times. 

SECTION FOUR. Section 8.12.070, “Inspection”, is amended to read as follows:

The owner of the structures referred to in this chapter, which require the installation of devices, shall be required to order an inspection to verify compliance with the terms hereof from the township fire official. The cost of this inspection, to be paid at the time of ordering same, shall be forty-five ($45.00) dollars if received more than 10 business prior to change of occupant, seventy ($70.00) dollars if received 4 -10 business prior to change of occupant and one hundred and twenty five ($125.00) dollars if received fewer than 4 business prior to change of occupant. The fee for any required re-inspection shall be forty-five dollars ($45.00) payable prior to the re-inspection.

SECTION ONE. Section 8.16.020, “Agency Designation”, is amended to read as follows:

The local enforcing agency shall be the Township Fire Marshal.

SECTION TWO. Section 8.16.044, “Non-Life Hazard Uses”, is amended to read as follows:

In addition to the registrations required by the Uniform Fire Code, the following non-life hazard uses shall register with the Township Fire Marshal’s office.  These uses shall be inspected once every two years or on change of use or at the discretion of the Fire Marshal. 

Subsection A, B, C, D, and E remain unchanged.

Subsection F is amended to read as follows:

WHEREAS, certain amendments are required to clarify those instances when the expansion of an existing residential structure requiring a construction permit is subject to a developmental fee; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Township Committee of the Township of Tewksbury, County of Hunterdon, State of New Jersey that:

1. Section 15.0 of the Tewksbury Township Municipal Code entitled “Affordable Housing Development Fee” be amended as follows:

I. Two new definitions be added to Section 15.10.020 “Definitions” as follows:


A.  Habitable floor area:  Total floor area of all habitable rooms in a dwelling unit. 



B. Habitable room:  Any room in a dwelling unit other than a 
kitchen, bathroom, closet, pantry, hallway, cellar, storage space, garage or 
basement rec room.

2. Section 15.10.050(c) of Chapter 15.10, “Affordable Housing Development Fee” shall be amended by deleting the first sentence of that Section and replacing it by the following:

“Where there is an expansion of or an addition to habitable floor area of an existing residential structure requiring a construction permit, a development fee shall be paid.”

The remaining provisions of Chapter 15.10 shall remain unchanged.  

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED by said Township Committee that this Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon publication following final passage, according to law.

Township Committee Sub Committee

Public Works

Mr. Tauber commended the DPW for their clean up activities during the recent storms.  He added that he would like the Township Administrator to contact the Police and emergency services to ascertain if the storms created any road situations that were a hazard to the public.

Education/Community Affairs
Dr. Clarke-Kudless noted that the Tewksbury schools received an award for being an asthma free school.  She added that articles from the recent student exchange will be in the local newspaper next week.  She noted an item of correspondence regarding the Township seniors. 

Township Attorney

Mrs. Kopen noted that the proposed Lighting Ordinance is still under review.  

The proposed closing for the United Cerebral Palsy project is scheduled to occur between 11/30/06 and 12/08/06.
Mr. Van Doren made a motion to make the memo regarding participation in the discussion regarding sidewalks in Oldwick part of the public record, seconded by Dr. Clarke-Kudless.  A The motion was adopted.  Ayes:  Clarke-Kudless, Kenyon, Tauber, Van Doren, Voyce.  Nays:  None.  

Mr. Van Doren mentioned the 11/1/06 memo from the Attorney regarding false fire alarms.  Discussion followed regarding the request from the local fire company to amend the existing Ordinance related to fines/service for violation.  It was the consensus of the Committee to have a report from the Police outlining the number of summonses issued regarding false alarms.  Further discussion followed regarding the entity that responds to a fire alarm call.  

Dr. Clarke-Kudless requested additional information from the Attorney regarding the matter of filling the position(s) on the proposed Land Use Board.

Township Engineer

Mr. Holt reported on the following items.
· Work on Boulder Hill Road has been completed.

· The well test on the Bartles property will be conducted later in November.

·  Electric work is being done at the Bartles site by Plushanski Construction.

· A landscaping plan is being developed for the Bartles site in conjunction with the completion of the wastewater treatment plant.

· Drainage improvement work at the Oldwick Community Center is ongoing. 
· Chip and seal was completed last month.

· Turf establishment at the Christie Hoffman Farm (CHF) athletic field is progressing well.

· Additional work on the Oldwick sidewalks is on hold due to public concern.

· Work on Califon Cokesbury Road is substantially complete. 

· The Wastewater Maintenance Committee met on 11/8/06 to discuss Hunters Glen and Oldwick facilities.

In response to a question by Mr. Van Doren regarding the property owner who has been affected by run off from Tiger Drive, Mr. Holt stated that SCE has not spoken with them with regard to the recent storms.

In response to a question by Dr. Clarke-Kudless, Mr. Holt stated that UCP and NORWESCAP will probably not start construction at the Bartles site until spring of 2007.

Additional comments were made regarding the work being done at the Oldwick fields and the fact that no road closing on the County road will be needed.

In response to a statement by Mr. Tauber, Mr. Holt stated his disagreement with comments made by a member of the Parks Committee regarding the grass seed mixture used at the CHF. Additional comments were made regarding the crowning of the fields at the CHF.  Discussion followed concerning the involvement of the Tewksbury Athletic Association with field maintenance. 

Township Administrator 

Mr. Landon reported on the following items.

· A Resolution will have to be adopted by the Township Committee regarding the passive designation of the Pascale property.  
· The matter regarding waiving fire inspection fees for emergency services is being further reviewed and a Resolution (if appropriate) will be adopted at the reorganization meeting.    

· Direction from the Township Committee is needed regarding the Patriot Media franchise agreement.

· The matter regarding the Pottersville Sewer should be finalized by February 2007.

· The matter of hunting on school property was discussed.  It was the consensus of the Committee to authorize the Chief of Police to move the buffer once a written directive is received from the Superintendent of Schools.

·  The proposed horse crossing signs were discussed.  Pending County authorization, the DPW will begin installation of the cautionary road signs.  Discussion followed concerning enforcement of the various cautionary signs.
· A memo from Shana Goodchild regarding amending the DRO with regard to trees was noted.  It was the consensus of the Committee to hold this amendment until 2007.  Mr. Van Doren opined that the matter should be made part of the Tree Ordinance. 

· It was the consensus of the Committee to authorize further discussion regarding the Patriot Media franchise agreement for a period of ten years.

Public Participation

Robert Becker stated that he made the comments at a previous meeting regarding the grass seed mix at the CHF.
Comments were made regarding the Police contract discussion that is currently taking place, and which police officers are members of the Local PBA.  He questioned if there is any conflict of interest in having the Chief of Police sit as an officer on the PBA.  It was noted that the Chief’s involvement with the PBA is statutory and he does not participate in negotiations.
