RESOLUTION #77-2010

REGARDING WATER RESTRICTIONS

WHEREAS, Ordinance #04-2002 entitled “An Ordinance To Amend The Code Of The Township Of Tewksbury By Adding A New Chapter Thereto, Designated Chapter 8.40 And Entitled “Prohibition Of Certain Uses Of Water During Emergency Conditions” was adopted by the Township Committee of the Township of Tewksbury on May 14, 2002; and  

WHEREAS, implementation of voluntary water use restrictions in Tewksbury Township is being recommended to reduce the overall demand for water supplies in the area, and as a tool for public education on water conservation measures year round; and

WHEREAS, these voluntary restrictions apply to residents who are either served by private wells or public water systems.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Township Committee of the Township of Tewksbury, County of Hunterdon, State of New Jersey that the following is a partial listing of parameters to be followed during this time of lessened rainfall.

· Repair leaky plumbing fixtures. A slow steady drip can waste 350 gallons of water per month. 

· Turn off faucets when not in use. 

· Install water conserving faucet aerators and showerheads.

· Utilize low flow toilet fixtures when possible.

· A toilet leak can waste hundreds of gallons of water each day. Check if toilet tank leaks by putting a few drops of food coloring in the tank. Without flushing, wait 15 minutes to see if the color shows up in the bowl. If color appears, check the flush arm mechanism in the tank to see if the chain attached to the arm is tangled. If the flush mechanism appears to be in proper condition, it may be necessary to replace the flap valve at the bottom of the tank even though the valve may appear to be in good condition.

· If upgrading appliances or plumbing fixtures choose the ones that conserve water. A high efficiency, front-loading washing machine can use 30 percent less water than a top loading model. 

· Take shorter showers or a shower instead of a bath.

· Run washing machines and dishwashers only when full.

· Turn off icemakers and use trays instead.

· Use a broom or blower instead of the hose to clean off sidewalks and driveways.

· If watering, don't water the sidewalks, driveway or street.

· Water lawns only as needed. In New Jersey, usually one inch of water per week is all that is needed to maintain a healthy lawn. Place shallow cans (such as tuna, cat food, or coffee cans) in several locations.  See how long it takes to deliver 1 inch of water, and make sure coverage is consistent over the lawn area.

· Irrigation timers should be set to water in the early morning (before 8 am) and should be turned off during and after rainfall.

· Don't water on windy days.

· Reposition downspouts onto lawn and garden areas rather than sidewalks or the driveway.

· Use a rain barrel to capture water from a downspout to use later for watering gardens and plants.

· Use water from the dehumidifier to water household plants.

· Use soaker hoses or drip irrigation to water trees, gardens and flower beds.

· Use commercial car washes as they typically recycle the water.

· Use a pool cover when swimming pool is not in use to reduce evaporation losses.
