COMMITTEE DISCUSSION 
TM motioned to accept the meeting minutes for Jan. 2010, CN second the motion and the minutes were approved.

CN read the letter from the Parks Committee thanking Colin Smith for the work he did on the Eagle Scout project in Christie Hoffman Park. The project to build benches in the park was well received by townspeople and the parks committee was pleased with the outcome. 

CN reported that the Equestrian Committee was no longer going to be merged with the parks committee. 

TM reported back to the committee on the discussion he had with JCP&L about putting electric in the Oldwick Shed. The verbal estimate from the JCP&L team was that it would cost around $5000 for the work to bring the electric to the shed. Including the work from the electrician the estimate is around $9000. CN asked for a more specific estimate so the Parks committee understands the full cost and can approach the Town Council with a proposal. 

Mayor Robert Hoffman stopped by to speak with the Parks committee and explain the Parks and Equestrian committees. Since Parks will remain separate there is an opening for three new members. 

TM gave an update on the Community Garden proposal. Upon further research it was determined that the need for an fenced in area, running water and manpower to construct the garden would make it difficult to get the project off the ground this year. Unless funding and a group of interested individuals would champion the effort the committee felt that it would not be feasible this year. 

TM reported that Mellissa Almindinger  from the Central New Jersey Invasive Species Strike Force had money for a grant for an intern. The town could apply for the grant to remove some of the invasives from the town parks. TM made a motion to approve applying for the grant and provided the necessary maps for the strike force. CN second the motion and it was passed.

TM informed the committee that the for a grant for the watering of the trees from Arbor Day was secured. The town will hire a landscaper to water the trees. 

ED reported that the Tewksbury Little League Baseball/Softball Day was being held this year on May 22nd. The committee discussed the positive reception that the DJ provided by the Parks Committee received last year. ED made a motion to approve the rehiring of the same DJ by the Parks Committee for this year's event. CN second the motion and it was passed.

CN mentioned that the movie in the park dates need to be solidified for the summer. CN also suggested that the committee members reach out to townspeople who regularly attended last year's movie nights to get suggestions on what they would like to see this summer.

CN made a motion to close. ED second and the meeting was adjourned at 8:20 PM.
