
Tewksbury Township Historic Preservation Commission

Meeting Minutes

October 22, 2007

The meeting of the Tewksbury Township Historic Preservation Commission was called to order at 8:05 pm in the Mountainville Meeting Hall by Commissioner Beveridge.  The members of the Commission present were Cyril Beveridge, Janet Clark, Rosemary Hartten and Mary Elizabeth Young.  Randy Benson, the Secretary and Dennis Bertland, the Historic Consultant, were also in attendance.  Based on the members present, a quorum was established.

Commissioner O’Connor read the opening statement that the Commission meeting being held that evening was in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act of the State of New Jersey, and indicated where notices for that meeting were posted.

The minutes of July 23, 2007 were approved as presented.  A motion was made by Commissioner Clark and seconded by Commissioner Hartten to approve the minutes.  Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Hartten and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the motion.

The Commission considered Resolution 2007-10 for Fredrick Root.  A motion was made by Commissioner Clark seconded by Commissioner Hartten to approve the resolution as presented.
The four Commissioners eligible, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Hartten and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the resolution.

The Commission considered Resolution 2007-12 for Fredrick Root.  A motion was made by Commissioner Clark seconded by Commissioner Beveridge to approve the resolution as presented.

Of the four Commissioners eligible, Commissioner Beveridge and Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Hartten and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the resolution.

The Commission considered Resolution 2007-13 for Chris Dewey.  A motion was made Commissioner Clark seconded by Commissioner Hartten to approve the resolution with the correction to change the block number from “34” to “39”.

The two Commissioners eligible, Commissioner Clark and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the resolution with the correction.  Commissioner Moriarty abstained.

The applicant for the property owner, David Alte, was present and sworn in.  The applicant is seeking approval to replace the porch roof on the house.  The applicant is also seeking approval to replace the existing skylights in the porch roof.  The new roofing material would be GAF Slateline shingles to match the existing main roof on the house.   The applicant did not provide pictures to show the house with the application.   A motion was made by Commissioner Hartten seconded by Commissioner Clark to approve the application with a condition that no building permit would be issued until photographs of the house are provided to the Secretary.  The five Commissioners eligible, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Hartten, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the application with the condition.

A meeting was scheduled for October 30, 2007 at 9:00am at the Police Administration Building.  The Commission decided to wait for the amendments to the brochure and discuss them at the next meeting.

A voice vote was taken and all of the Commission members present voted in favor of adjournment.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:37 pm.
