Mr. Mackie reported on the following ordinances:

Clinton Township – change in the zoning map from conservation zone to research office zone.  No recommendation.

Lebanon Township – revision of their definitions of light commercial vehicles and also conditional uses; several conditional uses are subject to minor site plan approval.  Mr. Mackie suggested that Ms. Goodchild take a look at those definitions.
Readington Township – 1) revision to provide for protection of existing land forms (topographic features.  No recommendations.  2)  revision to the land development ordinance to facilitate utilization of elder cottage housing opportunities (ECHO housing).  Mr. Mackie opined that it might be of interest to Tewksbury as the Township moves forward in satisfying its affordable housing obligation.  He suggested passing it along to Ms. Goodchild.

Washington Township – revision to their ordinance to regulate temporary storage units and dumpsters on residential properties.  Mr. Benson noted that he has had complaints about dumpsters.  Mr. Mackie suggested that Ms. Goodchild review the ordinance.

Mrs. Frances Schmitt, Forked River, NJ. was present and sworn in by Mr. Johnstone.   Mr. Johnstone noted that the applicant is requesting an additional one year extension to October 21, 2011.  When asked why she needs an additional year, Mrs. Schmitt explained that a condition of the variance was a driveway agreement that needed to be signed by three (3) parties; after six (6) years it was signed this past May.  Mr. Johnstone encouraged Mrs. Schmitt to use the variance in the next year.  Mr. Shapack suggested to Mrs. Schmitt that she document the condition of the driveway before construction begins on the vacant lot so that there is a record of the condition of the roadway.

Mr. Johnstone suggested that the extension be memorialized by way of a resolution to be drafted by Ms. Goodchild.
