ORDINANCE NO.  01-2008

TOWNSHIP OF TEWKSBURY

COUNTY OF HUNTERDON

STATE OF NEW JERSEY

AMENDMENT TO CHAPTER 12.24 “PARK REGULATIONS” 


WHEREAS, the Township Committee of the Township of Tewksbury desires to amend certain portions of Chapter 12.24 of the Code of the Township of Tewksbury entitled “Park Regulations” in order to address certain issues regarding park usage and a park committee.

NOW, THERFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Township Committee of the Township of Tewksbury, County of Hunterdon, State of New Jersey that Chapter 12.24 “Park Regulations” shall be amended as follows (with all other sections of said Chapter 12.24 remaining unchanged):  

: 

I. The first paragraph of Section 12.24.050 entitled “Permits – Applications and conditions” shall be amended by adding the following sentences immediately after the sentence, “Such application must be filed with the clerk at least twenty days prior to the proposed date of use.”

”Completed forms will be provided to the Township Clerk for distribution, review and comment by necessary staff and professionals. The Parks Committee will be provided copies for informational purposes.”

II.  The second paragraph of Section 12.24.050 entitled “Permits – Applications and conditions” shall be amended by adding the following at the end of the existing paragraph:  

“No group of sixteen (16) or more persons shall use any athletic field without a permit. The remainder of Section 12.24.050 shall remain the same.

III. Subparagraph C(2) of Section 12.24.070 entitled “Prohibited uses – General regulations” shall be deleted and replaced by the following:  

“12.24.070C(2) Dogs, cats and other domesticated pets shall be restrained by a leash.  Pet owners or others who have custody of any pet, whether or not the owner of such pet, are required to immediately and properly dispose of their pet’s solid waste deposited in any Township park by the placement of such solid waste in a suitable container, and discarding the same in a refuse receptacle which is regularly emptied by the Township or some other refuse collector, or disposal into a system designed to convey domestic sewage for proper treatment and disposal.”

IV. Subparagraph C(6) of Section 12.24.070 shall be renumbered C(7).

V. A new subparagraph C(6) of Section 12.24.070 shall be added to read as follows:

“12.24.070 C(6)  The sweeping of the contents of any horse trailer onto township property is prohibited.”


VI.  Subparagraph I of Section 12.24.070 entitled “Hours” shall be amended by adding a new paragraph to the end of subsection I as follows:  “Use of any Township park or field contained within a Township park that is closed (as marked by signs located either at the entranceway to the park or the entranceway to a field located within the park) is prohibited.”  


The remainder of Section 12.24.070 shall remain the same. 

VII. A new Subsection 12.24.290 to be entitled “Parks Committee” shall be added to Chapter 12.24 as follows:  


12.24.290. Parks Committee.


A.  There is hereby established a Tewksbury Township Parks Committee to be composed of five regular and two alternate members, who shall be appointed by the Township Committee.  All of the members shall be residents of the Township and shall serve without compensation.


B.  The Township Committee, at the time of appointment, shall designate alternate members as “Alternate #1” and “Alternate #2.”  Alternate members may participate in discussion of the proceedings, but may not vote except in the absence or disqualification of a regular member.  In the event that a choice must be made as to which alternate member is to vote, Alternate #1 shall vote.  Initially, one alternate member shall be appointed to a one-year term and one alternate member shall be appointed to a two year term.  Thereafter, the terms of alternate members shall be for two years.  


C.  The terms of office of the regular members shall be designated in the appointments so that the terms of approximately one-third of the members shall expire each year and their respective successors shall be appointed for terms of three years.  A vacancy on the committee occurring otherwise than by expiration of a term shall be filled for the unexpired term in the same manner as an original appointment. Upon adoption of this Ordinance all committee members will be appointed by the Township Committee.   

D. The committee shall meet monthly.  Notice of committee meetings shall be

given in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act, and at or prior to such time, notice of the meeting shall be given to all committee members.

