
Tewksbury Township Historic Preservation Commission

Meeting Minutes

June 25, 2007

The meeting of the Tewksbury Township Historic Preservation Commission was called to order at 8:05 pm in the Mountainville Meeting Hall by Chairwoman O’Connor.  The members of the Commission present were Serena O’Connor, Michael Scheier, Janet Clark, Cyril Beveridge, and Mary Elizabeth Young.  Randy Benson, the Secretary and Dennis Bertland, the Historic Consultant, were also in attendance.  Based on the members present, a quorum was established.  

OPEN PUBLIC MEETINGS ACT

Chairwoman O’Connor read the opening statement that the Commission meeting being held that evening was in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act of the State of New Jersey, and indicated where notices for that meeting were posted.

Minutes

The minutes of April 23, 2007 were approved with the following corrections.  On page 3 in the first paragraph, add “voted in favor of the application” at the end of the paragraph..  On page 4 on line 7 it should state “the columns on the rear of the house should be replicated for the new columns on the front of the house.”  A motion was made by Commissioner Clark and seconded by Commissioner Young to approve the minutes with corrections.  Commissioner O’Conner, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Beveridge, and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the motion.

Resolutions

The Commission considered Resolution 2007-06 for Heather Heitoff.  A motion was made by Commissioner O’Connor seconded by Commissioner Scheier to approve the resolution with the correction under Findings of Fact (C) to add “have two new windows” after the word “would”.  Under (e) it should state “cupola with a metal roof”.  Under Resolution (3) it should state “labeled A-1” instead of “named A-1”.  Also on line 8 it should stated “white or light color”.  The six Commissioners eligible, Commissioner O’Connor, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young, voted in favor of the resolution as corrected.

The Commission considered Resolution 2007-07 for Mary Grace.  A motion was made by Commissioner O’Connor seconded by Commissioner Clark to approve the resolution with the correction under Findings of Fact (d) to add the word “be” after the word “will”.

The six Commissioners eligible, Commissioner O’Connor, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the resolution as corrected.

The Commission considered Resolution 2007-08 for Mary Grace.  A motion was made by Commissioner O’Connor seconded by Commissioner Beveridge to approve the resolution.  The six Commissioners eligible, Commissioner O’Connor, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the application.

The Commission considered Resolution 2007-09 for Daniel Marelli.  A motion was made by Commissioner O’Connor seconded by Commissioner Clark to approve the resolution with the following correction:  On page 2 line 5, add “as presented” after “improvements”.  The six Commissioners eligible, Commissioner O’Connor, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the resolution with the correction.

Applications 
Application 07-09  Sharon Delvanthal

                               Block 23.03, Lot 7 – 701-703 Lindabury Lane

The property owner, Sharon Devanthal, was present and sworn in.  The property owner is continuing the application from April 23, 2007.  The applicant is seeking approval to use Hardyplank siding on the exterior of the house.  The Hardyplank would be used for clapboards and corner boards.  The applicant is also seeking approval to replace the roof on the house with timberline shingles black in color.  Also the applicant wants to replace the porch posts and molding and repair or rebuild the chimneys on the house.  The applicant provided pictures of the house and also the neighboring house to show the porch and chimneys on the house and the chimneys on the neighboring house.  The Commission discussed whether the house should be brought back to its original condition or to when it was renovated in the late 1700’s.  The Commission stated the Hardyplank could be used on the siding but the corner boards and trim will have to be of wood.  The Commission also agreed that the existing porch posts should remain or replicated if replacement was needed.  The Commission also wanted the applicant to use two over two windows for the window on the front porch if they are required to be replaced.  The applicant wanted to use nine over nine windows to match the windows on the second floor.  When questioned, the applicant stated the gutters on the house would be rebuilt to match the existing gutters.  Dennis Bertland stated the chimneys should have a water table and a drip cap.  The Commission requested a drawing to show how the chimneys will look.  A motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge seconded by Commissioner Clark to approve the application with the following conditions:

1. The gutters will be replicated.

2. The Hardyplank will be used to replace the clapboard siding and butt up against the corner boards.  The corner boards and trim will be made of wood.

