Motion to accept minutes of March Parks meeting was made by CN, 2nd by JS.  All approved, ED abstained 

COMMITTEE DISCUSSION 
CN introduced ED, who gave a brief bio, discussion and introductions ensued amongst all members.

CN presented the committee with a calendar he has prepared showing “special” (non-TAA) events schedule.  The committee discussed the events and our participation.  Further discussion will follow.

Movie Nights were discussed.  CN discussed the upgrade of the electric service at the Pavilion.  Committee discussed turn-out and growing success of Movie Night.  Carmen Natale was recognized and thanked for his all of efforts.


It was decided that the Parks Committee was not going to sponsor Bark in the Park this year, as last year’s organizer is unable to again run the event.


CN provided updates on the Oldwick Community Players’ productions and reported on bands for Music in the Park night  


Lengthy discussion ensued regarding the equestrian community and the ball fields and proposed playground at CHF.  CN reported on a meeting with representatives of the equestrian community.  Items discussed include: fencing the playground, signs, private horse trailer parking, no kids in equestrian area, and an Equestrian Safety Clinic concept.  The committee added to the discussion a proposal for an info packet/brochure/webpage to communicate equine safety to the member families of the TAA.  CN will invite the Equestrian Committee to attend a joint meeting with Parks in May.

DB reported on the progress of the Pascale Group.  DB reported that the Twp Comm has scheduled a work session for April 22 to discuss the formation of a formal body to implement the Pascale Plan.  The committee discussed the merits of having a Pascale body be a subcommittee of Parks and/or the FAB.  No formal action was taken and no recommendation made.

DB mentioned the upcoming Arbor Day Celebration at TES.  DB planning to attend State Celebration in East Brunswick reported to the committee that Tewksbury is front-runner for host township honor for Arbor Day 2009.
Parks Committee expressed interest in participating in preparations should township be named.

As no further business was to be discussed and there was no public participation DB made motion to adjourn, ED 2nd, all approved.
