The meeting of the Tewksbury Township Historic Preservation Commission was called to order at 9:00 am at 1 James Street by Chairman Scheier. The Commission did a site walk on the property to review the property owner’s proposal to replace an existing asphalt roof that was in an advanced state of disrepair with a new asphalt shingle roof.
1. The new roof would be Timberline brand shingle and Williamsburg slate in color.
2. The flat roof area and roof on bay window would be a black rubber membrane.
The Commission discussed that the gable ends of the roof had flat rake boards and that a solid gable crown should be added and would be appropriate for the building.  The Commission approved the proposed roof with the condition that a gable crown would be added to the gable ends of the roof on the rake board.
A motion was made by Commissioner Young and seconded by Commissioner Clark to approve the plan in with the condition.
Those who were in favor: Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Clark and Commissioner Young.
Adjournment
There being no further business to come before the Commission, a motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge and seconded by Commissioner Scheier to adjourn the meeting.  A voice vote was taken and all of the Commission members present voted in favor of adjournment.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:30 a.m.
