BOARD OF HEALTH

MINUTES OF NOVEMBER 6 , 2006

The Tewksbury Township Board of Health met in regular session at 7:30 P.M. on the above date, in the Police/Administration Building, 169 Old Turnpike Road.  

Vice chairperson Janet Masterton presided.

Other members present were Shirley Czajkowski and Anthony Formica.

Peter Goyer, Anthony Miele and alternates Richard Mahevich and Zia Shey were not in attendance.

1. Open Public Meetings Statement

The Open Public Meetings Statement was read by Ms. Masterton.

2. Action to be Taken

· Block 38 Lot 16.02
request for waiver re:  distance of logs from reserve area

Greg Brown was present to discuss the above noted property.  A letter from the HCDOH found the plans acceptable with the following exception.

“Due to an alteration/expansion the reserve soil log is not within the 15 feet of the reserve area and is approximately 47.86 feet and 48 feet from the primary soil logs…” 
The existing structure will be razed and a five bedroom home will be constructed with a 1500 gallon septic tank to be installed.  Mr. Brown noted that the existing system has four trenches; a pressure dosing system is planned for the new design.  It was noted that the distance between the reserve and the primary field is less than the required 75 feet. Two new soil logs were done in June of 2006 revealing K1 soil type at a rate of .2 to 0 inches per hour.  Mr. Brown explained that there is a stand of cedar trees on the property.  It was added that the existing system has been operative for 22 years.

Discussion followed regarding the existing structure and how the new structure would be located on the property.  Mr. Brown stated that the existing in-ground swimming pool will be demolished and the 50 stream buffer will be maintained.  It was added that the existing driveway will be relocated which will aid in sight distance; no tree cutting will be necessary for this part of the construction.      
Additional discussion followed regarding the fact that the existing septic tank will be pumped and cleaned prior to demolition.  The new tank will be a two compartment 1500 gallon tank, with the second pump system being installed in order to provide backup.

The composition of the soil was discussed and Mr. Brown stated that select fill will be utilized in the system.

Ms. Masterton made a motion to waive the distance requirement between the reserve area and the soil logs for the property located at Block 38 Lot 16.02, seconded by Mrs. Czajkowski. The motion was approved.  Ayes: Czajkowski ,Formica, Masterton.  Nays: none.  Absent:  Goyer, Miele.
· Review of 2007 St. Hubert’s Contract
The members of the Board of Health reviewed the 2006 versus the 2007 St. Huberts’s contract and were in favor of renewal.  Mr. Formica questioned if a multi-year contract could be entered into.
