
Tewksbury Township Historic Preservation Commission
Meeting Minutes

April 27, 2009
The meeting of the Tewksbury Township Historic Preservation Commission was called to order at 7:35 pm in the Mountainville Meeting Hall by Chairman Scheier.  The members of the Commission present were Michael Scheier, Cyril Beveridge, Rosemary Hartten, Karen Moriarty and Mary Elizabeth Young.  Randy Benson, the Secretary, and Dennis Bertland, the Historic Consultant, were also in attendance.  Based on the members present, a quorum was established.  
OPEN PUBLIC MEETINGS ACT

On a motion by Commissioner Beveridge seconded by Commissioner Moriarty the claim was approved as submitted.  The following Commissioners voted in favor of the motion:  Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Moriarty, Commissioner Hartten and Commissioner Young.

The Commission considered Resolution 2009-04 for Stephen Kalinchak.  A motion was made by Commissioner Young seconded by Commissioner Hartten to approve the resolution as submitted.  The three Commissioners eligible, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Hartten and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the resolution. 
The Commission considered Resolution 2009-05 for the Tewksbury Inn.  A motion was made by Commissioner Moriarty seconded by Commissioner Scheier to approve the motion as submitted.  The three Commissioners eligible, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Hartten and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the resolution.
The Commission considered Resolution 2009-06 for the Tewksbury Township Athletic Association.  A motion was made by Commissioner Moriarty seconded by Commissioner Hartten to approve the resolution.
Applications

Application 09-06  Mark and Laura Koller
                               Block 42, Lot 19 – 34 Old Turnpike Road, Oldwick
Laura Koller, the property owner, was present and sworn in.  Mrs. Koller was seeking approval for a free standing sign that was located on the property without the proper approvals. . The new sign is 19 inches by 30 inches and is wood carved.  The posts holding up the sign are wood composite.  Mrs. Koller provided pictures of the sign.  A motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge seconded by Commissioner Young to approve the application as submitted.
Of the five Commissioners eligible, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Hartten, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the application.
Application 09-07  Friends of the Tewksbury Township Public Library
                               Block 44, Lot 11 – 31 Main Street, Oldwick
Karen Ross, the applicant for the Friends of the Tewksbury Township Public Library, appeared before the Commission and was sworn in.  Ms. Ross explained the “Friends” have decided to seek approval to put a 14 foot by 40 foot building behind the library building.  The new building will be in place of the temporary trailer that had been approved by the Commission earlier this year.  The building would be for sorting and storing books and also for book sales.  The exterior of the building will be painted the same as the library building.  The siding on the building will be T1-11 and the windows will be aluminum with wood trim.  The shingles on the rood will match the shingles on the roof of the library building.  The Commission asked if a different siding material could be used. Ms. Ross said there were not enough funds to have a different siding which would be more expensive.  A motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge seconded by Commissioner Young to approve the application with the following conditions:
1. The approval is for the new building only.  Any site changes on the property will 

    require additional approval.
2. The exterior of the building will be paint to match the library building.
3. Any external heating or cooling units will have to be placed between the library

    building and the new building.
4. The proposed location of the building will have to be approved by the Land Use

    Board..

Of the five Commissioners present, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Hartten, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the application with the conditions.
