Application 09-14  Old Turnpike LLC
                               Block 23, Lot 27 – 66 Old Turnpike Road, Oldwick
Edward O’Brien, the owner, was present and sworn in.  Mr. O’Brien was seeking approval to install solar voltaic array on the roof of the architect office building on the property.  The array will cover most of the south side of the roof and will also be at the same pitch as the roof.  The solar array will provide about one third of the power required for the building.   The panels will be three inches thick and sit about four inches above the roof.  The color of the panels will be black frames and glass on the front.  A motion was made by Commissioner Scheier seconded by Commissioner Hartten to approve the application as sumitted.  Of the three Commissioners present, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Hartten and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the motion.
Application 09-10  Detail Construction
                               Block 39, Lot 1 – 1 Church Street, Oldwick
Bruce Ivak, the president of Detail Construction was present and sworn in.  The application was being continued from the June Historic Preservation Commission meeting.  The applicant had submitted an amended application for a sign that will comply with the current sign ordinance.  Mr. Ivak is proposing to install a sign on a post in front of the building he is renting on Church Street.  The applicant had a photograph of the front of the building and included the sign post.  The sign material will be exterior grade plywood that will be painted. A motion was made by Commissioner Hartten seconded by Commissioner Young to approve the application as submitted.  Of the three Commissioners present, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Hartten and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the motion.
Application  09-11 Christopher Dewey 

                               Block 39, Lot 20 – 14 Williams Street, Oldwick
Patrick Shannon, the applicant for the property owner, was present and sworn in.  Mr. Shannon had previously been approved to install a six foot tall privacy fence along a portion of the side yard of the property and a picket fence enclosing the yard in front of the house.  The property owner has changed the plan and is requesting a four foot tall fence along Miller Avenue that will match the existing six foot tall privacy fence.  The fence will also have a deer fence behind it to make it a total of six feet.  The picket fence in front of the house and along the driveway will be a four foot tall fence painted white..  A motion was made by Commissioner Scheier seconded by Commissioner Hartten to approve the application as with the following conditions:

1. The privacy fence and the fence along Miller Avenue will have tight spacing between the pickets and the pickets will be flat and made out of cedar.

2. The fence along Miller Avenue will be not taller then four feet for the picket fence and six feet for the deer fence.

3. The fence along the front of the property will be a linear picket fence.
4. The brick walk will have a herringbone pattern with a soldier course on each side.

Of the three Commissioners present, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Hartten and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the application with the conditions.
