COMMITTEE DISCUSSION

Oldwick Fields

1. Trees planted along boarder in the outfield area of fields 2 and 3.

2. Remove invasive weeds.

3. Mulch over area where new trees will be planted.

Pascale Park
1. Plant trees near pond on the side near the road.

2. Shade type trees would be preferred.

3. Oaks and elms.
Fairmount North

1. Plant shrubs along road west of the parking area.

2. Plant trees along property border on south side of property.

Christie Hoffman Farm Park

1. Tent could be erected south of the pavilion or in the parking area west of the soccer fields.

2. Plant trees along main road and into the driveway.  

3. Prefer sugar maples.

4. Dress up the area around the main park entrance sign.

5. Dress up the area around the water jump.

6. Plant trees in the field area, following the stream but staying at least 50 feet or more from the stream.

7. Dress up the area around the electric box near the soccer field

8. Dress up the area near the water pump.

Misc.
1. The DEP would feed the DEP staff and volunteers.

2. Tewksbury would feed everyone else.

3. Volunteers would be invited to stay for ceremony.

4. The DEP would take care of the tables and chairs.

5. The DEP would take care of Port-A-Johns and all sites.

6. The trees would arrive at each location 3 days ahead of Arbor Day.

7. The Tewksbury Public Works Department would help with various needs.

8. ESC students would be invited to help.

9. Teddy Murphy will be the contact person between the DEP and Tewksbury.
