
Tewksbury Township Historic Preservation Commission
Meeting Minutes

June 25, 2008
The meeting of the Tewksbury Township Historic Preservation Commission was called to order at 8:03 pm in the Mountainville Meeting Hall by Chairman Scheier.  The members of the Commission present were Michael Scheier, Cyril Beveridge, Karen Moriarty and Mary Elizabeth Young.  Randy Benson, the Secretary, and Dennis Bertland, the Historic Consultant, were also in attendance.  Based on the members present, a quorum was established.  
OPEN PUBLIC MEETINGS ACT

Chairman Scheier read the opening statement that the Commission meeting being held that evening was in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act of the State of New Jersey, and indicated where notices for that meeting were posted.
Minutes

The minutes of April 28, 2008 were approved with three corrections.  On page 1 under Application 08-04 on line six add the word “be” after the word “would”.  On page 2 Under Resolutions, change “Tweksbury” to “Tewksbury”.  On page 3 under Correspondence on line 2 add “of the Bartles house” after “posts”.  A motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge seconded by Commissioner Young to approve the minutes with the corrections.  The following Commissioners voted in favor of the motion:  Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young.  Commissioner Clark abstained.

On a motion by Commissioner Beveridge seconded by Commissioner Moriarty the claim was approved as submitted.  The following Commissioners voted in favor of the application: Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young.

The Commission considered Resolution 2008-04 for Mark and Laura Koller.  A motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge seconded by Commissioner Moriarty to approve the resolution with one correction.  On line 3a under Findings of Fact the word “are” should be “area”  The four Commissioners eligible, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young, voted in favor of the resolution. 

Applications

Application 08-05  Tewksbury Library Association
                               Block 44, Lot 11, 31 Main Street, Oldwick
Arnold Shapack, the applicant representing the association, was present and sworn in.  The library association is seeking approval to rebuild the rear one story ell on the building into a  two story ell for an interior staircase that will also serve as a fire escape.  The interior fire escape will be used instead of the exterior fire escape that was approved earlier this year by the Commission.   The new ell area will also have an elevator.  The construction will be built according to plans by Wilbur Lupo, Architect date 5/12/08.  The roofline will match the existing roofline of the front of the building.   The Commission discussed the location of the windows and doors on the addition.     A motion was made by Commissioner Young seconded by Commissioner Beveridge to approve the application in concept.  The applicant will return to the Commission with the final plans for approval.
Of the four Commissioners present, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the application.

Application 08-06  Hillary Prouty
                               Block 39, Lot 5, 11 Church Street, Oldwick

Hillary Prouty, the applicant and owner, was present and sworn in.  Ms. Prouty is seeking approval to expand an existing accessory building on the rear of her property.  The building would be used for storage and an art studio.  The building would have cedar siding and double hung windows.  The building would be constructed as per plans by Edward O’Brien dated 5/14/08.  Dennis Bertland suggested that the proposed shutters be removed and vertical siding be used so the building would have more of an appearance of an outbuilding.  Also he suggested the eaves of the roof be kept simple.  When questioned about the cupola, Ms. Prouty stated the cupola was there to let in sun light.  A motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge seconded by Commissioner Young to approve the application in concept.  The applicant will bring the working drawings with any changes in prior to final approval.

Of the four Commissioners present, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the motion.

Miscellaneous 
The Commission discussed the Bartles house renovation.  Dennis Bertland supplied a draft letter for the Commission to review before it is sent to the Township Committee.  The Commission agreed to the letter which is requesting that the Commission will be able to review plans and any changes and any exterior shop drawings.
The Commission discussed considering having applicants submitting photographs of their approved projects to the commission before their final approvals from the Construction Office.  The idea would be to make sure the work is done in compliance with the Historic Preservation Commission’s approval.  A motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge seconded by Commissioner Moriarty to have a resolution drafted to add the condition that photographs will be submitted to the Historic Preservation Commission prior to the Certificate of Occupancy or Certificate of Approval from the construction Office.
Of the Commission members present, Commissioner Scheier, Commissioner Beveridge, Commissioner Hartten, Commissioner Moriarty and Commissioner Young voted in favor of the resolution.
Adjournment
There being no further business to come before the Commission, a motion was made by Commissioner Beveridge and seconded by Commissioner Moriarty to adjourn the meeting.  A voice vote was taken and all of the Commission members present voted in favor of adjournment.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:13 pm.