E. The Township Committee may remove any member of the committee for
cause, on written charges served upon the member and after a hearing thereon before the Township Committee if requested in writing by the member.

F.  The Township Committee shall appoint a Parks Committee Chair: Vice Chair and Secretary shall be elected by the members of the Parks Committee by majority vote from among their members.


G.  The duties of the Parks Committee shall be to review rules and regulations, both existing and proposed, regarding Township Parks and provide comments to the Township Committee, recommend uses of Township Parks to the Township Committee, coordinate events taking place at Township parks and publicize events taking place at the same. The Land Use Administrator shall be the designated staff person for the Parks Committee for administrative, coordination and general matters. Any individual member of the Parks Committee, as an individual citizen, can contact other departments for specific matters as appropriate (e. g. Police for vandalism, illegal activity, Public Works for downed trees, disrepair) not unlike any citizen.

H. At the end of each year, the committee will prepare a budget for the next year’s activities for review and approval by the Township Committee.


VIII.  If any part(s) of this Ordinance is for any reason held to be invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions of this Ordinance. 


X. All Ordinances or parts of ordinances which are inconsistent herewith are repealed, but only to the extent of such inconsistency.  All other parts of Chapter 12.24 not inconsistent herewith are ratified and confirmed.

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED by said Township Committee that this Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon publication following final passage, according to law.

“The Township Land Use Board shall determine, as a condition of approval, whether applicant or owner shall be responsible for the maintenance provisions set forth in this paragraph.”

ORDINANCE NO.  02 -2008

TOWNSHIP OF TEWKSBURY

STATE OF NEW JERSEY

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND AN ORDINANCE WHOSE SHORT TITLE IS “TEWKSBURY TOWNSHIP DEVELOPMENT REGULATIONS ORDINANCE (2000)”

WHEREAS the Township Committee of the Township of Tewksbury believes it is in the best interests of the Township to further delineate provisions relating to location priorities of wireless telecommunications towers and facilities and provisions relating to conditional use standards for public utilities;


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Township Committee of the Township of Tewksbury, County of Hunterdon, State of New Jersey that an ordinance of this Township whose short title is “Tewksbury Township Development Regulations Ordinance (2000)” be and the same is hereby amended as follows: 


I.
Section 801, entitled “Public Utilities Facilities” is amended to read as follows: 

A.  Public Utility Facilities.

Subsections A.1.: No Change. 

Subsections 2 and 3 are revised to read as follows: 

2.  Adequate fences and other safety devices shall be provided to enclose all equipment, structures, and buildings within a secure compound as required by the Approving Authority consistent with any State or federal laws or regulations in effect at the time of the construction.  

3.  All equipment, structures, and buildings shall be screened from public view and from adjacent properties in accordance with the standards set forth in §631, Subsection 6 entitled “Buffers” of this Chapter.  All landscaping and other improvements comprising the buffer area shall be visually impervious after 5 years of maturity and shall be maintained to provide an effective buffer in perpetuity. Landscaping which is dead, diseased or damaged by wildlife shall be replaced with landscaping which is of like maturity to that which was dead, diseased or damaged.  Any structure approved as part of the buffer requirement shall be maintained in good condition.  The Township Land Use Board shall determine, as a condition of approval, whether applicant or owner shall be responsible for the maintenance provisions set forth in this paragraph. 

Subsection A. 4: No change. 

A new subsection A.5 shall be added as follows: 

5.   All equipment, structures and buildings shall maintain a minimum distance of one hundred (100) feet from the public street right-of-way and three hundred (300) feet from side and rear lot lines adjoining a residential use or a residential zone district and two hundred (200) feet from side and rear lot lines adjoining a non-residential use or a non-residential zone district.    