3. The porch posts will be reused or replicated.

4. A drawing will be submitted on the chimneys to be approved on a later date.

The seven Commissioners eligible, Commissioner O’Connor, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Hartten, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the application with the conditions.  

Application 07-11  Fredrick Root  

                               Block 41, Lot 6, 10 Joliet Street

 Fredrick Root, the applicant and the owner, was present and sworn in.  The applicant was seeking approval to replace the windows on the front of his house.  The applicant also wants to put in two boxed bay windows and a French door to enclose the screened in porch on the rear of the house.  The applicant wants to rebuild the existing garage on the property and place a 3 foot stone wall on the east side of the property and a six foot tall stone wall between the house and garage.  The stones will match the existing stone chimney on the house.  The six foot tall wall will have a cedar roof.  The applicant also wants to pave the driveway with antique gray Belgium block.   The door and window replacement would be as per the plans submitted and the garage renovation would be per the plans submitted.   Dennis Bertland questioned whether the proposed garage renovations fit with the architectural styles of Oldwick.  The Commission discussed whether the eyebrow window on the front of the garage could be removed and also if the diamond window pane window could be removed.  The applicant agreed that they would be removed.  The Commission also questioned the use of the Belgium block on the driveway.   A motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge seconded by Commissioner Clark to approve the application with the following conditions:

      1.  The eyebrow and diamond pane window would be removed.

      2.  The cupola on the garage will be bigger.

3.  The stone wall on the east side will stop in line with the front of the house.

Those who were in favor:  Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Hartten and Commissioner Moriarty.

Those who were against:  Commissioner O’Connor, Commissioner Scheier and Commissioner Young.

Commissioner Scheier made a motion seconded by Commissioner O’Connor to allow the Belgium block on the driveway to come out from the garage to where the grade changes at the corner of the house.  Also there would be a row of Belgium block at the driveway apron.

Those who were in favor:  Commissioner O’Connor, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Hartten, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young.

Application 07-12   Tewksbury Township

                                Block 44, Lot 12 – 29 Old Turnpike Road

The application was presented by the Secretary for a Romtec bathroom structure to be located on the property.  The bathroom is for use by people using the sport facilities.  The bathroom would be located next to the existing storage barn near the Tot Lot.  The doors of the bathroom would face south and be sideways to the driveway so police could patrol the site and see if the bathrooms are occupied.  The Commission questioned who would maintain the facility.  The Public Works Department would be responsible for maintenance and cleaning of the facility.  The Commission requested that the building would be painted red and white to match the barn and the cement would be taupe in color.  Commissioner Beveridge recommended the front of the building be screened with plantings or trellis work.  A motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge seconded by Commissioner Scheier to approve the application with the following conditions:

1. The building would be painted red and white to match the existing barn.

2. The cement will be taupe in color.

3. The building will be screened as much as possible with plantings and trellis work.

Those who were in favor:  Commissioner O’Connor, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Beveridge, Commission Hartten and Commissioner Moriarty.

Those who were against:  Commissioner Clark and Commissioner Young.

Chairwoman O’Connor said that  she had reviewed the documentation for submitting an application to the State Historic Preservation Office and found that an application usually is submitted to the State prior to local approval if required.  The Township did follow proper procedure when submitting plans for the Bartles house.  The Commission also discussed what could be done about The Commission review improvements on properties that do not need a building permit.  The Secretary stated he would review it but initially he thought the current ordinance be amended to include projects that don’t require permits.  He would report back to the Commission.

The Commission discussed the status of the Historic Brochures.  Chairwoman O’Connor stated she would contact Carol Leighton to see if she could attend the next meeting so the brochure could be finalized.

Adjournment
There being no further business to come before the Commission, a motion was made by Commissioner O’Connor and seconded by Commissioner Clark to adjourn the meeting.  A voice vote was taken and all of the Commission members present voted in favor of adjournment.  The meeting was adjourned at 10:45 pm.