II.
SubSection D of Section 807 “WIRELESS TELECOMMUNICATIONS TOWERS AND FACILITIES” is hereby amended to read as follows:

D. 1. 
Location Priority for Antennas.  The applicant requesting such conditional use shall demonstrate to the Approving Authority the need therefore at the location requested, in accordance with an overall comprehensive plan submitted to the Approving Authority for the provision of wireless telecommunications service within the Township.  Such plan shall demonstrate, among other things, that other existing wireless telecommunications towers or sites for towers have been considered, and shall identify them, and if they are not acceptable for collocation, why not so acceptable.  Wireless telecommunications antennas, where permitted as a conditional use, shall be in accordance with the following prioritized locations:

a. The first priority location shall be collocation on existing wireless telecommunications towers or on high tension towers or water tanks, provided that the new installation does not increase the height by more than 10%;

b. The second priority location shall be on existing buildings or structures (other than those described in Section 807D.1, just above) in accordance with Section 807G, below and other applicable provisions of this Section;

c. The third priority location shall be on lands or structures owned by any public entity including the state, county, municipality or board of education;

d. The forth priority location shall be on such locations as the applicant proves are essential to provide required service to the Township area.

2. Location Priority for Towers.

a.
An applicant desiring to construct a wireless telecommunications tower in any zone shall provide a sufficient showing so as to:
1.
Present documentary evidence regarding the need for wireless telecommunications antennas at the proposed location. This information shall identify the wireless network layout and coverage areas to demonstrate the need for new equipment at a specific location within the Township.

2.
Provide documentary evidence that a good faith attempt has been made to locate the antennas on existing buildings or structures within the applicant's search area. Efforts to secure such locations shall be documented through correspondence by or between the wireless telecommunications provider and the property owner of the existing buildings or structures.

3.
Document the locations of all existing communications towers within the applicant's search area and provide competent testimony by a radio frequency engineer regarding the suitability of potential locations in light of the design of the wireless telecommunications network. Where a suitable location on an existing tower is found to exist, but an applicant is unable to secure an agreement to collocate its equipment on such tower, the applicant shall provide sufficient and credible written evidence of its attempt or attempts to collocate.

4.
Demonstrate efforts to site new wireless communications towers within the applicant's search area according to the priority schedule below. Such demonstration shall include the block and lot of any parcel for which the wireless provider has attempted to secure a lease or purchase agreement and copies of all correspondence by or between the wireless provider and the property owner.

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED by said Township Committee that this Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon publication following final passage and a filing of a copy hereof with the Planning Board of the County of Hunterdon, according to law.

All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances which are inconsistent herewith are repealed, but only to the extent of such inconsistency.  All other parts of Chapter 2.36 not inconsistent herewith are ratified and confirmed.

RESOLUTION # 47-2008

TO APPROVE PAYMENT OF SUBSIDY FOR AFFORDABLE HOUSING UNIT 

WHEREAS, William F. and Arlene Taggart applied to the Tewksbury Township Affordable Housing Board on November 8, 1996 to convert a portion of the barn located on Lot 26, Block 23 of the Tax Map of the Township of Tewksbury into one low income housing apartment in exchange for a $10,000 subsidy from the Township, which was approved by the Board after a hearing held on November 19, 1996; and

WHEREAS, by way of Resolution dated January 26, 1998 of the Township of Tewksbury Board of Adjustment, William F. and Arlene Taggart, owners of Lot 26, Block 23 on the Tax Map of the Township of Tewksbury, were granted a variance to construct an affordable housing unit in a two story barn on the premises in conformance with affordable housing unit criteria set forth in Tewksbury’s Development Regulation Ordinance; and

WHEREAS, Tewksbury Township’s Historical Commission subsequently approved the construction of the affordable housing unit as required by the resolution of approval of the Board of Adjustment; and,

WHEREAS, the permission to construct the unit was first extended by way of a Board of Adjustment resolution to January 26, 2002, and thereafter further extended by way of Board of Adjustment resolution dated April 15, 2002; and

WHEREAS, William F. and Arlene Taggart constructed the affordable housing unit in compliance with the requirements set forth in the resolutions of approval of the Board of Adjustment set forth above; and

WHEREAS, the Township of Tewksbury has committed to pay to William F. and Arlene Taggart $10,000 for such affordable housing unit once a deed of easement has been recorded limiting the use of the unit to affordable housing for a ten year period;
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Township Committee of the Township of Tewksbury, County of Hunterdon and State of New Jersey as follows:

1. Payment of $10,000.00 to William F. and Arlene Taggart is authorized for the affordable housing unit that has been constructed on Block 23, Lot 26 in the Township of Tewksbury as soon as a deed of easement, in a form to be approved by the Township Attorney, has been recorded, limiting the use of the unit to affordable housing for a period of ten years;

2. The Mayor, Clerk, Chief Financial Officer, and any other proper official of the Township be and each of them is authorized to execute and deliver any and all documents and instruments and to do and cause to be done any and all acts and things necessary and proper for carrying out the transactions contemplated by the resolution.

Township Committee Sub Committee

Finance

Mr. van Doren noted a recent meeting attended with Congressman Mike Ferguson regarding FY 2009 funding requests.  He stated that applications need to be submitted by 02/28/08 and he recommended asking for funding for sidewalks in Oldwick and assistance with funding the County Route 523 project in the vicinity of the Bartles property.    It was additionally stated that funding is rarely appropriated for building projects.

Additional comments were made regarding receipt of monies for the outstanding PIG projects.

Further discussion followed regarding the schedule for meetings to discuss the 2008 Budget.  Several volunteer groups will be in attendance at the 02/26/08 Township Committee meeting to discuss their budget requests above and beyond normal operating expenses.

Mr. Mennen stressed that he would like appropriate Department Heads to be in attendance at all Budget meetings. 

Public Works

Mr. DiMare noted that there was some flooding in the Township on 02/13/08 and an accident on Lamington Road.  In response to a question from Mr. DiMare, Mr. Landon stated that the matter regarding trash cans at Township parks was given to the Parks Committee for discussion per the direction of the Township Committee.

Public Safety

Mr. Hoffman noted that the Police Chief will be at the 02/26/08 meeting to discuss the issue regarding the position of Police Chief vs.  Director of Public Safety.
Planning/Land Use

Mr. Mennen noted that the Land Use subcommittee has been active.  He commented on the two recent meetings held to discuss the Highlands Master Plan.  

Further discussion followed regarding the matter related to the fact that Mayor Voyce and Mr. Mennen can not participate in D variance applications in front of the Land Use Board.  Mr. Mennen questioned if Township Committee correspondence related to these variances should be distributed to him and Mayor Voyce.  Further discussion was held regarding the procedure related to a possible appeal related to the variance application.

Education/Community Affairs

Mayor Voyce stated that there is a tentative contract with Township teachers.  He added that the school is in the process of preparing their 2008 Budget and is trying to coordinate public sessions.  

Township Administrator 

Mr. Landon presented a diagram of a sign for the Bartles property.  The Township Committee stated their approval of the 3’ x 5’ sign and suggested that it be located on the interior of the property as opposed to closer to the County road.  It was added that the matter be presented to the Land Use board for courtesy review.

Discussion followed regarding the Engineers request for funding for further Oldwick sidewalk work.  Concern was raised that funds were already spent and the possibility of change orders could mean expending additional funds.  Mr. DiMare outlined the plan for work to commence on Church Street and move south.  Mr. Mennen requested that Mr. Landon research the parameters of the grant to ascertain if the monies could be used for something other than sidewalks or curbing.

Mr. Landon stated that input is being requested from municipalities regarding the County capital road plan.  Mr. Landon will send a letter stating that the Township Committee would like the County to consider aid with the 523/517 intersection, bridges and sidewalks.

UCP received certificates of occupancy on 02-08-08 and actual occupancy should occur soon.  It was added that the various OEM groups are trying to coordinate a tour of the facility to familiarize themselves with the buildings.
